A Huge Uaft.
N«W York, March Bth.—Tbe jPwf« Hali-

fax, N. S., special says :B. B.Barnhill. of
Koggins mines, Cumberland county, has
utukr construction an immense raft, for the
purpose of carrying to New York about
3,000,u00 superficial feet ofpiles, logs, spars,
hardwood timber and boards. Its dimen-
sions are :Length, 410 feet ;width, 55 feet ;
depth, 3.3 feet. It will draw 21 feet of
water. The raft is built upon a well-con-
structed cradle, wliich will be launched
with the raft and removed from it in the
water, leaving the raft, with its chains and
binders to support itself. The structure is
torpedo-shaped at the bow and stern, and
tbe closs section amidships will be in the
form of an ellipse. When completed it
will weigh eighty-five tons. About one-
sixth of tbe cargo has been stowed. The
cost willbe about $20,000. The raft is to
be towed to New York by an ocean tramp,
or by two tugs, about midsummer.

Morinou Missionaries in Alabama.

CnrcnWATl, March Bth.—An Enquirp-
Atlanta (Ga.) special sa ys: The Mormors
have chosen north Alabama as a mission-
ary field, and have been vigorously prose-
cuting their work during the past six
months. Among other things, your
correspondent linds that Mormon Elders,
tinder the guis of travelers, go from house
to house, distributing a little twenty-five-
page pamphlet, entitled, "Doctrine of the
letter Day Saints, by Elder John Morgan.''
The book contains their articles of faith,
and gives an account of the revelations
made toJoseph Smith. Italso claims that
Mormonism is the only true religion.
When a person joins them, the Elders
give him what they call their "mystic
sign," which consists oi a paper,
upon which is written their articles
of faith and the name of every
convert in that section. The possession of
this proves tbe owner a true Saint. One of
their most eii.lmsiastic tonvert" in Shiru-
barn valley is \V.J. Conger. Livingupon
Conger's farm is a young man by the name
of Sotting; who has been very bitter to-
wards tbe Elders and their converts. About
six weeks ago Dolling found a paper Dear
his house, which stated that Mormonism
was the only true religion, and that unless
he joined them within thirty days, and
used bis influence to get his neighbors to
join, he must leave that section of country.
The paper was signed by all of the Elders,
by Conger and a number of other converts.
15o!ling ha 3 not left, and stated
that be did not intend to leave,
and thus far no effort lias
been made to force him to leave. Last
September or October Elder Davis came
over into Choccoloco valley, within five
miles of Oxford, and in a short time he
was joined by Elder Allard, who came di-
rect 'from Ttah. Ina littlewhile they bad
made converts of James Tilliman and bis
wife, and later on Hiram Harrison and bis
entire family. Tiiliman soon became much
enthused wilh his new religion, and de-
clared ih:tt he "\u25a0thanked the good Lord for
sending the Mormon Elders to leach him
the true religion." Elders Davis and Al-
lard spent most of their time, while in this
section, at the homes of Tilliman and
Harrison, and a few nights ago a commit-
tee ofcitizens surrounded Harrison's house.
and called for the Elders. They happened
to be spending that night at the bouse of
Thomas Richards, and the committee, not
finding the objects of their search, notified
Harrison that he must not let the Elders
stop at his house again. The next day
Harrison bought a gun and a supply of
ammunition, and his son wrote the follow-
ing note to the citizens: "Come to our'
house another night, and some of you will
Ieat breakfast in hell the next morning."
j After writing the notice, young Harrison

shot a pistol ball through the paper, and
then stuck iton the gate post of a man he
supposed was one of the committee

iof citizens. The Shimborn valley El-
ders were reinforced in January by Elders
Butler and Wilson, and in that* section
they have brought not only their converts,
but many other ignorant people, to believe
that tbe entirety of Utah is the exclusive
property of the Mormon Church, and that
it is a land overflowing with riches, long
life and happiness, and naturally most of
their converts are anxious to get there as
soon as possible. The Elders have very
littleto say about polygamy, and tell their
converts that only the church officials or
any pious members .ire allowed to have
more than one wife. The Elders are fed
and clothed by their converts, and also re-
ceive regular installments of money from
Salt Lake City. Deserted homes, separated
families, and friends changed to biiter ene-
mies are some of the results already ac-
complished by Mormonism inAlabama.
