THE HIGH LICENSE ISSUE.
The high license advocates last night ex-'pressed themselves as delighted with the

result. , a brief campaign, withan in-
different /ganization, a fund of less than
$100 for griming, few workers at the polls,

[and trusting largely to lads to distribute
their tickets throughout the city, resisted
by a powerful organisation with some
thousands of money and party tickets
marked in advance, with party managers
indifferent to the expression of sentiment
asked for—nevertheless the new urupust-
tion received 1,772 votes out of 1.1V.i cast
in that issue |lt>i ol the 4,375 voters notex-
pr.s.iing (hemselves at all). These advo-
cates declare that with thtse 1,772 friends at
their backs, they have moral and material
power sufficient to organize a second fight
that will win a victory. A remarkable
fact developed on the counting of the bal-
lots, that more Democrats than Republi-
cans voting straight tickets voted for high
license. In fact, in three precincts the large
majority of the high license vote was Dem-
ocratic. This is accounted for by various
political seers in two'ways. First, the De-
mocracy had a chance to punch whisky in
the head, and improved it; second, "the
anti-high license men put most of their
money to use through Republican chan-
nels. This latter reason amounts to a
charge that Republican votes were pur-
chasable, and that Democratic voters, in
revenge for the financial policy adopted,
attempted to get even.

sIIAMEKLI.FKAIUS AND BOSSISM.
As a review of the election contest yes-

terday, itmay be said that never was there
before in Sacramento such shameless and
barefaced frauds and open violation of
election laws. Money was freely used to
buy votes, and it did not take a great deal
to buy. There was open and shameless re-
peating. In one instance a repeater voted
four several times at the same box and was
not detected by the challengers or judges.
Dead men arose from their graves and
voted — that is, they must have
done so, since their names, say those who
pretend to know, appear on the poll lists.
Throughout the city the result was received
as a rebuke to machine and boss rule.
Whole blocks of Republicans marched up
and voted against one or more of their
leading candidates. The chief assault was
ajplnst Chief Jackson, he being recog-
Dueed v the candidate the "ring" ami
busses especially desired to elect.
Ordinarily the Democrats in a Sacramento
city election on party division should casl
about 1,600 votes where in excess of 4,000
votes are cast :but yesterday there was cast
for their candidate for Chief of Police
2,502 votes, clearly (.roving that Republi-
cans voted for Dillman by platoons. The
small Republican majority for the head of
the ticket is taken also to indicate Republi-
