This has the aspect of aparadox, but there
is in it great truth, for the rule in the
manufacturing world is high wages and
good work, low wages and poor work. ()f
umrso ISrassey's comparisons were between
Knglish workmen, and that far they would
apply to American workmen. Ifhe had
made them between English workers and
n competing class living upon a lower
plane as to absolute necessities of exist-
ence, his conclusions might have been
somewhat modified. But it would not
have bees different in such a ease, if the
i suits upon the civilization of the coun-
try and it.s consuming capacity where such
competition exists were taken into consid-
erstion. Hut even without this being coa-
sidered we have the testimony of the boot
and shoe manufacturers of San FVwfaro
that lew-prised workmen—the Chinese

paid labor of the skilled white workmen.
Chinese cheap labor in mamifacturiu^. is
a delusion.

The motion was seconded and carried by
a viva voce vote.

The Convention shall be composed of the
officers and members of the Executive
Committee and various sub-committees of
the Citizens' Anti-Chinese Association of
Sacramento, and delegates from all the
counties in the State, to be selected by the
Supervisors thereof. The Supervisors of
each county are requested to appoint the
number of delegates hereafter apportioned
to each county, to furnish them withproper
credentials, and to notify Robert T. Devlin,
of Sacramento, Secretary of the Commit-
tee on Brunch Orpanization, of the names
of the delegates immediately after their ap-
pointment. This Convention will repre-
sent all branches ofbusiness and labor, and
must result in great good. Kach county
will l>e entitled to delegates as follows,
which, witii the committees from Bacra-
mento, will form the State Convention :

The Convention was called to order by
George JJ. Katzonstein, Chairman on
Branch Organization of the Citizens' Anti-
Chinese Association of Sacramento, the
organization that tamed the call for the
Convention. He reviewed the history of the
organization in this city, aud said the ob-
ject of the call was to bring the representa-
tive men of the State together to discuss
the question of the Chinese evil. He said
it was a question worthy of the highest
Statesmanship, and lie trusted their session
would be harmonious and result in great
good.

Marcus I). Boruck, of San Francisco,
moved that a committee offive be appoint-
ed by the Chair on credentials.

Senator Sargent said the first thing to be
done was to effect a temporary organiza-
tion. The Convention had been called to
order by Mr.Katzenptein, his duties were
now at an end, and itwas now in the hands
of the delegates to choose a temporary
Chairman. j

The failure of the law is proof that the
morality of a community is low.

TitK condition of the machinery of the
Bepnbtiean party in San Francisco is piti-
able in the extreme. Here we have a
member of the County Central Committee
standing up in an open session and deckt-
ing that Chris Buckley, the Democrat*-
boss, had impudently solicited him to vofc-
for a certain resolution that would be ii-
troduced in the committee. There was n
denial from the lobby, but the committee-
man reiterated his statement, and the:*-
was then na.denial. At the same meetin
a boss in the party moved the expulsic
o( an officer of the committee, because, as
he frankly stated, the ofiicialhad given
aid and comfort to a rivalboss, also within
the committee, and the motion prevailed.
This is about ats low an ebb as we have
ever known the party tide to reach.
When Chris Buckley can dictate to Re-
publican nommlllcwilll 11. it is time for
•elf-respecting Republicans to ljegin prep-
arations for a revolutionary movement
that willwipe the whole boss system out
of existence.

Tiik comments upon the letter of Gen-
eral Sherman declining to aid in a private
charitable effort, arc mainly severe upon
the old hero. It is certainly General Sher-
man's business and that of no one else, as
to how he shall dispense his bounty.

5. That C. K. MelUashan and George B Katz-
enstein act jointly as Chairman of this joint
Conventiou until it is permanently organized-
and thet said joint Convention meet inthe As-
sembly chamber.

