The work of the
Convention promised to occupy more time
than they had anticipated, and they had to
leave to attend to business.

The stationary engine at the foot of K
street, used in the work of hoisting freight
from the San Francisco steamers when the
river is low, has been removed from the
building in order that the timbers beneath
may be renewed. The redwood piles,
driven thirteen or more yvears ago, were
found to be perfectly sound, but the pine
timbers were decayed.

Recently, in Justice Post’s Court, James
