The Anti-Chinese Agitation.

Trvekee, March 13th.—C. F. McGlashan,
Chairman of the State Executive Commit-
tee appointed by the Anti-Chinese Conven-
tion, has issued a call for a meeting of the
Sab-Executive Committee at the oflice of
the Weekly Star. San Francisco, on Monday
at 2o'clock. The headquarters will then
be determined upen, and the State work
outlined. Appeals will be drafied for sub-
seriptions to further the cause. Grand rat-
ification meetings will be urged in all pors-
tions of California, and the necessity for
immediate orgamzation in all counties,
cities and towns. The scope and methods
ot boycotting will be defined, and consery-
ative but effectual plans will be recom-
mended. The Chairman requestsall leagues
to send the names of their officers forth-
with to him at the Russ House, in order to
facilitate a systematic organization.

The anti-Chinese meeting to-night was
larg. and enthusiastic. It was resolved to
Lold a grand ratification meeting over the
ection of the Sacramento Convention. and
a committee was appointed to carry it out.
Trackee proposes to ontdo herself, and
both means and men are ready.

Soxora, March 14th.—A citizens' anti-
Chinese mass meeting was held here last
ni;_ The resolutions pa »d at the Sae-
ramento Convention were adopted. Dr.
John Walker, B. F. Way and W. H. Cham-
berlain were appointed a committee to wait
upon the contractors building the Buchanan
Mining Company’s road, requesting them
not to employ Chinese labor. They will
report their answer throuzh the local press.
If Chinese are imported, trouble is antici-
pated.

Suicide of a German Cabinetmaker.

Sax Frawncisco, March 14th.—John C.
Goeller, a German, aged 53, committed
suicide at his residence, No. 6, Lily avenue,
this morning, by cutting his throat with a
razor. Goeller was a cabinetmaker by trade,
and up to the 15th inst. had been in the
employ of the West Coast Furniture Com-
pany. He left his bench there on account
of ill health. To-day, after getting out of
bed, he retired to a room in the upper part
of his house, and was not seen for some
time. His absence from the family circle
being noticed, a search was made for him,
and he was at last discovered in his room,
Iying in a pool of blood. A razor was
clutched in hiz hand. Upon examination
it was found that his head had been al-
most severed from his body. Goeller leaves
a wife and infant boy. Temporary aberra-
tion of mind is the supposed cause of his
rash act.
Marin County Excited Over a Durglary.

Sax Faaxcisco, March 14th.—The people
of Marin county are still somewhat excited
over a burgiary committed at Novato by
Bronson, the escaped convict. Men on
horschack and afoot, inclnding a posse of
guards from the prison at San Quentin,
kept up the search until a late hour last
night, but no news of success on their part
was received. A gunny sack containing
eatables, which Bronson had stolen from
the house of White, a '\\'n'u!rh'-;'i»l‘l' on De
Long’s ranch, was discovered vesterday,
and it was spotted with bleod, it is
thought that the ileeing convict was
wounded by the firing party on Saturday,
and probabiy in the side, as he carried the
sack suspeng from his shouider, so that
it hung by hi: The flecing convict
is evidently desperate, aud determined not
to be recaptured, and when he was first
sighted by one of his pursuers on horse-
 iimmediately drew a bead on him
iis rifle, and hoisemian rapidly
id down on the side of his hprse farthes
from the conviet, placing the horse between
himself and the desperate criminal. The
cause of the excitementat the little hamlet
of Novato is George Bronson, alias Rich-
ard May. a native of Texas, who was com-
mitted to San Quentin September 23, 1885,
to serve a texm of three ycars' imprison-
ment for felony, committed in Santa Cruoz,
where he acted as a Jocomotive rineer.
He is five feet eight inches in hight. has
brown hair and eyes, florid complexion,
oval features, high, broad forehead. large,
long ears, square-cut nose, large mouth.
He has a tiesh mole on his right temple,
another between his cheek-bone and ear,
and still another at the center of the back of
his neck. Ieis fuli-chested, slightly in-
clined to be stout, and wears a number 7
boot.

Shocking Exposure of a Crazy Woman.

Truckeg, March 14th.—Mrs. Dennis, in
a crazy fit, slipped away from her watchers
to-night, and wandered around in her
night-clothes and stocking-feet for nearly
two hours. The Knights of Labor were in
session, but at once dissolved, and over 100
men joined in the search. When found,
Mrs. Dennis was half buried in a snow-
bank and almost frozen. She was carried
home. She was perfectly conscious when
found. and begged to be let alone. It is
doubtful if she survives the exposure.

They
were given seats directly opposite those oc-
cupied by the President and family., The
American flag was draped about the casket,
but its folds were hardly visible underneath
the bed of flowers that completely covered
it. At the head was a pillow of white roses
and lilies, with the words “ Born Again
in the center. Below it was a large crown
of violets, and at the foot of the casket a
pillow of white roses and lilies bearing the
words * Loyal Legion.” The chaplain then
recited the Episcopal service for the burial
of the dead.

On the conclusion of the religious services
the President pro tem. of the Senate said :
“ The Senate has consigned to an officer of
this body and a committee of its members
the custody of the mortal remains of our
honored friend and brother, to conduct
them to his Western home and leave them
with the friends who have loved and hon-
ored him, to pay the last tribute of respect
to his meniory. The Senate as a body will
also attend the cortege to the station.”

The Senate then adjourned, and, the pro-
cession having been formed as prearranged,
moved to the music of the dirges of the
Marine Band out through the rotunda and
to the depot.

The funerzl procession was a long one,
and was composed of Senators, Representa-
tives and citizens, all on foct. At the depot
the remains were placed on the special car
set apart to bear them to California, and left
in charge of a guard of the Loyal Legion.
