as July 6, 1882, 11 was urgently represented
to the Sécretary of the Treasury, by the
agents of certain transportation companies,
that there were a large number of Chinese
laborers in Cuba who desired to pass
through tlie United States in returning to
China. One statement was that there were
{in the West Indies from 40,000 to 60,000
Chinese, whose term of service, under a
contract made several vears before, was
about to expire, and that they were desir-
ous of returning to their homes in China
by way of the Umited States, that being the
shortest and most expeditious route, as
well as the least expensive, from the West
Indies to China. It was said that the cost
of their passing simply through this coun-
try would in all probability result in the
expenditure of $100 per capita, and give a
total of $4,000,000 to be paid to American
interests out of money earned by these peo-
ple in foreign lands. Mr. Morsow says:
I know of no law prohibiting the exporta-
tion of certain kinds of merchandise where

Mr. Morrow continues: It appears that
the total number of Chinamen reported as
being in transit across the territory of the
United States during the period named is
as follows : New York, 554, Philadelphia,
none; Baltimore, 57; New Orleans, 223,
Total, 834. 1f this statement is correct,
there has been a remarkable failure on the
part of the Chinese in Cuba to avail them-
selves of the privileze of American trans-
portation granted in the Treasury regula-
tions. If we look now at the siatement
from the poit of San Francisco, we find
from the latest returns that the total num-
ber of departures from that port since
August 5, 1852, of Chinamen who arrived
there in transit across tie continent, was
720, leaving 114 unaccounted for out of the
small number of transit passengers re-
ported. Perhaps this discrepancy, if this
is all there is of it, is not sufficiently serious
to cause the abrogation of the transit privi-
lege on that ground alone, but it at least
shows how easy it is for the wily China-
men to get into the country cn this transit
plea, contrary to the purposeof the Restrie-
tion Act, and how ditlicult it is to get them
out if they prefer to remain.

Afier quoting from a ruling of the Treas-
ury Department on the subject. Mr. Mor-
row says: It is now nearly six vears since
the treaty was negotiated with China pro-
viding for the suspension of Chinese em-
1gration, and yet until very recently it has
been very apparent to every one residing
in California that the Chinese population
has been steadily increased. The question
wiil naturally arise, How could such a
state of affairs obtain in the face of the pro-
visions of the Restriction Act? The an-
swer is, that just such rulings as the one
under comsideration furnish abundant
opportunity for the unlawful emigration,
and every opening is tested to its fullest
capacity. Between the 17th day of Novem-
ber, 1830, the date of the treaty, and De-
cember 31, 1885, there arrived in San Fran-
cisco 64,656 Chinamen. Tbhe departures for
the same period number 93,058—making
an increase " in the Chinese popt-
lation, through tbis ene port, of 11,648,
not including those who arrived in
transit. Is not this a sufficient argument
for the better execution of the provisions
of the Restriction Act? I respectiully
suggest that the transit regulations are
contrary to law, and ought to be abrogated;
but if I am wrong in this view_ then I beg
leave to urge that the purpose for which
they were established has {ailed, and that
there is no longer any reason or excuse for
leaving open this wide ang convenient dooy
in the Restriction Act. It should be closed.

WasmineroN, March 18th.—The House
Commerce Committee have under consid-
eration the bill authorizing the American
Express Company, a New York corpora-
tion, to purchase foreign-built ships and to
give them an American register. The bill
provides that vessels acquired by the com-
pany, by purchase or otherwise, shall be
entitled to be registered as vessels of the
United States and to the benefits of regis-
try, whether built in the United States or
not. Vessels purchased abroad must be
capable of making at least eighteen knots
per hour, must have not less than 7.000
horse-power, and the cost of each vessel
must not be less than $1,250.000. The bill
further provides that the right to be regis-
tered shall extend not only to the vessels of
this company. but to all vessels of the same
| character and speed as those described. In
| 80 far as ships of the class described are
concerned, the bill is a free-ship measure.
