feels cool, until the pain is gone. The
remedy is simple, efficient, harmless, and
within the reach of every one. and should
be moregenerally used than it is. ifused
along with common sense it might save
many a doctor's bill and many a course of
drug treatment as well.—[Kx.'hange.

Of this profit the Di-
rectors have, in their official capacity, and
under the contract, received a large per-
centage, while KillipA; 00. relaincd. as a
payment for their labor, something like
from two to three thousand dollars to- iBCU
meeting. The business has always been
Conducted in the most straightforward
manner, and to the entire satisfaction ot
that portion of the public which patron-
izes the pool-box. In view of the peculiar
nature of the business, the amount of
money which passes through the pool-
sellers' hands, etc., the profit inquestion
cannot be said to be an BXO s-ive one. Re-
cently. however.owingtotheimj»:us which
hone racing and Other sports have received
on this coast, a number ofother linns have
entered into the pool-selling business, and
are now looking wilh jealous eyes at the
connection between Killip .v. Co. and the
State Fair, and with covetous glances at
the reasonable profit which the lirni in
question realizes therefrom. It has been
said that the Directors of the State Agri-
cultural Society might, in view ofthe com-
petition which now exists in the pool-sell-
ing business, make somewhat better terms
for their pool-selling privileges). It is tobe
borne in mind, however, that the society's
receipt ofa share of the profit! involves 'its
name, and makes it to an extent a:i insurer
of the bOtteSt 0 toot Of the pool-liox. and
of the fair treatment of those who patron-
ize it. Irresponsible and dishonest parties
might mult nake to conduct the pools for a
much less sum, and to cheat the public in
an underhand way out of live times the
amount made by Killip A: Co. liiitthis
would be a public- outrage. The Fair Di-
reeton Should see t Iit that they are getting
the work done for a reasonable amount,
but they would be guilty ot a gross breach
of tru^t if they were to turn the pool-box
over to the person who is willing to pay
tiie highest price therefor. Killip.V Co.
are, undoubtedly, conducting the pools for
a reasonable profit,and should be left alone.
