Fine Haunl by Burglars— Saie of Trot-

DOMESTIC NEWS.

Opening of the California Citrus ¥Fair in
Chicage.

Cricago, March 923d4.—A summer-like,
starry night, and the columns of deserip-
tions in the me€wspapers, had the effect of
crowding Battery D armory this evening
to witness the opening of the Southern
California Citrus Fair. The fict of an ad-
mission fee being charged to defray the ex-
penses. of exhibition, and the proverbial
unsatisfactoriness of a first night, had no
apparent effect upon the attendance. 'The
bulk of the crowd was make up of family
groups, mainly prosperous-looking citizens,
accompanied by members of their house-
hold. Another prominent element was
composed of pe:sons who evidently had
either visited Czlifornia or been residents
there. There were probably 2,000 people in
the hall when Mayor Harrison moanted
the stage, and waving silence to the thirty
musicians alongside ot him, began his ad-
dress of welcome. He cordiaily indorsed
the object of the exhibition, wkich, as he
stated, was to afford the people of Chicago
air opportunity of seeing what the counties
of southern California are capable of pro-
ducing, and to lay the foundation for trade
between Chicago and that section of the
Golden State. The Mayor spoke at con-
siderable lengih on the mutual advantages
to be derived from such trade, and closed
by wishing the entire success which he de-
clared the enterprise deserved. Commis-
sioner Holt responded briefly, thanking
the Mayor for the address, and the people
of the city for the hearty reception
that he had received at their hands.
The aundience then proceed to enjoy
themselves among the long rows of
oranges and lemon and palm trees. A
stream of people passed in and out of the
entrance, but a majority ot the spectators
spent the entire evening gazing at the pyr-
amids and obelisks, and every conceivable
shaped heap of the fruits, ores, wines and
curiosities that go to make up the exhibi-
tion. The only drawback is the detention
by strikers at Kansas City of a large num-
ber of fruit-bearing trees. 1t is expected,
however, that arrangements will be made
by which they will be forwarded to Chicago
within a day or two, and make the exhibit
complete.

The Great Railroad Strike.

St. Louis, March 23d.—The Knights say
they will accept no terms from the com-
pany unless offered to them as members of
the Kuights of Labor. A member of the
Execu ive Committee said: * The worst is
yet to come. [ dread it, bat there is no
help for it. If we were to submit now and
return to work withount being recognized as
Knights, it would be a defeat not only for
us, but also for labor unions, trades assen-
blies, and for every labor organization in
the country. We will wait three or four
days, in hopes that some way towards a
settlement may be opened; and then, if
the sitnation remains unchanged, every
freight train on every road running out of
St. Louis and Chicago will be stopped.”

ANOTHER STRIKE IMMINENT.

CHarLEsTON (Va.), March 23d.—The
Knights of Labor have been very active on
the Chesapeake and Ohio road lately, and
it is said that if the men are not granted
their request—that the ten per cent. reduc-
tion made several monthsago be restored—
they will strike on May 1st.

General Suspension of Work.

WiLmiNaToN, March 23d.—A conference
was to have been held to-day between the
Knights of Labor and the moroeco manu-
facturers of this city, for the purpose of ad-
Jjusting wages, etc., for the coming season.
Fhe Knights' committee repaired to the
place of meeting, but no manufacturers put
in an appearance, and a general suspension
ot work in all the shops was ordered and
promptly obeyed. The strike involves
from 1,500 to 2,000 persons. A portion of
those employed by Charles Mullin are
authorized to return to work and finish up
perishable stock.

FOREIGN NEWS.

Desperate Fighling Between the French
and Hovas.

Loxpox, March 23d.—The African 1nail
steamer, which arrived at Plvmouth to-
day. brings pews of desperate fighting be-
tween the Frenchand Hovas in Madagas-
car. About the end of February the
Hovas, under General Willoughby, at-
tacked 3,000 French troops, ronted them
with heavy loss, and parsued them to La-
matine. The French houses and stores in
Lamatine were shelled by the Hovas and
destroyed. The Hovas then returned to
the capitdl. Their losses were small. A
few days later General Sherrington sur-
prised 4,000 Sakalavas, preceded by 250
Freuchmen and their machine guns. The
Sakalavas were routed, foriy being kiiled
and many wounded. This is the first news
of a French rupture in Madagascar, and
has created a great sensation.

Vebhement Speech from Gladstone.

NEw Yorxk, March 23d.—The Herald's
London speciel to-day says Gladstone, in
the House of Commons last night, looked
unusually weak, weary and perplexed.
While only a listener durinz a motion of
Howard Vincent to increase the estimates
for the volunteers, Gladstone’s face flushed.,
and he appeared to be laboring under great
exciternent. This broke out in his answer-
ing speech, which was vehemently’ deliv-
ered and with many personalities. He,
however, beat the motion, but by the nar-
row majority of 21. The Telegraph calls his
speech a lecture and “a sound castigati
administed luckless Howa

ed to the
cent, and an opposition almost too much
astonished to groan.” The Tory Post
bitter on the speech, describing the Pre-
mier as violating etiquette in not allowing
the War Minister to answer Mr. Vinecent,
and using the “ language of passion, sar-
casm and abuse.” Even the Liberal News
describes the speech as one ““of extraordi-
rary vehemence.”
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Pasteur’'s First Failure,

Paris, March 23d.—Nineteen Russians
arrived here, and were placed under Pas-
teur's care, on March 15th. All had been
attacked by mad wolves and terribly lar-
cerated. Pasteur willingly undertook to
treat them, and at once placed them in his
hospital. The man who died last nicht
had been carefully operated on, and regu-
larly inoculated ‘with viras twice a day
since he arrived. His terrible death, with
all the symptoms of hydrophobia in its
worst form, has seriously shocked public
confidence in the eftecliveness of Pastenr's
discovery. The first positive indications
that the patient’s system was resisting the
treatment manifested themselves on Sun-
day, after he had been in the hospital five
days. He soon afterwards became the vic-
tim of most terrible suffering, and this
seemed to increase hourly up to the time
of his death, which occurred while the
man was mad and wild with physical
torture. The corpse has been removed to
Pastear’s laboratory, where it will be made
the subject of experiment by scientists. M.
Pasteur is much annoyed by the unfavor-
able comments caused by the failure of his
method, but he insists that it establishes
nothing.

A Leading Anarchist Dead.

BerriN, March 23d.—Herr Knaurhause,
leader of the German-speaking Anarchists
in London, died Saturday, at the Middlesex
Hospital in that city. After Herr Most had
gone to New York Knaurhause, by work-
ing secretly with untiring energy, managed
to dispatch to the continent hundreds of
copies of Most's paper, the Freiheit.
