A large number of fruit-growers assem-
bled at Grangers’ Hall at 1 r. m. yesterday
to complete the organization of the Cali-
fqrnia Fruit-Growers' Association, which
was commenced on Teesday last. The
meeting was called to order and presided
over by Dr. W. A. Hughson, R. D. Steph-
ens acting as Secretary. Representative
fruit men were present from Yolo, Sutter,
Yuba, Placer, Napa, El Dorado, Sacramen-
to and Tulare counties, as were also three
of the largest fruit-shipping firms in the
State. The Chair stated the object ot the

{ ig, that of uniting for the purpose of
1ig the low rate of freight on con-
signments East.

James Holland wanted to know what was
the matter with the * Fruit Union.”

Senator Routier replied in brief but satiri-
cal remarks, in which he handled the
Union Trustees and their “ king shipper,
Porter,” as the speaker was pleased to call
him, without gloy He said in the
Union under the present management the
shipper and producer had no voice, was at
the mercy of Mr. Porter. Under the pres-
ent proposition every man was allowed to
take all the risks himself, bandle his own
goods, consign to whoever he pleased,
and save to himself the princely percent-
age that it was proposed to give to Porter.
Several other gentlemen spoke briefly in
the same strain. All owned stock in the
Union, but do not propose tc have anything
to do with it or their * favored shipper,”
Mr, Porter, this season.

Phey proposed an incorporation, to be
known as The California Fruit-growers’
Association ; capital stock $20,000, to be
divided into 100,000 shares of the par value
of 20 cents each, with headquarters at Sac-
ramento, each share of stock, except in case
of shippers. to represent one acre of land
bearing fruit or producing vegetables,

The books were opened, and in a very
few moments 3,695 shares were subscribed
and 50 per cent. of the price of the stock
paid up. Some present could not speak for
others with whom they were interested,
but were positive that the entire fruit acre-
age in this section would join the Associa-
tion.

the lowans. Butin 1875 the community
was wrecked on the rock of disagreeing
opinions as to what is true communism. A
new faction went off, settled near by, re-
organized in what is known as New Icaria,
where the community still maintains its
peculiar existence—one in many respects
attractive and rational. But the fateful
disagreement as to methods of govern-
ment sent off from New lcaria in 18831
a group to California in 1831 and it located
in Sonoma county, near Cloverdale, aud
still exists there. The New Icarians in
Towa arranged, in 1883-84, to join the Cali-
fornia branch as soon as the Iowa property
could be disposed of. The new title of the
California group is Icaria-Speranza, intend-
ed to perpeteate the rnemories of Cabet
and Leroux, who respectively gave those
names to ideal communities. A closing
wpter of this deeply interesting history 1s
voted to glances at some kindred social
experiments.

Love he designates as the single primary
reality, and force, truth and beauty, in na-
ture, are the manifestations or expressions
of love. “These spiritual realities are re-
vealed directly to the spirit of man, while
the forms within which they are contained
are made known to him through his physi-
cal organs of perception.” Our perceptions,
he holds, are first those through which we
are made aware of the existence of mate-
rial forms of being, and secondly those
through which we are made aware of spir-
itual realities which are manifested to us
through theseforms,or by which these forms
are to us sensible of expression. If these
spiritual realities exist they must be app
hended by all. equally at least with physi-
cal forms, which then appear only as the
media of their expression adapted to our
partial and superficial conclusions. * By
recognition of these truths,” he hplds, © the
mind becomes able to perceive the har-
mony that exists between reason and faith.”
In this volume he aims to show this har-
mony by aid primarily of mechanicsl sci-
ence and the analogies it affords. In the
introduction of this book, and which we
estimate as one that will awaken very con-
siderable interest, owing to the novel and
forcible method of reasoning employed, the
author defines his effort to be to show the
istence of such a relation between me-
rics and faith—between faith and any
ality indeed—as demonsirates that every-
thing has been adapted to promote the
growth of faith in the soul of man; that
while mechanical science deals with mat-
ter, it is not itself material, but is spiritual
in all its influences, and is therefore cor-
rective of visionary speculations. Hence,
he concludes it is admirably adapted to
meet the fallacies of materialism.

ANCIENT ANESTHETICS.—A recently dis-
covered manuseript by Abelard gives curi-
ous information cotcerning the means em-
ployed by the surgeons of his time to pro-
duce insensibility during their operations.
Pliny mentions a stone of Memphis which,
brayed and applied with vinegar, was put
on particular parts of the body to anws-
tietize them. He, Dioscorides, and Mat-
thieolus speak of putting patients to sleep
previous to operations by causing them to
take. in bread or some other food, the juice
of the leaves or a decoction of the roots of
mandragora, or a dose of the plant called
morion. Opium and hemp were used by
the Chinese. Iu the polycomposite phar-
marcy of the thirteenth century a prepara-
tion was made of opium, the juices of hen-
