Care must be taken that there are no
seams or creases either in the ironing
blanket or in the cloth,or a shin‘\' stre:nlk on
the goods will be the resuit. The rubber
blanket used under the staff while spong-
ing it must, of course, be removed before
pressing.

When black stuff has become rusty the
color can be restored by sponging it with
strong ammonia water, or a mixtar: of
equa’ parts of ammonia aixd alcohol, which
is still better.

Black stuff may be restored to its former
freshness by sponging it with a liquor made
by boiling a large handful of fig leaves in
two quarts of water until reduced to a pint.
This may be used on cloth, crape and bom-
bazine. =

Grease spots can often be removed from
silk by rubbing the fabric between the
palms of the hands. Tarpentine, alcohol
or benzine can be used, and pipe-clay will
remove spots without injuring the most
delicate shades.

Black silk can be made to look alimostas
good as new by sponging on the right side
with weak tea or co and pressing on
the right side with a thi flannel between
the silk and the iron. When the silk is
very much wrinkled sponge on the wrong
side with weak gnmarabic water, and when
nearly dry iron between two woolen cloths,

Rusty black lace can be wonderfully
freshened up by rinsing in water to which
has been added borax and alcohol in the
proportion of one tablespoonful each of bo-
rax and alcohol to one cupful of soft water.

INFGRMEATION UPON AGRICULT-
URE AND HORTICULTURE.

Best Method of Planting Potatoes—
| Alfalfa and Straw Mixed—
Other Topics and Notes.

The Petaluma Courier has the following
upon potato growing :

Frank W. Lewis, who is farming in Two Rock
valley, in this county, brought to town last Sat-
urday some of the largest and best-iooking Irish
| potatoes of the red or Bodega variety that we
| have seen this year. One of them weighed two
‘uud three fourths pounds, and they were all

large, merchantable potatoes and had the best
| color of any reds we have seen this season. As
|

an experiment, Mr. Lewis planted half an acre

this season, using the whole potato for seed in-
| stead of cutting it as usual. The result was

sixty-five sacks of large, merchantable potatoes,
| and at least twice the quantity he raised on
other parts of his 45-acre farm from cut seed,
and of far superior quality. He says the vines
were healthier, kept green longer, appeared
more thrifty, and yielded at the rate of 130
sacks to the acre, while the rest of his field of
equal richness only turned out 40 sacks of tub-
ers, much inferior in size and color to the half-
acre raised from the whole potatoes planted as
seed. He will next year plant whole pota oes
in hills, from three and one-half to four feet
apart, and anticipates the most satisfactory re-
sults., He says it makes no difference as to the
| size of the tubers you plant, provided you plant
the whole potato without cutting.

The last statement of the above will be
found sadly at fault in principle. It does
| make a difference what sized potatoes are
planted, and persons who have not only

experimented, but had much experience,
know it very well. It is not because the
potato is planted whole that makes the
favorable difference which Mr. Lewis has
discovered, but the strength of the tuber
and its ability to retain its organic foree to
be drawn upon in the shape of vitality and
| moisture during the early growth of the
new plant. Under a fair test it will bhe
found that one-half of a large potato will
produce nearly as good a vine as a whole
potato of the size of the half. Of course,

when the tuber is not cut in two its
Juices are better protected, and it
will generally remain in the ground

without deterioration, lénger than when
cut. Were it not for this fact, the half
would produce just as good resulis as a
whole one, containing only the same
amount of solid contents as the half. It is
the amount of the tuber, therefore, which is
planted. and not the fact that it is uncat,
which gives strength to the new vine. This
is demonstrated by the fact that a large
tuber will produce a much stronger vine,
as a general rule, than another whole one,
but small in size. Mr. Lewis, although re-
ported as stating to the coutrary of this,
will find his error by further experience, as
it has long been among the ascertained
problems with agriculturists at the East,

The Smyrna fellows have fooled
the agents on the trees. Mr. Maslin

got the dried figs of the Lest kind and
he todbk the seeds of those dried figs and
carefully planted them, and now he has a
number of trees growing which, he thinks,
will produce the genuine imperial fruit.
In Smyrna they do not graft the fig trees,
but the good fruit which they export is
grown on seedlings. The trees are not
allowed to be sent off hecagse Smyrna
wants no rival in the production of her
most profitable crop. Mr. Maslin’s orchard,
at Loomis, Placer county, will soon show
the result of the owner’s experiments.

CANNERIES FOR SMALL ORCHARDS,

Any man who owns a small orchard and
fails to provide himself with a cannery or,
at least, with a fruit-dryer or evaporator,
commits a blunder in a financial point of
view. Instead of selling his fruit to the
large canneries at a nominal price, he can,
by procuring a small apparatus of his own,
| costing only from thirty to fifty dollars,
render himself practically independent of
the canneries and realize a much
larger profit on his fruit. He can,
| if he chooses, make a specialty of
a certain kind of fruit, and by extra
care and attention in selecting and
canning, make a reputation for that par-
ticular brand or class of goods that will
soon create a demand for it in the market
at more remunerative prices. By the fruit
dryer or evaporator, also, many tons of
fruit may be saved and profitably disposed
of which, otherwise, would rot upon the
around or serve as food for cattle or swine.
A farmer who is his own canner has a
great advantage over one who is forced to
sell his fruit for what he can get. The one
is independent, and takes care of his own
crop, the other must take what is offered
him or lose his entire product.—[ Resources
of California.

Since all these flavors are cansed
by volatile oils, it may be that chemists can
furnish the requisite oils without feeding
anything specially tv produce them.—
[Yreka Journai.

A letter received iu Chico, from M.V,
Roe, says that at Nimshew the snow-storm
last week was very severe. The snow fell
steadily for twenty-four hours, covering
the ground to a depth of two feet on a
level. The orchard was broken down ter-
ribly. The plum trees are alimost ruined,
being either broken down or having their
tops broken off. The snocw had to be
knocked off the apple trees to save them
from rvin. The storm was the heaviest
ever seen there, and has caused a great
deal of damage.—[Chico Enterprise.

A Potrero correspondent of the San Diego
Sun says: “Iam up on a mountain flat,
four miles from Potrero, keeping a few bees,
and in my little garden last spring there
came up a tomato plant. It grew thrifty and
I letit stand. It grew so fine that I staked
it with three stakes and slatted across to sup-
port of the weight. It ran up nearly five
feet in all directions. 1 did not weigh or
measure the crop, but I do believe that the
one plant had 300 pounds of ripe fruit on it
and about 40 pounds of green ones at frost
time. It was a beauty. It looked more
like an orange tree than a tomato plant.

The benefit which #wls derive from eat-
ing charcoal isacknowledged. The method
of putting it before them, however, is not
well understood. Pounded charcoal is not
in the shape in which fowls usually find
their food, and consequently is not very
enticing to them. Corn burnt on the cob
and the refuse, which consists almost en-
tirely of the grains reduced to charcoal,
if placed before them, they eat greed-
ity and with a marked improvement in
their health, as shown by the bright color
of their combs and their sooner production
of a greater average of eggs to the flock
than before.

More than half of the diseases so preva-
lent among farm horses are due to im-
proper attention to the common laws of
sanitation, and farmers would save many
times the expense of a properly constructed
stable were they to try the experiment.
The animals that are so closely connected
with the successful working of the farm
assuredly deserve better care and atten-
tion than is usually given then. The hu-
mane man will therefore see that they
have light, roomy, well-ventilated stables,
where disease will be far less likely to
enter.
