in an interview to-day, probably expressed
the views of all the protectionists as
to the effocts of the bill and the pros-
pects of its passage. He said: * The bill
18 skillfully designed and deliberately ma-
tured. Its purpose is to effect a fatal

bre: in the protective system and to pre-
pare the way for the sure overthrow of that
system. The great interests which ar
omitted from its provisions, but which
were included in the bill which Morrison
sent to the Co: mi‘tee of Ways and Means,
are as assuredly marked for early extine-
tion as are shecp husbandry, woolen man-
utactures, salt and luamber, three of which
are placed on the free list. and the fourth,
woolen textiles, put under such rates
they cannot endure and survive.”
“What is your opinion as to the pros-
pects of the bill passing?” was asked.
*The men whose capital and skill are
dependent for profit un:l wages on the pro-
tection of our industries will not combine
against their fellows at the cost of their
own future prospects, and I regard the de
feat of the bill as assured by this fact.”

Wasmixeron, April 5th.—Protests have
been received here in reference to the
O'Neill bill for the arbitration of labor
troubles, saving that the clause limiting the
expenses of investigation to $100 is unjust,
as powerful corporations can easily intro-
duce witnesses enough to eat up this sum
and then refuse to abide by the decision, on
the ground that their cases had not been
completed. The management of the bill
in the Senate has been confided to Blair of
New Hampshire. It is hardly probable
that it will pass the Senate without under-
going some important modification.

A Question of Salaries.

Wasnineron, April 5th.—Swinburne of
New York has a novel bill to provide for
the reduction of the salaries of all Federal
officebolders which have been increased by
congressional action siuce 1860, The bill
has a preamible reciting, as arguments for
the passage of the measure, that the finan-
cial policy of the Government for the past
nineteen years in reducing the value ot
money has so reduced the income from
labor on American farms, in mines and
workshops, and the profits derived from
their productions, as to render the burdens
of taxation oppressive to those engaged in
such pursuits; that Congress has within
the past twenty-five years passed laws in-
creasing the salaries of public officials out
of reasonable proportion to the income now
derived from the labor and enterprise em-
ployed in productive industries, and that
the burdens resulting from this increase of
salaries should not be imposed upon the
people, unless they are shared by their
representatives. In consequence of these
facts, Swinburne proposes that after their
terms of office expire the salaries of public
officers whose compensation has been in-
ased by congressional action since 1860,
1 be reduced to the amount paid to
