Forged Chinese Certifioates,

San Frawscrsco, April 7th—A lot of
forged certificates, purporting to have been
issued at Port Townsend, and upon which
Chinese have been allowed to land, have
been returned to Collector Hager by Col-
lector Beecher, of Port Townsend. After
acomparison of them with the stubs on
tile in the Custom-house of the latter port,
Collector Beecher reports that 40 of 16 are
forgeries, having been altered by means of
acids and rewritten. In several the sig-
nature of the Deputy Collector, ” H. L.
Blake,” is an apparent forgery, and leads
to the inference that many of the certifi-
cates were procured from other ports and
altered to fit Port Townsend. The forged
certificates were received during the months
of September, October and November.
Collector Hager states that no investigation
will be made to discover the Customs In-
spector who was detailed at the Victoria
steamers during this period. It is said to
be a person who was discharged last De-
cember.

Murder and Robbery in Oroville.
