Crowded House—Presentations.
The hall of the Museum Association was

mitteemen were put to their wits end to
provide seats for auditors. Many could not
get into the room, and a large number
stood all the evening. The large attend-
ance was due to the interest feltin Dr. W,
L. Cluness’ lecture and narrative on his
trip to Alaska. Vice-President Ray pre-
sided, and in cailing to order ‘outlined the
scheme of the Association, what it was
striving to do for the good of the com-
munity, and appealed for members, as
workers are necded to build up a museum,
and in which work there is profit and
pleasure to all concerned. He then intro-
duced Dr. Cluness, who partly by reading
from MS., and partly by recital, gave
a thoroughly interesting account of a sum-
mer trip to Alaska. He held his audience
casily, though the lecture and narrative
were long, but not a whit too long. The
profound interest manifest was the highest
commendation that could be given of the
lecture. It was the story of an observant
man, careful of his expressions, evidently |
solicitous not to over-color, and yet who
found it difficult Lo describe the grandeurs
of scenery and the wonders of a strange
land as he desired to do. The chief points
of interest—no synopsis being attempted—
were the description of the waterway along
the coast and between islands and
shores, from Port Townsend to Sitka—
a perfect panorama of unfolding beauty ;
the approach to Sitka; the labors of the
pioneer philanthropist, Duncan, among
the Indians; the glacier fields ; the har-
bor of Sitka, ingely resemnbling the bay
of Naples; the whites and lndians of
Sitka ; the to'em poles of the natives; the
“Muir Glacier” and the indescribable
grandeur of a view he obtained when an
enormous mass of ice was precipitated into
the sea, hvndreds of feet in hight and thou-
sands of feet long. At the conclusion of

After the lecture the Museum Associa-
tion beld its meeting. G. M. Mott and P.
E. Platt were proposed as members.
Dr. Cluness’ name was submitted for
life membership; Miss Mary Anderson's,
as a patron and for a life membership do-
nation, and all were relerred to the Di-
rectory. By Mr. and Mrs. David Johnson
the Association was presented with a large
and valuable collection of California birds,
properly prepared for scientific preserva-
tion. They were collected by George
Walter Johnson, their son, recently de-
ceased, and who was a member of the As-
sociation. Mrs. Charleville presented a
South Sea Island rug; John Douglass, two
specimens of moss agate and an ancient
German book. Dr. Pyburn presented nine
additional botanical specimens to the val-
uable herbarium—Ranunculus Californi-
cus; Nemophila insignis; Platystemon
Californicus ; Orthocarpus erianthus: Mim-
ulus tricolor. The same gentleman also
exhibited under two fine microscopes
slides with human muscle taken from one
who died of trichine spiralus. The trichi-
nw was plainly to be seen and easy of ex-
amination. The Association resolved to
meet next Wednesday night to consider
the one subject, ** the Museum work.” It
fixed April 25th for its next lecture, and
then adjourned.

State Library Deputy,

Sergeant Barwick’s Report,

The rainfall yesterday wes .22 of an inch,
making .59 of an inch for the storm, .89 of
an inch for the month, 11.81 inches for the
year. The rainfall for the season up to
January Ist was 17.20 inches. added to
11.51 inches that have been precipitated
since January 1st, gives a total of 29.01
inches of rainfall for the season, being 3.75
inches less than the last wet season, that of
1867-8—32.79 inches. The barometer at
noon yesterday was slowly rising along the
Pacific coast, with northwesterly winds
prevailing. A slowly-rising barometer
(meteorologically speaking) is usually ac-
companied and followed by settied weather.
The rainfall for the storm just ended, up to
7 o'clock last night, at each California Sig-
nal station was: Red Blufl, .08 of an inch -
Sacramento, .59 of an inch ; San Francisco,
.73 of an inch; Keeler, a sprinkle; San
Luis Obispo, 1.35 inches ; Los Angeles, 1.10
inches, and San Diego, .32 of an inch. The
barometer at 7 o’clock last night was slowly
rising from Tatoosh to San Diege, with
westerly winds, and weather generally
clear. Light rain was falling at but one Sig-
nal Service point along the coast, that being
San Luis Obispo. g

|THE NATOMA SCHOOL MATTER.

Dr. Cluness' Lecture Last Night to a | Leiter From Superintendent Bishop in

Justification of His Course.

Eps. Recorp-Uxiox : Well knowing your
readiness to see that no isjustice is done to
any one in the columns of the Rrcorp-
Union, I beg leave to reply to an anony-
mous communication which appeared in
the Recorp-Uxiox during my absence from
the city, on the 13th ult.. signed * Tax-
payer.” The writer says: “Mr. Bishop,
therefore, without anv investigation of the
matter whatever, reinstated her. Mr.
Bishiop's action is considered by the peo-
ple here generally to be wholly unjustifi-
able and in excess of bis authority. We
would like to know why we elect School
Trustees, if not for the purpose of having
them manage our school affairs to the satis-
faction of a majority of the taxpayers ?”

To the first assertion I reply, to draw it
mildly, “ Taxpayer " is mistaken. I took
occasion to refer the matter to the District
Attorney of this county, who is my legal
adviser, who gave it as his opinion that
Mrs. I, Jones had a written contract with

the Trustees of Natoma District for an
eight months’ school. I would respect-

fuily refer *Taxpayer” to Section 1698 of
California school law, which reads as fol-
lows: “In case of the dismissal of any
teacher before the expiration of any writ-
ten contract entered into between such
teacher and Board of Trustees for alleged
unfitness, or incompetency, or violation of
rules, the teacher may appeal to the School
Superintendent, and if the Superintendent
decides that the remgval was made with-
out good cause, the teacher so removed
must be reinstated.”

I would also respectfully refer “ Tax-
payer,” and citizens generally who think 1
have overstepped my
ter of instroctions to the Trustees of Na-
toma District (a copy of which is en file in
my office), and which reads as follows
(after gziving the reasons for my course):

Now, therefore, by the authority con-
ferred upen me by Section 1698, California
school law. 1 authorize and instruct the
Trustees of Natoma District to reinstate
Mrs. I. Jones to the position of teacher in
Natoma District, unless cause is shown
why you should not, on or before March
29, 1886, and to sustain her in that position
until she has completed an eight months’
term of teaching in Natoma District: said
restoration to take effect on or before March
29, 1886."”

One of the Board of Trustees came and
stated their reasons for their course of ac-
tion, and in my best judgment no charges
of incompetency or unfitness for teaching
were alleged that would justify any one in
breaking a contract. If *“ Taxpaver ” thinks
so, let hin: give the public his reasons.

In view of the forepoing, will * Tax-
payer’’ please point out wherein I have not
investigated the matter properly? Wherein
I have exceeded my authority? In regard
to ** Taxpayer's” query, * Why we elect
School Trustees, if not for the purpose of
managing our schools?’ I woul(i reply
that no one disputes that proposition. No
one has sought to deny them that preroga-
tive. All that is required of them is to ful-
fill their contracts and obey the law. Re-
spectfully, CHas.

Do not let her go to Grass Valley,
but keep her with you. Let Mrs. Love take care
of her. She is a kind woman and loves the
world. Oh, how I hate the worid. I hope Lida
will die before you. Tell her not to ery for her
unhappy mother. Oh, if I had only died years
ago. 1thowght I could die in Napa, my head
was so bad. You will not have a poor biind
woman to lead about any more, I hope your
life will be happy, and that you will have all
the money you need in a short time. Do not
forsake my children on account of their unhap-
py mother. Good-by.

Take care of my Lida. One more Cammett to
go after.
