ER. GLADSTONE'S PLAN.
At this writing we have by the dis-
patches only incomplete atatements of Mr.
(tladstone’s plan for the pacification
government of Ireland, as yesterday pre-
sented to Parliament. Bat, so far as we
are now advised, the scheme is one that,
while it appears to meet with favor from
the Parnellites, is likely to divide Irish
sentiment, though it would seem to have
the strength in it to command the support
the Government asks. It is perhaps not a
matter betokening weakness that the land-
lord class in advance manifest disapproval
of the scheme. Mr. (iladstone strikes the
keynote of a great political principle when
he s that “the first condition of
civilized life demands that the people have
the

confidence in law and sympathize

therewith.,” On this rock he proposes to
build an edifice that shall commard the
respect of the world.

THE LATEST OUTRAGE UPON CHINESE.

The pro-fhinese sentiment is being
worked for all it is worth just now. At
t1e East all sorts of meetings are being
held to manufacture public opinion ad-
verse to the petition of California to be re-
lieved of the Chinese incubus. The very
little bit of necessary red tape used on
the landing of the Chinese Minister in San
Francisco is now being magnified into a
wreat outrage, and the New York 7imes,
the champion of the man-dealers, in hot
haste shouts aloud for punishment to be
visited upon the customs officials at San
Francisco.  All this is by preconcert.

Grand Lodge, A. O. U. W.

Sax Francisco, April 8th.—The business
of the Grand Lodge, A. O. U. W., was re-
sumed at 10 o'clock this morning, the
Grand Master Workman presiding.

T. W. Stutterd, Grand Watchman of
Kansas, was present during the session.

A proposition to allow a member to re-
ceive the S. A. P.W., until he is six months
in arrears, was lost; and the law now de-
bars said member from said P. W., if he is
more than thirteen weeks in arrears.

A proposition to appointa Supervisory
Executive Committee was lost.

Special sessions of the Grand Lodge may
be held by the Grand Master at any time or
place whenever deemed advisable, for the
purpose of conferring the P. M. W. degree,
at which an elective Grand officer and at
least two P. M. W. shall be present.

The duties of Deputy Grand Master were
defined.

It was unanimously adopted that a mem-
ber had the right to name as his beneficiary
any person or persons that he may desig-
nate.

It was decided by the Grand Lodge that
subordinate lodges must make full reports
to the Grand Recorder at the close of each
month.

Rules and fees for re-instatement, and
relating to members of defunct or sus-
pended lodges, were adopted. Seven dol-
lars was fixed as the sum to be paid into
the beneficiary fund for accrued assess-
ments, and such amount to the general
fund as was due at the time of suspension,
togethier with $1 for advance assessment.

Holders of final cards can be admitted on
payment of same fees as members with
clearance cards, and, additionally, the fee
tor a new medical examination, and $1 for
beneficiary fund.

In changing direction of payment, the
old certificate must be surrendered, or
proof of its loss made, and applications for
such change must be sent to the Grand

lecorder’s office within thirty days of
said application to the subordinate lodge.

Cards are not to be granted for less than
thirty davs, and lodges must not ballot for
members by card, after the date ot expira-
tion of said cards, or until notice has been
received that all assessments have been
paid for the month in which the ballot is
taken.

Officers are not to be installed or receive
S. A. P. W. until their semi-annual reports
are received and approved by the installing
officer.

The sum of $20 was appropriated to
Smartsville Lodge.
