reason that the very word implies consent
to the submission. This is perfectly clear-
Any law, therefore, that compels one to
come into a tribunal to be adjudged rela-
tive to the wage he pays, or the hours he
works his employes, is but a law setting up
a new Court, according to a system that
involves a destruction of the bill of rights
that secures Americans all they have.
The attempt to establish enforced arbitra-
tion is simply absurd, because, as the New
York Tribune recently put it : “ If employ-
ers are to be compelled by any lcgal re-
strainis to abide by the result of an arbi-
tration, it is a necessary corollary that the
workmen should be in the same measure
compelled. No one will seriously favor a
law requiring one party to obey the decis-
tribunal, but

It does
not propose to make arbitration compulsory—
and to that extent it is negatively meritorious,
since arbitration that is forced can hardly be
called arbitration at 211 in any tsue aud proper
sense; and yet what is arbitration worth, legally
speaking, if there is no way to compel men to
resort to and abide by it?

It holds also that arbitra-
“tion, 1o be of value, must be borm of full
concurrence of the parties to it :

It merely authorizes the
boards of arbitratiou
riiroad companies engaged in inter-State or
ferritorial commerce and their employes, pro-
viding that one member inay be chosen by each
party to the controversy, and & third by those
two. Asthe acceptance of this method of set-
tling disputes would be entirely voluntary, the

Act, if 1t becomes a law, wouid not be in the na- |

ture of a Government interference. Its chief
advantage would be that a method of settlement
being provided by law, it would be more likely
10 be resorted to than it the matter were left to
the spontaneous action of the pardes, If it
should be proposed by one party, ihe other
would be less mcly to decline than if no law
existed.

We could wish this, in commeon with all

Arbitration that springs out of a mutual
desire for peace and justice will always
address the public sense as wise. It is
better than strikes or lock-outs, or strife,
or law suits, or controversy between com-
mittees. The mutuality of interest be-
tween capital and labor, their reciprocal
character, will bring about arbitration—
or, what is better, concessions and agree-
ments, whenever the passions cool and the
attempt is abandoned to force either party
into a given position. Regard for the
rights of men, if diligently inculcated ;
the education of the public sense to re-
spect the inalienable rights of the individ-
ual ; the upbuilding of a regard for the
charter of our liberties and the guarantees
it gives, will bring about the time when
the idea of resistance to the law in the
pursuit of advantage by labor will be un-
heard of. The generation coming on to
manhood must grow up in such a senti-
ment and be fortified in respect for the
rights of men, or they will come upon

The law
requires the attendance of all the members
at the quarterly meetings, and each mem-
ber answered to roll-call—John Boggs
(President), Chas. Sonntag, W. C. Hen-
dricks, J. H. Wilkins and R. T. Devlin.

After dispatching the routine business
the cases on the application calendar were
called.

A petition for the unconditional pardon
of E. Marks was presented by S. H. Hyman,
of San Francisco. Marks had been par-
doned conditionally by Governor Perkins,
but because he refused to go to Poland,
whence he feared he would be transported
to Siberia, he was returned to prison to
serve out his term The present applica-
tion is to have Marks pardoned with per-
mission to remain in California. The de-
cision of the Board will be made knewn at
their next meeting.

Fred. W. Merttens was represented by C.
Ecklon, of Folsom. A commutation of
sentence was asked for on account of the
plea of a large number of citizens of Sac-
ramento, who say Merttens had never be-
fore committed an offense against the laws,
and has been sufliciently punished.

The cases of several prisoners were lis-
tened to, and the Board went into execu-
tive session.

The Directors will meet at San Quentin
on a date to be fixed by the Chairman.
