Hellberg. = On Friday Doran, who had |
been in the city, met Sharkey on the grant,
and they went ta» Sproak’s wayside saloon,
where drinks were obtained, and Doran
bought half a galton of whisky. They then
went to the cabin, and, having drank freely,
Doran soon went to bed and slept so
soundly that he knew nothing of what
subsequently occurred. About 4 P. M.
Sharkey and Agan fell into a dispute rela-
tive to an old matter. Agan declaring that
Sharkey had spoken to Mr. Barrett dis-
paragingly of him (Agan), which Sharkey
denied. They agread to take a drink and
shake hands, at Sharkey’s suggestion, but
Agan withdrew his hand and said he
would not make up until he had seen
Mr. Barrett. Sharkey said it was no
use to delav—they might as well be-
come friends again, as they had agreed to
do last Wednesday, when they were sober
and discussed the matter. Agan would not i
be satisfied, and ordered Sharkey to leave |
the cabin, decl:ring his opinion that he
was worse than a dog or a pup, and that he
shouldn’t sponge upon him (Agan).

Sharkey said: ““Just look outside and see
how it rains; you don’t want me to go out
in this kind of weather?” Agan declared |
that he rust go, Sharkey that he would |
not, and a scuflle ensued, Agan endeavor-
‘nz to put the other out. This was the
commencement of a number of tussles,
with alfernating success. Finally Agan
took a knife from his pocket, seeing which
Hellberg stepped between thein. Agan
said to Sharkey, ' Young man, you had
better go slow. There are men in this
cabin who will cut your entrails out.”
Hellberg told him he would not have
any of that kind of business there—he
should not cut auybody. The knife
was not open at that time. The
antagonists went out into the yard and
fought =zgain, then washed their hands.
Agan started for the barn, about 150 feet
away, and was soon followed by Sharkey,
and they had another scuflle, and then re-
turned to the cabin. Subsequently Agan
left the cabin and again went to the barn,
and Sharkey again followed, leaving Hell-
berg in the house. A few minutes after-
wards he heard someone yelling, and run-
ning out, saw the two men on the ground
near the barn, apparently fighting, and
Sharkey called out, * Fred! Fred! come
here and take hold of this knife. He has
stuck me!” Hellberg hurried to the spot,
found Sharkey holding Agan by the wrists,
and took the knife, with blade open, from
the latter’s hands. Blood was gushing
from a wound in Sharkey’s neck, on the
left side. Hellberg tied it up with his
handkerchief, raised him to his feet, and
ran to the cabin to get Doran to help, but
the latter was so drunk he could not be

aroused. Hellberg said to Agan, * You
d—d old fool, don’t you see what you've
done? Help me pack him into the

cabin.”

Sharkey had by that time fallen
from f

loss of blood, and Agan remarked,

‘I guess his goose is cooked.” Thein-

juared man was cared for as well as possible,

and lived until Saturday forenoon, when

1 ensued.

It seemed almost impossi-
ble that a man of his pleasant disposition,

kave done a deed so rash, and the report

could scarcely be believed, but unfortu-
nately it was soon contirmed. It seems
that during the afternoon he was about as
usual, the most spirited of a party
of friends, fall of good nature, and
when he separated from them it was with
his usual laugh and joke. Mrs. Jackson
has been suffering for some time from a
severe neuralgic attack, and the attending
physician prescribed morphine, prepared

and produce sleep. The pills were put up
by the druggist in a small bottle, amrn por-
tion of them had been used by her. On his
arrival at home last evening, about 7:30,
Mr. Jackson presently observed the bottle,
picked it up, poured the remaining pills
into his hand, and remarking to his wife,

apparently jocularly, * These won't
lh)olher‘ you any more,” threw them
into his mouth and swallowed them,

though she supposed he had thrown them
away, and thought no more aboutit. He
sat down to supper, and ate for awhile, but
suddenly fell over, and she at once sur-
mised the trath, and called for aid from
her husband’s parents, and others living in
the immediate vicinity. O.P. Dodge, his
brother-in-law, arrived in a few minutes
and ran for Dr. Nelson, who was only a
few doors away, but when the doctor looked
at the patient he expressed the belief that
his life could not be saved. Remedies at
hand were immediately used and a stom-
ach-pump was sent for. Other physicians
arrived, but their work was of mno
avail, death resulting about 9 o'elock.
The pills were not sugar-coated, and com-
menced to operate immediately upon their
entering the stomach, and the quantity
taken was suflicient to have killed two or
three men. Coroner Clark was notified,
inquired into the circumstances thoroughly,
and considered that it would be unneces
sary to hold an inquest. Mr. Jackson's
fricnds are at a loss to account for his tak-
ing the step he did, It was known that
he was financially embarrassed, but he had

received offers  of temporary situa-
tions that would serve until some-
thing permanent offered, and never
expressed discouragement. His fail-
ure to be re-elected to the office

of Chief of Police no doubt affected him
mora deeply than he wished the public to
know, and intimate friends say that he did
not care so much for the loss of the position
as he fretted over disparaging statements
made against him prior to election which
had no foundation in fact. Last night there
was a general expression of regret at his

demise. A man with a kinder heart never
lived. His geniality and generesity were

known by all, and many an eye unac-
customed to tears moistened last night
when his untimely death, the general topie
of conversation, was discussed. He was
an untiring officer, frequently working
upon cases two or three days and nights
without sleep, and his unflinching courage
became known from his advent in public
service as a local officer, and made him a
reputation extending over the State.
