Coroner's Inqnest.

Coroner Clark summoned a jury last
evening to inquire into the cause of the
death of O. C. Jackson.

After the jury was sworn in the Cor-
oner, after a few preliminary remarks, read
the following statement from the County
Physician, which has been sworn to :

This is tocertify that Ihave this day, in the
presence of Drs. Nelson anil Outinau, made a
post mortem examination of the body of < 'liver
(.'. Jaeksou, deceased. The heart aud rang!
were healthy, the liverenlarged, pale and fatty.
The stomach was greatly enfforged uipou the
inner or mucous surface. It contained a small
quantity of brownish tluid, and a lew [ragmeati
of undigested food. The pupils of the eyes
were slightly contracted. Trie stomach »\u25a0«.> re-
moved and placed in a closed glass jar for
chemical analysis, ildeemed necessary. Inray
opinion death was canned by morphine poison-
ing. G. a. Wins, m. l).

The Coroner also read the following:
Mrs. Rita Jackson being duly sworn said:

Deceased was tuy husband. His name was
Oliver C. Jacksoii, a native of lowa, aged
38 years, 2 months and 15 days. On Sun-
day night, April 11, ISsO, at about 7:15
o'clock, he came home. He entered my
ripom and asked me how Iwas, and said
he had a spring wagon engaged to go into
the mountains with this gammer. liehad
been drinking a little,and Itold him 10,
and said he had broken his promise. We
laughed and joked for a time. He saw the
pills on the bureau. Mrs. Corbin had told
him that Kithad taken toomany morphine
pills. He said :''1 think sip, too." This con-
versation liclweeu Mr. Jackson and Mrs.
Corbin took place Sunday afternoon. He
said to me,

"
Iam goin;: to take those pills

and throw them away. Iam going to have
you out of bed ; the whole bottle would not
hurt a cat. lam going to take them my-
self." He poureil them

—
about iiftypills—

into his hand and put his hand to his
mouth. Idid not think that he had taken
them, as he kept his hand closed. He then
went into the dining-room to eat. and sat
down to the table. He sat there about fif-
teen minutes, and then began growing
sleepy. He started for the bedroom, when
Icalled him, as Ithought he was tight, as
a lady friend who is stopping with me was
laughing at him. With her assistance he
got as far at my bedroom <i<>i>r. when he
fell. It then Sashed through my mind
that he had taken the pills. Isprang out
ofbed and was immediately at his side. 1
sent for his lather and mother, and doctor.
Doctor Nelson came inabout fifteen min-
utes. He lived about one hour and a half.
Inever heard him -:iyanything about Com-
mitting suicide. He often riilk-uled the
idea of suicide, saying a person deserved
death who woulddo such a thing. He was
not despondent.

Dis.Nelson ami Oatman, who were called
in a few moments after deo Mld had taken
the morphine, testified that from the best
information they could obtain deceased
bad taken about tixty quarter-grain gila
lined morphine pills, about fifteen grains,
and death resulted from narcotic poisoning.
Although some physicians held that ab-
sorption would lie impossible inso short a
time, they were positive that in this case
the poison acted speedily. The deceased
had been drinking, his stomach contained
stimulating fluids, such as alcohol, the
gi-laiine dissolved and absorption followed
rapidly. Theories they said did not always
hold good, and certainly did not in this
case. The pills were swallowed and re-
sulted in death in a short space of time,
theory or no theory.

The jury found a verdict in accordance
with the above facts, closing with the fol-
lowing language: "We find that death
resulted from an overdose of morphine, ad-
ministered by his own hand, but whether
with snickktl intent or not is unknown
to this jury. "

Laid Ay.uy in the Tomb.
Allthat was mortal of Oliver C. Jackson

was yesterday consigned to a grave in
Helvetia Cemetery, beside his first wife,
who died several years ago. Deceased,
owing to his many sterling qualities as a
man, and his devotion to friends, had en-
deared himself to many, who testified to
i i.ir deep regret :i:id sorrow at the sad and
untimely ending ofa life so fullot promise,
by attending the laxt sad rites that are
inevitable will come to all sooner or
Liter. The funeral was one of the
largest that has been seen in this
city tor years, testified to the popu-
larity of the dec cased, and evidenced tbe
extent of the circle of his intimate friends.
Services were held in lied Men's Hall,
which were conducted by Rev. AY. C.
Merrill. A choir composed of Miss Carter.
Mrs. Kcss. H. W. Carroll and A.Sanborn,
with Mrs. i'inkham as organist, rendered
appropriate music. The funeral i>rocesssion,
which marched out .1 street to the ceme-
tery, was led by the Hussar band, followed
bythe followingOrders, of which deceased
was a mimber. in the order named :Bac-
ramento Turn Verein. Exempt Firemen,
Industrial Lodge, 1. O. O. F., Owosso
Tribe, No. 39, I. O. R. M. Some thirty
ban KB and forty buggies followed the
hearse, making a procession several blocks
in length. City and county officers, mem-
ben of the police force ami of the Sacra-
mento bar were in the procession. Nearly
every vehicle contained bouquets and
tloral pieces, which, when placed on the
new-made grave, completely covered it,
transferring the cold and cheerless-looking
mound intoa beautiful mountain of(lowers,
arranged in the form of hearts, harps,
crosses, stars and anchors, all testimonials
of love from those whose memory of ever-
genial, ever-true, ever-energetic O. C. Jack-
son will ever remain bright!

abundant^ supply oi pure clear water The
presumption is that in addition t.iFurnish-
in^ all it needs, there ian be :ilargesurplus
which can lie ii^-i for Irrigation '.;t tbe
lands along the linuoi water-way. Iftheir
estimate of water supply i- correct, i:

that some point Jon the line of this acjue-
docl would bo one of the best locations for
acolonyin this county, provided the water
is brought to the city I'mm Blue Lakes.
The country through which the line of the
proposed water-way would paw is open,
rollingupland, with many desirable build-
ing spots, if water cook] be had Insuf-
ficient quantity Cor irriiMiin;; orchards and
vineyards, tbe lands lying along the pro-
posed line are sufficiently derated to be
exempt from the early ami late frosts which
are so destructive at times in the adjacent
valleys. Vegetation en this landstarts in the
fall from two to three weeks earlier than in
the valley, making it peculiarly adapted to
the production of early fruits and vege-
tables, as well na all semi-tropical fruits
and plants. These lands can be purchased
on very reasonable terms, they are acces-
sibleat all times, the climate is as good and
healthy as any in the State, while their
nearness to the city and the great trans-
portation lines should make them very \u25a0!<\u25a0-
siral>!e for the home-seeker and colonist.
