derly, consisting of one letter from Pow-
derly, dated Scranton, I'a., April 11th. and
a reply from Could of this date, is made
public. The following is the substance, of
Powderly "s letter :

Idid uot bear either you or Mr.Hopkins say
that the present troubles along your raid would
not be arbitrated with men who were not at
work. It was my belief, when you left thatui^'ht. that you meant to have the entire affair
submitted to arbitration at the iirst possible mo-
ment. That belief was shared inby McDowell
who was present during the entire InterviewWhen you scut the telegram to Hoxie, you sent
itas President of the .Missouri Pacific KailroadCompany. You sent it as the chief sends a mes-sage to an inferior officer, and itmeant as muchto a sensible man as the most imperativeorder could possibly menu. Wneu I,aschief offi-
cer ot the Knights of Labor, send amessage suchas that, itis ondetstood to be my wishes aud
(nose wishes are respected by the subordinate
ofhoerl to whom tbey are sent. Itis not hLsplace to put a different construction on theman.! give liiora his own interpretation. His duty
is to obey the spirit of the iustxuc lions. A man
inpower need not be an autocrat, in order tohis wishes respected. That was the idea 1
entertained wheu 1left your house that night.

I'owderly then refera to the celebrated
conference with Gould on Sunday, March
28tb, and reviews the already published
features o! that conference, together with
Us \u25a0 Powderry's) construction upon Gould's
language and the telegram sent by him toHosie, to his own order directing the
strikers t.i return to work, and the nii.s-
understaniiing and complications which
ensued. hi this connection. Powderly
declares that Gould's after statement, that
the letter sent to Powderly on the Sty of
the conference, inclosing the dispatch toHoxie, had been prepared several days,
\u25a0was not correct, inasmuch as Gould had
changed itin one particular after the mat-
ter had been talked over. Powderly re-
views the other features of that conference,
and also the one of March 30th, and then
says :
