THE FIRE DEPARTMENT.

Annual Statement of the Fire Commis-
sioners and Chief Engineer.

The thirteenth annual report of the
Board of Fire Commissioners of the Sacra-
mento Paid Fire Department, a neat pam-
phlet of forty-one pages, has just been
issued. The expenditures for the fiscal
year ending February 28th were as follows :

congratulate the Board of Fire Commis-
sioners upon the fact that no extended
conflagration has, during the past year,
taken place in our fair city. The record
shows that there were only three fires of
any particular consequence, and they are
enumerated in the order of their occur-
rence as follows:

The buildings owned by Dauiel Mason,
and occupied by Chinese tenants, on Third
street, near I, were destroyed on March
16th, the alarm being sounded at 12:30
P. M. The loss was about $10,000, The
buildings were frame and of the most in-
flammable material.

The Pheenix Flour Mills (Geo. Schroth
& Co.), Thirteenth and J streets, were de-

being turned in at 12:40 o. M. The prop-
erty thus destroyed was valued at $50,000,
with an insurance of $24.000, leavingz a loss
to the owners of $26,000. The difficulty
experiented in obtaining a prompt supply
of water upon that occasion no doubt is

On the 17th of June, at 4:20 o, ., the
store of Whitiier, Fuller & Co., o0il mer-
chants on Second street, between J and K,
was discovered on fire. The loss amounted
to about $20,000, chiefly damage to stock,
all of which was fully covered with insur-
ance.

the cubic-air ordinance, were huddled to-
gether like so many sheep. Two were
burned to death, and several others barely
escaped with their lives. Whether those
who lost their lives were stupefied from
the effects of opium or were suflocated, was
never ascertained. The building, like
many others in that locality, was of such
inflammable material that it burned like
tinder. The avenues of escape to all the
Chinese lodging-houses are few, and of but
little service after a fire once gets headway.

Again it is my duty to call the attention
of your honorable body to the fact that
large quantities of oil are stored in this
city within the fire limits. I assert that,
in‘the interest of safety and protection, the
storage of combustible material, except in
the smallest quantities, should not be al-
lowed under any circumstances near the
center of the city. In case of fire the
presence of so much inflammable matter
would render the department almost pow-
erless to prevent the damage to life and
property which must necessarily result.
Such a condition of affairs is a constant
menace to the city,.a handicap upon the
fire department, and a fruitful source of
peril to many human lives. Beyond a cer-
tain reasonable amount, storage outside of
the fire limits should be made absolutely
compulsory. I bhave every reason to be-
lieve that at this time, and at all times
during the past, large quantities of oil and
explosives are stored in the Chinese
quarters of this city. Strongest measures
are demanded in order to control and reg-
ulate such glaring and dangerous prac-
tices, and that action in the premises
should be at once taken.
