TOURIST TRAVEL.

Pressure on the Railroad Companies for
Rolling Stock.
[5. F. Bulletin, April 19th.]

‘There was a little spurt in railroad busi-
ness to-day, owing to the arrival of the
steamer from Australia on Saturday; but
overland travel from this State has practi-
cally ceased, except in the case of Eastern
people returning home. The baggage
transfer oifices are packed with trunks, and
large forces are .on duty at all the hotels
handling luggage. Travel to the Yosemite,
Monterey, Santa Cruz, the Geysers and
other points of interest will be heavy dur-
ing the pleasant weather which has at last
come, and, it is hoped, to stay. The rush
of people from the East to California still
continues, and at the ticket office here
where rebates are paid it is probable that
the amount of money being paid out
equals, if not exceeds, that taken for the
sale of East-bound tickets. A short time
ago two thousand passengers found them-
selves at Omaha wailing for transporta-
tion to California. The railroads were
even then hard pressed for accommoda-
tions, cars having been put in use that
had long been laid by, and other cars bor-
rowed from other roads. To furnish trans-
portation for this great army of tourists
the Central Pacific Company pressed into
use some excursion cars run between this
city and the Santa Cruz Mountains and
Monterey. They were such cars as were
built to run over this road at all seasons of
the year, and for this purpose were as
comfortable as can well be. But what was
good for the climate of California during
winter proved anything but comfortable
when run on the overland road and in a
climate approximating that of the East.
The people who traveled in them were half
frozen with the cold. and there being here
no need for much of anything except com-
fortable seats to sit on, sides to keep out
the dust, and windows to let in the light,
they were found to be totally inadequate to
keep out specimens of Eastern climate
which had got as far West as Utah and
Nevada. But upon arriving in the Sacra-
mento valley the touriats were thawed out,
and are now doubtless waiting for summer
before going East.

Destruction by Fire.

Hvurox (Fresno county), April 19th.—At
3 o'clock this morning Serradell & Co.’s
saloon and boarding-house, together with
a restaurant, were destroyed by fire. The
loss bas not been ascertained.

Cuico, April 19th.-——Yesterday mornimg
at 6 o'clock a fire was discovered in the
grocery-store of W. H. Parr, caused by the
explosion of a lamp. All the goods were
ruined. Insured for $675.

Say Lois Ouispo, April 18th.—At 5:30
o'clock Saturday afternoon a fire was dis-
covered in the roof of the Andrews Hotel.
Owing to the scarcity of water, nothing
could be done to prevent the rapid spread
of the flames, which soon enveloped the
whole structure, and several guests had a
narrow escape in leaving the building, los-
ing everything except that which they
wore at the time. In less than one hour
from the time of discovery this magnificent
building, erected at a cost of $100,000, to-
gether with the greater portion of the far-
nishings, costing nearly or quite $25,000,
was laid in ashes, and the flames spreading
across Monterey street, speedily reduced
Payne and Mcl.eod’s stable to ashes, thence
they spread to the brick building occupied
as the postoffice and telephone otfice,
Watkins’ stationery store, Dunbar's sa-
loon and
the San Luis Obispo Bank.
ing being of a fire-proof character,
withstood the fury of the filames for
some time, and had abundant water-power
been available at this critical moment,
would have been saved. As it
was, the building prevented the further
progress of the fire toward light frame
structures which stood in close proximity,
saving the entire city from destruction.
The County Court-house and Jail. a fine
brick building next to the Andrews Hotel,
was several times on fire, but by strenuous
exertions was finally saved with but slight
damage. The occupants of three stores on
the ground floor of the Andrews Hotel—
Bacon's jewelry establishment, Kuriz, drug-
gist, and Wells, Fargo & Co.’s office—
succeeded in removing the greater portion
of their respective stocks. Postmaster
Simler succeeded in removing the mails to
a place of safety, and is now established
in a Chinese wash-house, the onlv avail-
able place in the vicinity. All the stock
in the livery stable was turned loose and
was found all right this morning. E. C,
Watkins, stationer, Joses everything, as
does Drs. Nichols, Hayves, Garrison, and
lawyers Rhodes, Venable, Spencer and
Goodchild, who occupied offices in the
Postoffice and bank buildings. The loss
of Kurtz, druggist, is $4,000; B. H. Bacon.
jewelry, $3.000; Wells, Fargo & Co., $250 ;
U. 8. Signal Service, $1.000: Sharp Bros.,
lessees of the Andrews House, $5.000. The
loss on the hotel building istotal. Strange
to say, no insurance is being ecarried on
their building whatever. The San Luis
Obispo Bank building was insured for $10.-
000. The vault was opened this morning
and the contents found in perfect condition,

A blackened heap of ruins, adorned
with twisted and bent gas and water pipes
in all conceivable shapes, with here and
there a safe, now marks the spot where
vesterday stood the pride of San Luis
Obispo, and the finest hotel in southern
California.

Intense excitement prevails, and a mass
‘neeting of citizens has been called for this
afternoon to devise ways and means of re-
building.

SaN Luis Osrsro, April 19th.—The total
losses of the fire may be put down at $150,-
000 ; insurance, $15,000. A mass meeting
was held at the Court-house at 3 p. u. to-
day.
