DOMESTIC.

The Labor Contest.

St. Louls, April 20th.—It is generally
conceded here that the Knights of Labor
strike, so far as the business of the various
roads centering in this city and East St.
Louis is concerned, is gradually losing its
effect. The Missouri Pacific and Iron
Mountzin Raiiroads have fully resumed
traflic according to the statements of the
officials of those roads, and the roads
which enter Last St. Louis are doing all
the business required of them, and are
handiing promptly all freight offered.
SENTINELS FIRED UPON—FIVE HUNDRED

DOLLARS FOR A BEATING.

Str. Lours, April 20th.—Two sentinels
patrolling the railroad yards in East St.
Louis were fired upon by persons unknown
this morning. Neither was hit. They re-
turned the fire.

A special from Little Rock, Ark., states
that Deputy Sheriff Williams, who was
assaulted and badly beaten by strikers
while guarding the Iron Mountain Rail-
road property, has received a check for
$300 from Jay Gould.

THE NEW YORK STREET-CAR SITUATION.

NEw York, April 20ih.—The officials of
the Third-avenue road refuse to bother
with any conference before the Railroad
Commissioners. They say they will fight
to the bitter end now. The situation is
hourly growing more critical. The men
are becoming exasperated, but hope that

lthu Railroad Commissioners will be able

to arbitrate. They say the struggle is for
life or death, and they are ready for peace
or war.

THE CONGRESSIONAL INQUIRY,

Wasnington, April 20th.—The special
commitiee of the House to inquire into the
labor difficulties in the Sovthwest held its
first public session to-day. The committee
consists of ex-Governor Curtin, Chairman,
and Messrs. Burnes of Missouri, Crain of
Texas, Outhwaite and Parker of New York,
and Buchanan eof New Jersev. All the
members were present except Stewart, ab-
sent by leave of the House. Among the
persons in attendance were : As representa-
tives of the K. of L., Powderly, Hayes and
McDowell, members of Executive Board,
and Frederick Turner, Secretary ; as repre-
sentatives of the railroad interests, Wager
Swayne, counsel, and representatives of the
Women's League of America, Mrs. €Char-
lotte Smith and three other ladies. A
corps of stenographers on hand will make
a full report of the proceedings for the
railroad companies. Powderly was the
first witness. The Chairman "addressing
him said: ** You understand that this com-
nittee is raised by the House of Represent-
atives for the purpose, if possible, of get-
ting down to the reasons for the unrest and
disturbance which now exists in the coun-
try, especially as to the conflicts between
labor and capital and employer and em-
ployes. This commitiee is fully sensible
of the course you have taken in your pre-
vious life, and of your disposition to recon-
cile the unrest of the people. Therefore
we call you as the first witness. Be pleased
now to state to the committee, in your own
language, your impressions as to this mat-
ter.” The examination of Powderly was
extended. going over the history of the re-
cent strike troubles. It was quite interest-
ing, but presenting nothing new or remark-
able.

ADVANCE IN PASSENGER AND FREIGHT RATES.
CHicAGo, April 20th.—There were several
moves of more or less importance in trans-
continental matrers to-day. A circular was
issued by the Union Pacific and Burling-
ton and Missouri River Railways, advanc-
ing fares from the Missouri river to San

Francisco as follows: First-class, unlim-
ited, $607 first-class, limited, $30, with a
rebate of $16 50 ; second-class, $20, with a

rebate of $11; round trip, good for ninety
days, $54. A rather unexpected develop-
ment in freight affairs came in a notifica-
tion by the Atchison, Topeka and Santa
Feroad to the Burlington, Alton, Rock
Island and other roads, that it was oul of
the market for California business, except
at full rates. This is said by the Atchison
officials not to be a step towards restora-
tion, but is the outcome of the fact that
the road is overrun with more business
than it can handle.
Ex-President Arthur’'s Health.

NEw York, April 20th.—General Ar-
thur’s friends have felt renewed anxiety
about him the last few days. It having
been stated that he was becoming worse
rapidly, his physician, Dr. Peters, was
asked last night if he could possibly re-
cover from the attack of Bright's disease
from: which he is suffering. * Bright’s dis-
ease is not incurable,” said the doctor, “but
I do not propose to furnish the public with
a daily diagnosis of his case. I believe the
facts I learn in his sick-room about his con-
dition to be strictly confidential. They are
none of the public's business. His own
friends can learn how he is by inquiring in
the proper way. It is not sympaihy. but
curiosity, which impels the public. What
do they care for General Arthur? I have
always been angry and disgusted at the
bulletins issued in the cases of Grant and
Garfield. They were unprofessional; they
seemed like advertisements of the doctors.
If I were to print every day what I thought
about General Arthur’s case, I might do
him great injury. He reads the papers, and
cannot help being affected by what he sees
regarding himself. As I said before, the
newspapers can kill him, and 1 de wish
they would drop the subject.”

Dr. Peters denied emphatically the re-
port that General Arthur was dying, and
that his personal friends had been sum-
moned to his bedside. He said there was
not a particle ol truth in it.

One of Arthur’'s most intimate friends
said last night: “General Arthur is ina
very critical condition. T do not expect
ever to see him alive again, nor do his other
personal friends. It has been at the request
of his family that his condition has been
withheld from the public. Dr. Peters is
acting under strict orders. I think the pol-
icy of the family has been a very unwise
one.

Troy, April 20th.—The statement tele-
graphed from Quebec that French-Canadian
girls are regularly sent to cities in the
United States for immoral purposes is con-
firmed by an investigation made here. It
appears that a regular traffic in these girls
is kept up between the keepers of immoral

houses here and persons in Montreal. To-

day a delegation of French-Canadian resi- '
dents called on the Mayor and rcquestedi
him to take steps to break up the practice.

