INSUFFERABLE IMPUDENCE.

Ti.< bardihood of the new (Chinese Min-
ister, in brazening out a lie, is only par-
alleled by the Mgnrnww withwhich the
1. urtern ;>iess nan at any grain of oppor-
tunity to misrepresent, and insult the
people of California. The matter of the
reception of the Chinese Minister at San
Francisco has ben distorted by the pro-
Ohin.-r- people out of :i!I semblance of
truth, and is made to do duty to an un-
manly and ungenerous spirit.

To-day's dispatcher detail from the lip.,
of tin- spokesman of the embassy state-
ment! that demand a plain re-recital of the
actual facts. Fortunately these fact* are
\u25a0o dear a- to !><• incontrovertible, and Col-
lector Hager his, over his irflici.ilsigna-
ture, put them on record with such sub-
stantial',ry testimony its to place them
beyond and above dispute. In the light
of these (acts, it is submitted to any can.
did and lair intelligence, no matter what
ideas it may entertain concerning Chinese
immigration or restriction, or the rights
or wrongs of Chinese in the I'nited States,
that great injustice is done the customs
officials.

The Act of Congresi known as the Re-
striction Act was passed in conformity
with the treaty with China, and is known
to the Chinese Government and consented
to by it.in so far that ithas not protested
against nor expressed dissatisfaction with
it. The Art provides that Ministers and
Bmbaasadon from China shall be admitted
10 port,-- of thr I'nited States on presenta-
tion of their credentials, which shall be
accepted in lieu of the certificate of a«right
to lan \u0084 re [uired by the Act.

The Secretary of the Treasury sent to
the Collector of the Port at S;m Francisco
order- that, on the arrival ofthe new Min-
ister, expected at mne early date, the
baggage tod personal effects of the Min-
ister am' party .should be passed
without the usual customs insjieetioii.
That or'lrr contained no word of reference
to the adlllisaVmi of the Minister and his
suite. It left all that to the fonnuhe of
the law. A.steamship arrived having on
1.0ar.1 a Member of Chinese. Some of these
claimed to be officials of the Kmpire in
the suite of another, who claimed to be a
certified Minister of China to the United
States < iovernmt'iit. The Surveyor of the
Port, having no evidence whatever other
than the viva voce statement of |>ersons
laying tin- claim, did as he was by law
bound todo, and asked for the credentials
of ideutltii.ition. These were refused to
}iim on the ground that they were ad-
dressed to the President of the United
States, and must not le exposed until
Washington was reached. The subordi-
nate officer communicated with bis su-

perior, the 'bUeotor, and after a necessary
delay of from half to three-quartan of an

:iu party ns landed in violation of
the law, and upon no other evidence of
ri lit to land than the word of the inter-
preter o! the party and the passenger list
of the ship.

The absurdity of such
an excuse for the impudent refusal of the
Minister to identify himself according to
the laws of the lan.l to which he is ac-
credited.must be apparent even to dullards.
That paper forge.s. if it ever knew, that
no Minister or Etnhassador from this coun-
try to China, to France, to Italy,to Rus-
sia or toGermany, liasever passed through

a port of entry without exhibiting to the
Cii-loms or i*>lice officials his passport- or

credentials, nor even had the assurance
to attempt it. No Customs officials of any
< iovernment of Asiaor Europe accepts the
simple word of whomsoever presents that
he is an envoy from any other power.

Angel!, Mr. Seward, and all others who
have gone out for us to China, have pre-
sented their credentials at the gates of

jevery city of the Krnpire they sought to
enter. Indeed, one of our Ministers,
whose papers were among delayed baf
thirty miles to the rear, had the gates of
IVkin rudely slammed in his face, Bad was
refused admis-ion until he could produce
d . Ninentary evidence of his official char-
acter.

ANTI-CHINESE.

LIVELY MEETING OF THE CITI-
ZKNS' ASSOCIATION.

They Adopt Stronfi Resolution*, and
Denounce the "Boycotter" in

luniistakable Terms.

Tlio regular weekly meeting of the Citi-
zens' Anti-Chinese Association at the
Court-bouse last evening was largely at-
tended.

