THE "BOYCOTTER" TROUBLE.
Fisher vs. McClatchy in the Police Court

The case of C. K.and Valentine S. Mc-
Clatchy. charged withhaving committed
a battery upon Noble Fisher, was called in
the Police Court yesterday morning. They
appeared without counsel, and the eldest
brother, Valentine, addressing the Court,
said they did not desire to go into an ex-
tended trial,either before the Court or a
jury. They would plead guilty to the
charge, and revested the j>rivi!ege of mak-
ing a personal explanation.

Judge Henry said it would be necessary
for him to inquire into the case, SO as to
ascertain what penalty should be inflicted.

At lh<> request of the City Attorney.
Noble Fisher, the proMCUting witness, took
the stand. He said that on Saturday morn-
ing last he was standing onthe sidewalk
in front of the Postoftice. engaged in con-
venation with Senator Koaner and .Mr.
liuttertield, when he heard footsteps, and,
upon looking around, saw the McClatchy
brothers. They wire very much excited,
and accused him of having written a cer-
tain article in a newspaper. He did not
write it, and denied having anything to do
with its publication. He was tailed a liar
three different times. At last he said to
them that whoever asserted thai he wrote
the article referred to lied. The elder Mc-
Clatchy caught him by the throat, and
the younger one dealt him a blow in the
face, knocking him out into the street.
The elder brother struck him over the
head with a cane. He tried to de-
fend himself the best he could.
Third parties interfered and stopped
the tiirht. His wounds upon the
head and face were painful. Three of his
teeth wire knocked out, a-^ was also a set
of false ones which he used for the pur-
pose ofmastication. Heplaced the/
Her of the 24th inst upon the Judge's desk,
and called bis Honor's attention to the fact
that they start. d out to hunt him.

We went together, expect-
ing tofind faun athis shop, but ran across
him unexpectedly at the l'ostotlicc. and
thrashed him the best we could, and as
severely::* the crowd would let us. We
would do it again, and there is net a man
here who would not have done what we
did. We plead guilty, and willcheerfully
pay any fineyour Honor in your judgment
see 3tit to impose.

Judge Henry said that he was not in-
formed as tothe authorship of the article., Valentine McClatchy arose again, and
sail they did not care "who wrote it.Fisher
was lie responsible party, and the responsi-
ble p.u^y was the one they were after and
chastised. Fisher, in conversation with
witness on several occasions, spoke in such
a familiar way of the Boycotter, that there
was no mistake hut that iie,and he alone,
was the manager of the sheet, and as such
was responsible for the articles it con-
tained. Two other ladies" were beastily
siMiken of in the same issue of the Buy-

and no Court or jury would ever con-
vict a husband or brother for shooting
down their traducers. The defendants did
n.t care what any one said about them per-
sonally. They were newspaper men, and
expected such things; but they would de-
fend the female members of their family
from the vile slanders of Such people as
long as they had fists and weapons.

Judge Henry said he had listened care-
fully to tlie statements made by both par-
ties. He believed the act of the defendants
was the resultof a natural and uncontrolla-
ble impulse to resent an indignityoffered a
good woman, to whom they owe the duty
of protection. A young man who would
not protect the name of an honored mother
Ironi insult is an tngrate, unworthy the
name he bears, or to be called a patriot or a
good citizen. Inasmuch as the defendants
had pleaded guilty, he fined them in the
sum of jleach and the cots of Court.

Atthis announcement the larsre audience
ifthe Court-room stamped their feet and
clapped their hands, and it wxs with diffi-
culty that order was restored. Every one
in the assemblage apparently was of the
opinion that the defendants were justified
in making the assault.
