THE SALVATION ARMY.

Its Origin and Aim—Interview with the
Corps in this City.

A reporter of the Recorp-UNION yester-
day called upon four young ladies, officers
in the Salvation Army,and from them took
the following statement :

The Salyation Army is a body of con-
verted men and women, joined together
after the fashion of an army, who intend

to make all men vield, or at least listen to
the claims which God has to their love and
service. It originated in the east of Lon-
don, in 1865, with William Booth,who had
for years been a Methodist minister. He
had” traveled extensively in the United
Kingdom, had great success in winning
souls, until the year 1861,when he resigned
and gave himself up to evangelistic work.
In 1865 he went to the east of London,
where the appalling fact that the enormous
bulk of the population were totally igno-
rant of real religion, and altogether unin-
fluenced by the existing religious organiza-
tions, so impressed him that he determined
to devote his life to making these millions
hear and know God, and thus save them
from the abyss of misery in which they
were plunged, and rescne them from the
damnation that was before them. The
Salvation Army was the result. It oper-
ates as follows :

First—By holding meetings out of doors,
and marching singing through "the streets,
in harmony with law and order.

Second—By visiting public houses, gin
palaces, prisons, private houses, and sp-ak-
ing to and praying with all who can be
urged to listen.

Third—By holding meetings in theaters,
music halls, saloons, and the other com-
mon resorts of those who prefer pleasure
to God, and by turning factories and other
strange buildings into meeting rooms, so
securing hearers who would not enter ordi-
nary places of worship.

When the organization had been in ex-
istence several years, it was found to be
fashioned, substantially, after the model of
an army, and as its object was the sal-
vation of men, it was called, what it really
seemed to be, an army of salvation, other-
wise, *“ The Salvation Army.” The army
has been successful; has made greater
progress during the time it has been in ex-
1stence than any religious movement of the
last century; perhaps greater than any
since the Lutheran Reformation. Thou-
sands who were once the most godless and
profane in the community, are now apos-
ties of salvation, living and preaching the
gospel in every land. The officers are
maintained by collections taken at the
mectings,

Reporter—Are not many of the measures
and methods employed by the army ob-
jected to as strange, rude and unscriptural ?

Answer—Yes, these objections are very
commonly made by persons who form
their opinions of us by hearsay, but we to-
tally deny that anything is done by author-
ity that can be shown to be contrary to the
spirit or letter of the Bible. We admit,
however, that many of our methods are
very different to the religious usages and
social tastes of respectable and refined peo-
ple, which make those measures appear
vulgar—that is, in bad taste to them; but
this does not make them wrong in the
sight of God. On the contrary, we think
this adaptation of measures to the state of
the masses is abundantly justified by the
extraordinary things which God set His
prophets to do, in order to arrest the atten-
tion of the people, and also by the innova-
tions connected with the work of Jesus
Christ and His Apostles! And if it can be
proved from the results that these methods
lay hold of the ignorant and godless, com-
pelling them to think about eternity and
attend to their souls’ salvation, we think
they are thereby proved to be both lawful
and expedient, and such as should com-
mand the approbation of all good men.

R.—Why are military titles used, such as
Generals, Captains, Lieutenants, ete.?

A.—Because those in authority
have some significant title, and because
these harmonize with the organization,
most readily convey to the minds of the
common people the rank the officers hold,
and are less objectionable to the masses of
the people than those used by the regular
Christian denominations to describe their
officers.

R.—What kind of uniform is worn, and
is there any advantage in it?

A.—It consists of a plain, simple dark
blue dress, trimmed with neat red braid,
and marked by the letter S on the collar.
It is found to be very useful, attracts at-
tention, gives opportunity for conversation,
gathers people at the open-air demonsira-
tions, excites respect in the rowdy popula-
tion, indicates not only connection with
the army, but a person’s position in it, and
is a safeguard against conformity to the
fashions of the day. The ministers of most
churches have a uniform, and are not
ashamed of it; we can see no solid objec-
tion to the Salvation Army having one also.

R.—What are the doctrines of the army ?

A.—Just those which are deemed essen-
tial to salvation by the orthodox people of
God—utter ruin through the fall; salvation
alone, from first to last, through the atone-
ment of Christ by the Holy Spirit; the
great day of judgment, with its reward of
heaven forever for the righteous, and hell
forever for the wicked.

t.—Is it not possible that some may be
led to think they are converted at these
meetings, when really they are only a lit-
tle excited ?

