The Rev. Dr. A. J. F. Behrends, of
Brooklyn, N. Y., sums up the labor prob-
lem very aptly in the following words:
“ The problem is simply this: The em-
ployer wants the greatest possible amount
of work for the least possible wages, and
the employe wants the larzest wages for
the least possible amount of work.”

There is an effort on foot to *“ remove the
disabilities ”* of President Cleveland caused
by having used the term *“* innocuous des-
uetude,” on the ground that it wasn't half
as bad asa plrase subsequently used by
Secretary Bayard, when in a letter to the
Chinese Minister, concerning recipre ity
under the treaty of 1880, he speaks of
‘‘ consuetudetarrian privileges.”

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The Railroad Route to Portiand.
[San Francisco Call.]

Work on the California and Uregon Rail-
road is advancing as rapidly as the rugged
nature of the country in which the tunnel-
ing and tracklaying is now being done will
permit.  The road is now in full operation
from Sacramento to a point about sixteen
miles north of Delta, or far up in Shasta
county, the distance to Delta from Sacra-
mento being 208 miles. General Manager
Towne states that, by the end of July. the
company expects {0 carry passengers and
freight as far as Lower Sulphur Springs,
232 miles from Sacramento. This will
shorten the stage ride between the end of
!%nc track of the California division, and
tirat of the Oregon division, to about eighty
miles. The intervening strip of country is
-extremely rugged, and it will necessarily
require considerable time to make the tun-
nels and cuts. The route is desecribed as
*one of the most picturesque and charm-
ingly scenic on the coast,” but the main
thing to consider is the fact that it will
open up a vast extent of desirable land to
settlement.

Some of the Portland and other Oregon
papers have from time to time expressed
fears that the final completion of this Cali-
fornia division to a junction with the Ore-
gon Railroad, thus forming an overland
line hetween San Francisco and Portland,
would prove very injurious to the latter’s
business interests. It is difficult tc under-
stand how this can be so. The history of
the Atlantic seaboard is certain to be re-
peated upon this coast. San Francisco
must be the great center of population, the
focus of trade, as New York is. Portland
will bear about the same relation to us
that Boston does to New York. As the
latter city has grown and developed its
business, Boston, Philadelphia and Balti-
more have advanced in a corresponding
degree, and the more so owing to the per-
fection of their means of speedy communi-
cation with the metropolis. As San Fran-
cisco develops, so, in the same ratio, will
Portland, Santa Barbara, Los Angeles and
San Diego, and the better transportation
facilities between each of them and the
metropolis of the coast, the more will it
advantage them. Portland will undoubt-
edly find a decided beunefit in the comple-
tion of this new line, and in any event it
will not hurt her. Such has been the ex-
perience of the new roads at the East;
such will undoubtedly be the experience
here.
