Journal Ims called renewed attention to the
need for the complettm of the California
and Oregon Railroad. It is both acorn-
mercia] and a military necessity. 'I'liis
coast should be one, bat at present it is
separated by ihe gap between oar railroad
system and thai or "-.irnorthern neighbor.
People on this side of the State line come
toSan Francisco; '>n the other they
.^'> to Portland, Instead of the healthy,
unrestrained circulation that should W-
K'lin^ on throughout the slope, tuere are
uvt> cramped Local circulations, and :iliga-
ture :n the middle.

The correspondent recently examined
tli.- territory through which tlie road is to
run. ami he expresses the opinion that ifit
bad transportation facilitiesit would Bap-
port three millionpeople. Ai present there
are not 200 inhabitants inthe wboleregion.
lii.s practically inaccessible, :i:m! nobody
tares losettle tnere. The land is occupied by
cattle kings, who would have to >;ive way
to small farmers if the country was once
c innected with the outside world. The
objection of land monopoly in connection
withthe railroad grant is thus still more
validagainst the present state of uilaira.

San rrancisco is vitally interested in the
completion of this road." Tho Eastern im-
migranU who have poored in here of late
are used to cheap land. Mapv of them are
Frightened off l>y the hi^h prices which are
justly asked for farms in southern Califor-
nia. The thirty million acres which the
completion of the California and Oregon
would make available Cor settlement would
furnish homes for all such people, and
every family settled there WOUld be tribu-
tary to San Francisco. And when such an
opportunity is furnished, perhaps our mer-
chants will make sonic effort lo recover
their lost Oregon trade. Portland onght
to be tributary to us. instead of to Bt.
Paul or Chicago. The railroad may make
it so. The California Legislature, the San
Francisco < 'bamber of < Sonunerce, the Sac-
ramento Board of Trade and citizens gen-
erally throughout the state haw petitioned
Congress for the confirmation of the iand
grant, without which the road willnor be
built. A report favorinjr the forfeiture of
the ;;r:i!it ha.-; been made by a lions,' com-
mittee. The sentiment of California is
practically unanimous apainst such a
i urse, and Mirdelegation should made re-
newed efforts to prevent it.