A. A. Sargent, of San Francisco, pre-
sented a minority report. He said that
there was not a line in the majority report
to which he did not agree. The minority
differed only on the point about boycot-
ting. [Cries of boycott.] He favored"boy-
cotting when the necessity came for it,not
before, and that time had not come. He
referred to his experience and his record in
Congress, and declared that the wise policy
was to exhaust appeals to Congress first.
[Efforts to interrupt Mr. Sargent.] He
appealed to the Convention to hear him
out. He had done enough in the anti-
Chinese cause to entitle him to be heard.
[Applause.] He wanted all legislative
remedies applied before any boycotting
was attempted. The vote of the
Convention ought to voice the senti-
ment of the people of the State.
We should say to Congress : "Yield to our
demands, for they are just." The only
fear was that by precipitation we may lose
the advantage we have. The coast delega-
tion inCongress is a unit on the question,
ami its hands must be upheld. Itis a fal-
lacy to suppose Congress is in favor of re-
striction ot Chinese immigration. The
preponderating sentiment there is that we
are un-American, unchristianlike. Ifwe
are divided now we will strengthen that
false iJea, and hurt the cause where ithas
most need of strength. [Cries of order.]< 'aim action is what is needed to induce
Congress to pass the Mitchellbill.The ma-
jority report he thought to be superficial.
To throw in the boycott now was
to throw in a firebrand, and the
result will be disastrous. He favored
the boycott, as did his forefathers
in Boston harbor, but extreme measures
should be react led to only, in great ex-
tremity. Itis dangersus to handle edged
tools carelessly. Mitchell's bill is trembling
in tbe balance, and must not be jeopard-
ized. There areonc-third as many Chinese
in California as there are adult "males in
the State, it would take three or four
years to deport thorn all. Are we to bank-
rupt the agriculturists, he asked, orappeal
to Congress? We should prevail by the
force of reason and justice. Mr. Sargent,
after speaking long and earnestly, read the
minority report, as follows, as an amend-
ment to the majority report :

Bmoftxrii That we recognize the fact thiit the
presence of the < hinese for the past thirty yenrs
on this coast has given them, toaCertain extent,
control ofthe labor marker, ami that their im-
mediateexpulsion, even ifpossible, would work
great injury to special interests. While, there-
fore, we are in favor of eliminating, as rapidly
as possible, this element from our liody jKilitic,
we are opposed to organized osira'iisjn or boy-
cotting of employers until the failure of allhope
of Congressional or other rcliuf makes such
measures imperative to prevent the Mongolian-
i/.ing of this coast. gf;

sideration of the reports until afler organi-
zation. Seconded by Mr.O'Metra.

Grove L. Johnson, of Sacramento, op-
posed the motion. To adopt the majority
report would organize the Convention.
[Applause.] There was no necessity for
postponement; the Convention should
cone to the work inhand at once. Let the
Convention decide the boycott question.
[Applause] Mr. Johnson spoke at length
and very earnestly, and was loudly ap-
plauded.

General Bidwell spoke again in favor of
his motion. He referred to his being one
of the oldest pioneers in the State

—
coining

to California with the first whits train that
crossed the Sierras. If the (Convention
loves IheSlate

—
has an interest jiits future

welfare— they will defer this Mstion until
after the temporary organization. His
speech, which was of considerable length,
was frequently interrupted with cries of
order.

C. P. Kerry said we cannot pdeceed as an
intelligent body until we know who is en-
titled to vote. Let us see who ij-eentitled
to a vote here. He was willin.' that the
Conventions should meet, formulate plans
and interchange ideas. We #ant their
counsel and suggestions ; but t-lfore pro-
ceeding one step farther we a.ast know
*!t<iarv the dfiegatc?.

Johnson moved a call of the roll, sec-
onded by Estee. Much noise and con-
fusion followed, the Chairman trying in
vain to preserve order.

Mr. Kellogg moved the adoption of Ihe
last clause ol the majority report.

A. J. Bryant became very much excited.
Said if the Convention so desired be was
willing to let all the citizens of Sacramento
come in and discuss matters, and take part
in the proceedings. He wanted the (-'on-
vention to preserve order, to go to work
like men and not act like boys. Let tbe
names of Ihe duly authorized delegates be
properly ascertained and a roll-call made.

Major Marion Biggs moved the previous
question. He was prevailed upon to with-
draw, but in a strong speech vigorously
opposed any further child's play. lie
recommended the adoption of the majority
report, and then proceeding with the busi-
ness which they had assembled to transact.
[Cries of question, call the roll, sit down,
etc.]