Members of the delegation stated that
many girls had recently been induced wl
leave Montreal and go to different cities of

the United States and become inmates of

disorderly houses. The Mayor advised the

delegation to present the case to the Police

Board, which will be done.

A ‘‘Horse Educator.”

NEw Yorx, April 20th.—The Times says:
Cosmopolitan Hall was transformed into
the liveliest sort of & hippodrome last even-
ing. Rare¥’s brute force in breaking horses
and the somewhat similar method of Ham-
ilton & Rockwell, though more humane,
and Wagner’s crude attempts, were eclipsed
in the work of oue Gleason, who styles
himself a * horse educator.” A magnifi-
cent Inglish stallion, fifteen hands high,
whose owner said no one ever yet had been
able to mount his back, was led in loose
without harness and bridle. Gleason en-
tered the pen with a whip. The horse
looked surprised at the visitor and at- |
tempted to bite and kick him, but both ef- !
forts failed, and the whip snapped sharply
about the hind legs of theanimal. Gleason
stood firmly on his feet, and repeatedly
said “ Come here.” When the animal
moved toward him, all was well: it he
turned away, crack went the whalebone,
and the stallion’s feet shot into the air, only
to get a couple more cuts. The butt of the
whip went toward his nose when the horse
behaved; the lash flew when he turned
away. In three minutes, Gleason had the
horse following him like a dog. Gleason
succeeded in completely subduing three
vicious animals, among them a brother of
the famous trotter Clingstone, who one
week ago chewed and kicked his keeper to
death, and a short time before chewed an-
other man’s hand off. He was brought
here from Montreal Sunday. In one min-
ute, by the use of the whip and the pistol—
the latter fired to frighten the animal—
Gleason was able to approach and caress
him.

The Chinese Embassy.

CHrcAco, April 20th.—The Chinese Min-
ister and suite arrived this morning, and
will stop until to-morrow The Minister’s
interpreter says concerning their reception
in San Francisco : ** Collector Hager was in
the Palace Hotel when we arrived, so Sur-
veyor Tinnin came on board and said that
with the instructions from Collector Hager |
the credentials must be examined before
his Excellency could be allowed to land.
The reply from the Minister was: ‘Our
credentitls are from the Emperor to the
President of the United Statee, and not to
the Collector. If the Collector wants to
see them I prefer to telegraph to Secretary
Bayard and remain on board two days
rather than show them to him.” Upon
which Mr. Tinnin said he would land us
on his own responsibility. Meantime we
were delayed an hour and three-quarters.
So Mr. Hager has either disobeyed the
orders he received from Washington or
he has taken upon himself to ignore the
Embassador as a representative of China.
On Friday evening Collector Hager having
received (that’s whauv he told me) orders
from Washington to explain his condnet,
came to call on the Minister and said that
it was not intentional on his part to hurt
the feelings of the Minister. He said it
was a mistake. Hager, all the same, meant
to delay us to please a certain class
of people in California. With regard to
the Chinese who have been killed at Rock
Springs and other places, their families
are very indignant about it, but the
Government at large and the Viceroy are
doing all they can to cause this feeling
to subside, and I don’t think anything
will happen to American citizens in China,
except in some cases the low class of
Chinese might do something, as the low
class of Americang have done in this coun-
try. Of course this is unexpected. To re-
fer again to the Hager aifair : Our Minister
told Mr. Hager that he was very much sur-
prised at his reception ; that he had come
to strengthen the relations between the two

monopoly means. The Southern Pacific
(Tnmp:m_\.' have the reputation over
whole land of paying their employes bet-
ter and treating them ruore fairly than any
other railroad in America; and much of
this is unquestionably due to the eflorts of
Senator Stanford, who has the credit of be-
ine one of the most liberal men on the
Pacific coast; and to the further fact that
all our railroad men have worked their
way up from the lowest .rmmd of the Izl}l-
der to their present positions. ‘Am'«)ng rail-
road men a position on the Southern Pa-
cific and Central Pacific railroad is regarded
as “ gilt edged,” and little danger of trouble
from strikes on these roads is to
be apprehended. It is only by com-
parison that we are able to judge
of anything; and so, while we
may have had occasion to complain be-
cause the railroads have not treated us a
well as we wanted 10 be treated, a compar-
ison of California under the rule of the
Southern Pacific people and that of the
sections dominated over by Jay Gould, will
lead us to admire the fairness and liber-
ality of our California railroads. How
different the character of the two men,
Stanford and Gould. Of the latter not one
of his men can speak well. Termed the
Napoleon of finance, he possesses all of
Napoleon’s ambition with his unserupu-
lousness. He would hesitate at no outrage
to accomplish his ambitious projects, and
will leave behind him an enormous for-
tune, an accursed name, a trail of ruined
hoggs, impoverished families zud blasted
homes. He does not travel over his own
roads without a body-gdard, and is hated
and feared by all. Stanford has developed
his wealth out of the country. He has
made the settlement of the coast possible,
is respected by his men, and welcomed
wherever he goes as a friend. He has the
highest position within the gift of the
State of California, and he has not abused
it. He has already prepared for the usace
of his vast fortune for the benefit of the
State, and regards it as a public trust to he
returned to the public in the futare. Surely
when we compare the two men, the two
systems they control, the C. P. R. R. mo-
nopoly is not so bad after all, and there is
more of gool to us than of bad in its
workings.