The Secretary read the following letter
from C. F. McGlashau, Chairman of the
State Executive Committee:

San Fran. iscu. April19. 1886.
David Thlconer, Ktij.—Deak sii::The matter

of certificates and labels proves to bfmore com-
plicated than it first aDpearcd. The Knights of
Labor, Federated Trades and other labor organ-
izations have labels and eertUlcatns, or propose
to issue them soon. To avoid endlets confusion,
and prevent clashing with organization) In
sympathy with us is a delicate matter. We
have not been able to arrive at a unanimous
eonolusion upon this important subject, and
have concluded to lay itbefore the Btate Exe< n-
Uve iommittee on the 27th inst. Meanwhile, if
Sacramento is in need of immediate action, itis
certainly in the province of your association
to adopt a certificate and label. I
doubt not the Executive Committee would
Indorse for the entire State anything
which Sacramento would indorse. The care
and responsibility of issuing certificates would
be a serious burden upon us. and yet the neces-
sity seems to warrant the experiment, if details
eau be arranged. Xhe state Executive Com-
mittee willbe convened for the express purpose
ot settling this and other questions oflike im-
port. Senator Iloutier has been suggested as a
member of tin*suite Executive Committee, vice
F.It.Dray, resigned. Ishe satisfactory to youi
Assr.ria'.ion ? 1 ask the question because this
vacancy should be Idledat once, inorder that
Sacramento may be represented on the iTth.

The communication was temporarily
laiil upon tiia table, owing to the fact th:it
the recent constriction nluced upon Sec-
tion 3 of the definition <>t' boycott by the
.state Executive Committee removed the
objectioofl made by Mr. Dray, and as be
was :i:it present it was considered advisable
to consult liim before taking definiteaction.

Another commanication from Mr. Ife-
Qlasban, asking the number of Chinese in
the county, the industries they were en-
gaged in, the mimber of unemployed white
laborers in the county, etc, arks n\u25a0ad. and,
by motion, referred to the Committee on
Agricultural Labor.

The Ciiairmaii stated that the first thing
in order would be the discussion of the
motion, made at the !i-t meeting, that the
Executive Committee adjourn sint die.

.!.I).Jost said there was an unusually
large Dumber present, but whether they
came to resurrect or bury the organisation
be was unable to say. lie was satisfied
that a majority of the committee were so
situated that they could not act as they
should in the premises, for to do so would
injure them pecuniarily. He disliked to see
itgo out of existence, on account of the few
loyalmembers who bad tried to uphold it.
Many, he claimed, had simply got In so as
to be able to prevent the accomplishment
of the object of the organization. Many
men were in sympathy with a radical
movement, but their business forbade.
Eight-tenths of ihe business men of the
city were opposed to any radical method t >
net rid of the Chinese, lie believed that
the movement could never be carried out
except by the poor men whohave nothing
to lose. He did not think the time bad ar-
rived to use the third clause of the boycott
definition. He said it was no use to expect
any aid from Congress. The men
were denounced as spotters were poor men
who were giving their time to the work.
One man had said he would shoot any man
he caught spotting around his hop ranch.
The speaker s:u,l he had but littleof this
world 3 floods, but he was willingto lose it
ifitwas necessary to do so in order to rid
the State of the Chinese.

Senator Boutier .said he was astonished,
astounded and at a loss to know the ohject
of the resolution. He thought they had
organized a club for the purpose of ridding
this section of the Chinese, and to give up
ai this time in this manner would be a
lasting disgrace. We know of iots of hon-
est men who are willing and anxious to
work at any honest toil for almost any
price. He "had found to his sorrow thai a
majority of the so-called

best citizens

committee" were pro-Chinese. This is a
shame and an outrage. Old men and
and young men, married and single, old
women aid young wonen, wives and un-
married are crying for work, and arc try-
ing to hold tip the arms of the boycott and
for that and that alone they are called
Socialists. Because a man' wants to
1 ibor to keep his family from
starving, and demands the place \u25a0»\u25a0-

a Socialist. If that is socialism he was one
of them.

insisted upon resigning, let them do
so—he was with the laborers. They tell us
the fruit cannot be picked except by China-
man. Itis a lie. They say the hops cannot
be gathered except by Chinese labor— that
also is a He. They will pick the fruit and
the hops, not on account of their superior
skid, but because they do it for SO cent or
*1 a day. A white man expects more
than that, and expects to be treated as
he should be

—
like a human being.

The rich are not always rich, nor
the poor forever poverty-stricken, fie
remembered when he fed hogs for a
living; to-day he was a State Senator,
and he did not know as he should be
ashamed of either. He certainly was not
ashamed of honest labor, however bumble.
White girls, plenty of them, could be ob-
tained as house servants at $15 per month—
certainly no gentleman would ask them to
labor for less. Don't talk about patience
or putting things off for eight or ten years.
That means putting it off for twenty years,
it means submission. The day is com-
ing when the laboring class willbe on top;
it is almost here. Labor and capital'
should go hand in hand, act in sympathy
and accord. "Xo Jay Gould for me. He
is down now, and he will stay down for-
ever. No best citizen for me. Iam for
the poor laborer, and shall stand for his
rights and their maintenance."