A.—Doubtless there are many who think
they are saved who are only on stony
ground or wayside hearers; who are only
pricked in their skin instead of their
hearts. This, however, must not prevent
our continuing to sow the seed and use
those means which seem most likely to
save the greatest number.

{.—But do the new converts stapd?
the work permanent?

A.—Many who profess to be saved,
doubtless, are only convicted, and many
who appear to be really saved fall away,
unable 4@ stand against the power of
old habits, the ridicule and persecution te
which they are subjécted to in their homes
and workshops, or from other sources.
But that multitudes do stand is evident
from the number of officers and soldiers
now in the army, the large numbers in the
various churches scattered throughout the
world, and the multitudes who are already
safely landed in heaven. Here is what the
Lord Bishop of Chichester rec ently said
about the Salvation Army. Al will
acknowledge this opinion is at least worthy
of consideration: *‘The vast number of
the Salvation Army, its complete organiza-
tion, its gradual growth and continued de-
velopment, the 1mplicit obedience which
its commanders exact, these are things
known to all. Iis work is not done in a
corner. Never was there a religious move-
ment which carried on its operations more
openly, or with a bolder disregard of con-
ventional usage or precedent. No one can
doubt that the soldiers of the army-—men
or women—are thoroughly in earnest. It
has the energyv and the impetuosity, some-
what also of the rashness, of youth. Even
those who look most coldly on this new
spiritual phenomenon must confess that it
has produced great effects—its friends would
say has won great victories. Through its
preaching and teaching many souls have
been delivered from the bondage of sin,
many consciences have been lightened of
their intolerable load. No Christian
church can afford to disregard or depre-
cate such an agency in the midst of us.
The Salvation Army holds in high respect
the Word of God, and it preaches morzlity
on Christian principles. Consider what are
the prevailing plagues of our country—in-
fidelity and vice. The latter is evidently
enough, but we are probably little ac-
quainted with the pestilential infidel liter-
erature which circulates where least
suspected. 1 chanced latterly in Swit-
zerland to find a copy of a notorious paper

rinted in London, but in the German
anguage, by men who are now suffering
imprisonment for their open advocacy of
the assassination of kings and rulers. First
came the dogma of the sect, ‘that all
roperty is robbery.” Then upon this text
ollowed the teaching that all existing in-
stitutions were devised and are maintained
by the privileged classes for the purpose of
enslaving the laborer: that the great en-
gine by which this system of oppression is
supported is religion, the belief in God and
in a future state, which are accordingly de-
nounced as pure figments contrived to
hoodwink the credulous. That religion
could not exist without the clergy of all
parties, who are therefore to be extermi-
nated that the gospel of liberty may have
free course. This is a sample of socialistic
and infidel teaching, and depend u it,
this is largely published and disseminated
in this country. Here is atheism in all its
deformity, with its horrid consequences.
Now, if the Salvation Army can attract
these masses which we cannot adequately
move or even reach, if it can really save
them from the gulf of unbelief, can we

must

dare to r:gudiate them ? Can we refuse to
acknowl them as followers in the cause
of Christ, although not in our way? Let

us beware of looking at them with indif-
ference, or contempt, or dislike, lest haply
we be found to fight against God.”

Two Young Sacramentans Undoubtedly
Drowned.

Wednesday evening, about 6 o'clock,
Add. C. Hinkson and L. Dozier procured
W. A. Dewey's large skiff, the Ajax, and
started up the river to enjoy a sail, expect-
ing to return in less than two hours, or
about dark. As they did not get back at
the appointed time, Mr. Dewey began to
feel uneasy, as there had been a strong
wind, at times blowing in heavy gusts.
About haif-past 10 Dewey could stand the
suspense no longer, and, accompanied by
Mr. Denny, of Washington, went up into
the ““ overflow,” where it was presumed the
missing men had gone, in search of them.
Their efforts were unavailing, however, it
being too dark to see anything, and their
shouts received no answer. Yesterday
morning at an early hour three bodts
went up and renewed the search, and
others assisted during the day. The
wind was blowing a ** wholesale breeze,”
and the overtflow vas  very rough,
making the search a difficult task. The
crews of the boats adopted a system of
signals, and then separated, so as to make
a thorough examination. For hours they
toiled without making any discovery, but
in the afternoon an oar belonging to the
Ajax was found, going to confirm the grave
fears that had been entertained. The men