The previous question was then called
by several amidst a perfect pandemonium
of noise.

General Bidwell tried to make himself
heard, but his stentorian tones were com-
pletely drowned by the noise.

The roll was called on Bidwell's motion,
and was lost by a vote of 96 to 181.

If.1). Boruck demanded of the Chair to
know how many votes had been cast ;also,
how many in the Assembly chamber were
entitled to a vote. (His concluding re-
marks were drowned in cries ot •'Call the
roll.")

James O'Mcara, after several attempts
succeeded in getting the floor,when he fired
the following conundrum at the Chair:"

Is this a question of the Chinese must
go,or American citizens take a back scat ."

A. J. Bryant said the delegates had a
right to a roll call, and they demanded it.
[Cries of

"
Mr. Chairman

"
from all quar-

ters of the Chamber.] Ihave come here
to stay, and lam going to stay. Ihave a
right to be heard, and 1 willbe heard. 1
demand my rights in this Convention, and
1 willhave them.

M.M.Estee said he was satisfied that any
further attempts at calling the incomplete
roll would be futiie. He never saw so.
much confusion inaConvention in his life.'
Let us agree to adjourn till7 p.m., at which
time we can have completed and prepared
a rolland be able to do something.

Grove L. Johnson said he hoped Mr.
Estee's suggestion would prevail. Allhe
desired was a fair, open expression

—
a fair

vote and an honest count.
J. A. Filcher said this delay was the

work ofobstructionists. Two-thirds of the
Convention were in favor of the adoption
of the majority report. Why not adopt it
viva voce, and then proceed with the busi-
ness of the Convention ?

C. P. Berry again took the floor and said
there were men upon the floor charging
fraud. We should proceed orderly, accord-
ing to the rules and regulations governing
tbe procedure of public bodies. We want,
demand and should have a fullvote and a
square count. [Cries of

"
Oh, he wauls to

be Governor."]
A committee of ten on credentials was

appointed, as follows : M. M.Estee, G. L.
Johnson, J. H. Barry, Patrick Reddy W
T. Jetter, Jas. A. Orr, Wm. Sharkey, J. A.Filcher, A. A.Sargent.

Adjourned to 7 p. m.
Evening Session.

Long before the hour of seven arrived
the Assembly Chamber was crowded with
spectators, both on the floor, in the lobby
and in the gallery.

The Committee on Credentials were un-
able to complete their report at that time,

and inconsequence the Convention was not
called to order until 8:05.

Mr. Estee submitted the report of the
Committee on Credentials, which was read
by the Secretary. Itwas a complete list of
allduly elected and appointed delegates.

On motion of Mr. Gregory, of Amador,
four Sergeants-at-Arms were appointed,
with instructions to exclude from the floor
all persons, except members of the press
and duly accredited members of the Con-
vention. Tbe Sergeants-at-Arms thus ap-
pointed were Messrs. Gregory, Dooly, Parks \u25a0

and Gallagher.
The reading of the rollby the Secretary i

took twenty minutes.
Mr.Bates stated that there was about 150 !

additions and proxies since the calling of
the roll in the afternoon. He offered this ;
resolution:

A. J. Bryant moved that the San Jose
Convention be invited to take seats upon
the floorof this Convention.

V. R. Dray asked who composed the San
Jose Convention.

Mr. Nicholson, of San Francisco, moved
that a committee of five be appointed to
confer with the San Jose Convention, and
ascertain whether or not they have adopted
the majority report, and if so, to invite
them in. Carried. The Chair appointed
as such committee Messrs. Nicholson, Jet-
ter. Latham, Davis ami Dinsmore.

Mr. Boruck moved that the mode of pro-
cedure be that as laid down by Gushing.

The Chair held that no other business
was in order until the other Convention
conies in.

Mr.Boruck then moved a recess for ten
minutes, and succeeded in carrying one
point amidst laughter.

Recess.
The Convention was called to order at

9 o'clock. The Convention arose and the
San Jose Convention inarched in. Mr.
Xickerson said :

Mr.ICcGlasban, on being introduced by
Mr. Katzenstein. made a short address,
thanking the Convention for the honor
conferred.