Judge Galloway said the motion was
made last evening on account »f the third
proposition in the boycott, and as that had
been withdrawn he saw no occasion for
further discussion.

A.S. Hopkins defended the committee,
and replied at length to the strictures made
by Senator Koutier. He said the Senator
should be the last man to find fault, as he
had never taken enough interest in the
movement to attend the meetings. The
organization haddonean immense amount
of good. They were the first in the field,
called the State organization, and did more
than any other toward securing a State or-
ganization They had established a
labor bureau, secured employment
for a large number of men" and
women, boys and girls, and secured
the displacement ofa large number ofChi-
nese. He briefly referred to the assault
made upon himself and other members of
die committee by the BoycoUer. saying they
were untrue, unwarranted, uncalled for,
and had a tendency to undo much good
work that had already been accomplished.

Jost said that cight-tcntha of the women
in Sacramento were pro-Chinese. If they
were patriotic, loyal and true, they would
do their own work and set the Chinese
house servants adrift. The Boycottrr,inhis
judgment, was doing a grand and noble
work. The men denominated as spotters
and abused for their work were honest
toilers, zealous in the cause. It takes a
brave man even in time of war to make a
spy, but we all recognize their indispensi-
biiity to a successful campaign. We have
to work up a sentiment and make the
patronage and employment of Chinese un-
popular. Ifthis committee is not in favor
of doing this, then it were better for
them to adjourn sine die, step down and
out. and leave their unfinished work to
others who willdare and do.
H. Weinstock said ifthere was nothing

that could be done within the law, then he
certainly would favor the motion. Ifwe
can proceed and do any good, we should
certainly do so. He claimed that much of
the good that had been accomplished by
the organization had been counteracted by
otLer men, honest enough intheir purpose,
but who were overzealous in theiranxiety
to accomplish too much in too short a
time. The American people can be
led but not driven. They can be
persuaded to do most everything, but
forced to do nothing. Hejdoubted if the
boycott could be made a success. He be-
lieved moral suasion would accomplish
more. He believed it to

'

be the duty of
ever}*good citizen to dissuade hisneighbors
from employing Chinese. He did not be-
lieve in force or threats, and ifthe commit-
tee could accomplish nothing except by
adopting a policy of that kind, he believed
they had better adopt the motion.

L. S. Taylor said he thought all the dis-
cussion out of order. The Association was
a body oi several hundred citizens. Ifthe
Executive Committee was dissatisfied let
the members resign; their places could
be easily tilled.

11. M.darken indorsed the rem.irks of
Messrs. Weinstock and Hopkins, and bore
down rather heavily upon Senator Boutier

for finding so ranch fault with a committee
•if which lie was a member, and the meet-
ings of winch he so seldom favored with
his presence. He found some fault with
the eommittera report, and advocated more
energetic work. The motion should be
voted down. The anti-Chinese movement
was a small ball in the beginning- it is
rolling and growing, and soon will fall
upon the coolies like a mighty avalanche.William Boyne was in favor" of the mo-tion, lie said the people of the State
owing to the way the boycott was advo-
cated, were opposed to it. This committee
could bare carried out a successful boycott
in this city iflet alone. He predicted that
the Chinese would remain, and that years
hence there would be a war of races, when
the stars and stripes would be upon oneside and the banners of Asia upon the
other.

Grove L. Johnson said he would vote
against the motion ifitwouldbe voted This
was nothing more than foolish boy's play
to talk of adjourning. The only troubfe
seemed to be that the committee had done
too much. They had done more than all
the other anti-Chinese clubs in the State,
hence the fault finding and opposition. It
is the only anti-Chinese club in the State
that has done anything. He took, the Sec-
retary s report and read from i| a score of
things that hud been accomplished, and
showed that it was the only club in the
State that was materially aiding the
State Executive Committee in their
work. He believed in getting rid of
the Chinese. The club believed in
the. same thing, and had worked to that
en«i. He- tried to do his duty, and had
always plainly stated his position upon the
question. Itwas too radical for many, and
lie had been censored and lost business for
expressing such strong views. They werehis sentiments, honestly expressed He wasof the same opinion now.