resumed their work energetically, and
finally, about 7:30 r. M., the Ajax was

found floating bottom up, about one and a
half miles west of Meister's, and about half
a mile from where the oar was secured.
The mast and sail were missing, having
doubtless gone out of the craft when she
capsized. The swells were running so
high that the searchers were forced to be-
lieve that if the unfortunate occupants of
the Ajax succeeded in reaching her after
she went over they were unable to cling to
her during the night.

Mr. Hinkson was an employe ot Kirk,
Geary & Co., druggists, aged about 20 years,
son of Mrs. P. K. Hinkson, residing at No.
1116 Tenth street, and a cousin of Add. C.
Hinkson, the well-known attorney. Mr.
Dozier was about 30 years of age, and
traveling salesman for the same firm. Rel-
atives reside in Vallejo, and a brother is

Principal of a school in Santa Rosa. The
unfortunate gentlemen were held in very
high esteem, and their many friends were
in a fever of anxiety yesterday in conse-
quence of their disappearance, while the
| entire community felt a deep sympathy for
their relatives. There appears to be little
ground for hope that they still survive,
though there is a bare possibility that they
got ashore somewhere, their boat going
adrift.

The Sacramento County Teachers' Insti-
tute reconvened at 9 A. . yesterday.

first day’s proceedings and the adoption of
some unimportant resolutions, the Insti-)
tute resolved itself into sections and re-
sumed the class work of the preceding dav.

Mr. Johnson iilustrated Lis method of
teaching arithmetic.

Mr. Hyde took up the subject of
mar, and showed by readings from
text-books how the teachines of graum-
marians differed in regard to the essentials
of the English language.

Professor Raymond illustrated and ex-
plained some of the various methods of
teaching reading, and prefaced his remarks
by saying that he came before the Institute
as a representative of the State Board of
Education, to consult with the teachers re-
garding methods of teaching reading, with
a view to fitting the State readers for that
purpose. He presented the teachers with
sample pages of the Third Reader cf the
California State series. He invited criti-
cism of the work. His remarks were well-
timed and were given close attention.

AFTERNQON SESSION.

The afternoon exercises were opened
with singing by the classes of Miss A. C.
Klippel and Miss Lizzie Griffin, of the third
and fourth grades of the Sacramento Gram-

mar School. They sang in excellent voice,
indicative of careful instruction, * Wood-
land Echoes ™ and “The Old Loz Hut.”
The pupils were generonsly applauded.
Harley Stephenson, a yvoung lad of Miss
MecCrory’s class, third grade, of the Capital
Grammar School, recited with dramatic
ability “ The Bald-headed Man."”

Deputy School Superintendent of the city
of San Francisco, Joseph O'Connor, was in-
troduced to the Institute. He delivered an
able and instructive address upon “ The
Mistakes Made in Teaching Reading.”
Among many mistakes pointed out were
these: Books are placed in the hands of
children too soon. Blackboards, slates and
charts should precede them. They should
be taught to read in a natural “tone of
voice. They should not have
kev for reading and another for
talking, He did not see how it
was that any wide-awuke teacher would
have their classes read in rotation. When
this is done, no matter how large the class,
only two is paying attention—ihe one that
is reading and the one whose turn comes
next. The teacher should designate a pupil
to read here and there, which wonld cause
them all to be on the alert, keep their
places, and thus secure attention. The
only object in reading is tolearn something
from the text. Arithmetic should not be
intreduced in the lower grades. It is sim-
ply bothering the pupil with something
that will come in betfer later on. Itisa
waste of time to teach a pupil in one vear
what he will master in a single month
the year following. He believed in devoting
much of the time in the lower grades in
reading, and teaching the pupil the use of
words. There should at least be three
reading lessons each day, all of which
should be from the sametext. First, a pre-
paratory lesson ; second, the reading lesson,
wherein no auxiliary matter should be
allowed to enter: and third, a review and
questions regarding the text of the lesson.