Jf the members deliberated
withcalmness, acted with discretion and
conservatism, a great and lasting good can
be accomplished. No doubt, coming as
they did from every section of the State,
and representing every industry of Cali-
fornia, there would be a difference of views
and ideas. He had no doubt that all inter-
ests could be harmonized. [Cheers.]

The Secretary of the San Jose Convention
then called the roll of that body, a largo
number answering to their names.

Edward Dobba, of Alameda, moved to
BObstitate for President instead of Judge
Leon j).

He
paid a high tribute to Mr.BtcQlaahan, who,
he saiii. had done more than any other
man tn this State fo set on foot the move-
ment that was to drive out the Chinese.

Several >.h<,rt speeches wore indulged in,
when Judge Freer and Mr.McGUisban were
called out and made abort speeches, •ietin-
in| their position on the Chinese question,

Mr. itcGlasban paid a high tribute to
Judge Freer, whom lie said was the peer
ofany man. Speaking of himself, he said
he wish.,l i:distinctly understood that he
v.a- no; a candidate for any political po-
sition, State or national. He was lighting
only for a principle. Tbe children of while
laborer* were crying for bread. His heart
was in the work, and he believed in doing
all tilings within the law that would free
us of the crying evil.

Noble Fisher and R. M. darken arose at
the same time: the latter was recognised
by the Chair, to the utter discomfiture of
the former, who wouldnot sit down until
called to order several times by the Chair.
Mr.darken said he proposed the name of
John McMurry, of Trinity county.

Mr.McMurry arose and declined.
F. R. Dray mounted a chair and was

next recognized amongst a dozen who were
clamoring. "Mr.Chairman:"

Mr.Dray said he was one of the com-

mittee that had selected Judge Freer. It
was done in the interest of harmony. It
would not do to indorse Mr.MoGlashan or
Mr.Katzenstein. ]f either were selected,
it would go forth that one of the Conven-
tions had swallowed the other.

Another gentleman slated that he at-
tended a meeting of the San Jose Conven-
tion the night before. The Chairman of
that Convention was the man who now
placed Mr.McGlashan in nomination be-
fore this Convention as a substitute for
Judge Freer. He said last night that, in
case of a coalition, the San Jose officersshould be the officers of this Convention.

Mr.Estee was onposed to electing any
man to the Presidency of the Convention
who was in any way officially connected
with either of the Conventions. We are
here not to gratify our own peculiar inter-
terest. but to mark out our interests so they
willhave some weight at Washington. If
the San Jose < onvention don't want Judge
Freer, select some one else.

Frank Pixley—ldon't think it makesany difference which is elected. There are
men of national reputation here, but they
have not been so honored, and as it has
come down as between two citizens, Ipre-
fer a man who is identified withthe move-
ment, therefore 1 favor Mr. McGlashan. I
therefore move the previous question.

The call of the roll was completed at
12:30 a. m., when the Chair announced the
following result of the vote for President:
Judge Freer, 2GI ;McGlashan, 25!).

The announcement was greeted with
cheers from the members of the Citizens'
Convention and howls from the San Josebranch.

Judge Freer was called to the chair, and
made a brief speech, took the gavel and
proceeded to call the Convention, which
was now on its feet and noisy, to order.

At 12:45 the Convention "adjourned 'toil
A.M. to-day.

The Adjourned San Jos© Convention.
At10 a.m. the Convention of the Cali-

fornia Non-Partisan Anti-Chinese Associ-
ation, which adjourned from San Jose to
meet in the Senate Chamber yesterday, was
called to ordei by C.F. McGlashan, Chair-
man.

In opening tbe Convention Mr. Mc-
Glashan referred to the previous session,
and the action there taken looking tothe
present meeting. He said the present
meeting was not to cause any dissension in
the anti-Chinese work,but was entirely in
the interest of harmony, which he urged.
To that end he advised that a committee
of five be appointed to meet a like com-
mittee from the Sacramento Convention,
for the purpose of conference.

G. H. Buck said he earnestly opposed
this adjourned meeting of the' San Jose
Convention, but he now desired lo indorse
the sentiment expressed by the Chairman,
and moved the appointment of the Confer-
ence Committee suggested. Carried.

The Chair appointed as the committee,
Geo. H.Buck,ofSan Mateo;E. M.Dahrus,
of Alameda ; L. S. Covallaro. of Santa
Clara : Duncan McPherson, ofSanta Cruz ;
V.Hoffmeyer, of San Francisco.

H.Cnnunings, of Sacramento, urged that
the ninety-six new delegates to the Con-
vention be recognized and made part of the
body before any aciion was taken.

The Chair stated that do action of the
Convention was desirable until after the
result c f the Conference Comruitteo was re-
ported.

Upon motion, the Convention then ad-
:journed to meet at 1p. M.

Atthat hour the committee had agreed
upon areport, but as ithad not been adapt-
ed by the Sacramento State Convention,
other postponements were made. At 8
o'clock p. m.the Convention was called to,order by the Chairman. G. H.Buck, from

It.T.Devlin made a lengthy argument
in favor of his motion, which he saiil was
in the interest of harmony and would re-
sult in securing that for which the Conven-
tion had been called— the solution of the
Chinese evil.

A. J. liryant insisted on a roll call by
counties.

M. M.Estee said itwas not how we shall
ilo it, but what we do that interests Un-
people. He believed in appointing a con-
ference committee as had been proposed,
but said that the first thing in order should
be the perfecting of a temporary organiza-
tion. However, the mode of*procedure
was a matter of indifference. Ifthe two
Conventions could be consolidated andharmonized, that was the proper thing to
do._ The motion to appoint a Committee on
Conference was then decided by a rising
vote. Ayes, 111; noes, 7t>. The "San Fran-
cisco delegation was almost unanimous
against it.and Boruck and Pixiey waxed
very warm, and made many uncompli-
mentary remarks regarding the ruling of
the Chair.

The Chair then appointed as a Commit-
tee on Conference the following gentlemen:
R. T. Devlin, of Sacramento; C. P. Berry,
ofSutter; A.A.Sargent, of San Francisco;'.. W. Dorn, of Butte, and Grove L.John-
son, ofSacramento.

The Convention then took a recess until
1P.M.

Afternoon Scggion.

The Convention reassembled at 1:30 p. m.
The Committee on Conference announced

its readiness to report.
A delegate proposed organizing before

receiving the report.
Senator Davis, of Yuba, believed that, as

important matters were to come before the
body, the question of the right to sit in the
Convention should be first determined.
He moved the appointment of a committee
of five on credentials.

Senator Kellogg, ofPlumas, said he had
never before heard of a person calling a
body to order doing more than to declare
nominations for temporary Chairman in
order. He took the point of order that the
Chair would receive no other motion than
that.

F. J. Clark of Sacramento took the point
of order that nothing but the report of the
committee was in order.

The Chair ruled, that as the Convention
had decided to have a committee, itwas in
order to receive its report.

M. D. Boruck of San Francisco asked
under what parliamentary code was the
Convention acting? He strenuously op-
posed proceeding until the status 6f the
membership had been determined.

Mr.Kellogg insisted that unless harmony
ofaction prevailed, it would go abroad tba"t
the Convention was a mob. The Chair had
no right to entertain any motion or sugges-
tion except as he had" previously stated.
Ithad no right to receive any motion ex-
cept for the appointment of temj>orary
Chairman.

The Chair (Mr. Katzenstein) reviewed
the proceedings ofthe morning session and
expressed the hope that harmony would
prevail in the interest of the common pur-
pose. The idea was to unite the two Con-
ventions and then for the aggregated body
toorganize.

Mr.Johnson then began to read the re-
port of the committee amidst deafening
attempts to drown bis voice.

General Bidwell, of Butte, moved to sus-
pend proceedings for the sole purpose of
effecting a temporary organization.

James H. Barry spoke warmly in favor
of hearing the report first.

Mr.O'Meara addressed the Convention
in favor of firstorganizing.

Mr.Hart, of Colusa, favored hearing the
report first, and then of havingall come in
and take part in the organizing process.
