Death of Enoch Jacobs,

One by one the pioneers of this city are
joining the silent majority, and a few years
hence the Argonaut of the West will only
live in history. Yesterday afterneon Enoch
Jacobs, a resident of Sacramento for the
past thirty-seven years, breathed his last.
He was born in Worcester county, Mass.,
in 1819. He was engaged in mercantile
pursuits in the old Bay State until 1849,
when he came around the Horn in the ship
Edward Everett, as a Director of the Ed-
ward Everett Company, of 150 men, of
which J. A. Benton was Chaplain. On
their arrival here the company went upon
the Moquelumne river, where it disbanded,
each striking out for himself in quest of
gold. But very few of that memorable
party are to-day living upon the coast.
Mr. Jacobs began forwarding and teaming
from Sacramento to the various mining |
camps, and some ten years later settled |
down rming in this county, an occu-
pation he successiully followed in the suc-
ceeding years. His estate consists of some
1,800 acres of improved land in Sacramento
and adjoining counties and several valu-
able pieces of property in this city. He |
leaves a wife and son, W. 8. Jacobs, The
latter was by his first wife.

THE THEATER.

Sermon by the Rev. E. R. Dille at the
Sixth-street M. E. Church.

The announcement that Rev. E. R. Dilles
pastor of the Sixth-street M. E. Church,
would deliver a sermon upon the
Theater, caused that building to be filled
with a large audience Sunday evening. The
reorganized choir of twenty-two voiceS

rendered excellent music. The minister
read for his text Luke vi., 43-44:

For a good tree bringeth mnot forth corrupt
fruit ; neither doth a corrupt tree bring forth
good fruit. For every tree is known by its own
fruit. For of thorns men do not gather figs, nor
of a bramble bush gather they grapes.

The speaker commenced by saying the
dramatic instinct was inborn. Inchildhood
we played make-believe circus and school ;
as we grow older we hold to it, hence the
dramas, comedies and tragedies of the
stage. In all civilized lands are to beh.)u'ud
traces of the drama. Donaldson, in writing
upon this subject, said: **The dramatic
art, wherever it has existed as a genuine
product of the soil, has always been con-
nected in its origin with the religious rites
of an elementary worship; that is, with
those enthusiastic orgies which spring from
a personification of the powers of nature.
This was the case in India and in those
parts of Italy where scenic entertainments
existed before the introduction of the
Greek drama. But in Greece this was so
not only in the beginning, but as long as
the stage existed, and the circumstances
which gave to the Attic drama its chief
strength and its highest charms, was its
continued connection with the state wor-
ship of Bacchus, in which both tragedy
and comedy took their rise. The theatrical
representations at Athens, even in the days
of Sophocles and Aristophanes, were con-
stituent parts of a religious festival. The
theater in which they were performed was

| sacred to Bacchus, and the worship of the

god was always as much regarded as the
amusement of the sovereign people.”

The Greek drama came from the mire,
and was never able to clear itself of pan-
dering to the grossness of the vice of men.

| It was ever characterized by grossness of
| speech and action, exerting a corrupting

The orgies of
Bacchus was the principal cause of the
moral decay of Greece. Rome borrowed
Most of the early
dramas are lost, yet the loss is not to be de-
plored. Their plots were the downfall of

| the virtuous, the escapades of courtesans,

unfit to be rendered before an audienece

| that had the least claim to respectability.
| The degradation of the drama became so
! bad that actors were refused citizenship,
| and in some instances banished.

seemed to revel in the grossness of dra-
matic degradation. Actresses were num-
bered by the thousands, while in Greece,
even in China to-day, no female
is allowed to play upon the stage.
The Jews never had the drama, nor did
Christians for several centuries. It was re-
garded by them as a heathen innovation,
and one of gross immorality. In the mid-
dle ages there was no drama, but it was re-
vived in the days of Shakespeare. Some
men are not born to die. Shakespeare was
one of them, and his writings will live on
forever. Where there is one that learns of
Shakespeare's writings by seeing them
dramatized there are a hundred who have
Addison said, “Would to God
our modern English drama was as moral

as was that of Greeks and Romans.”
Greece and Rome had no Bible. England
had, she rallied and lived. The early

dramatists were atheists and immoral. The
puritanical fathers opposed it in England,

The Case of B. M. Richmond.

The evidence taken at the Coroner’s in
quest in the case of Billings M. Richmond,
formerly of this city, but who recently died
under peculiar circumstances on his ranch
near Bieber, Lassen county, showed that
for some time be had been in poor health,
and complained of dizziness.

Amos Coates testified that he saw de-
ceased on the day of his death. He sgent
for witness. The deceased told witness
that he was in a bad fix, and that he should
never get up again, and wanted witness to
stay with him. Witness thought him in a
dangerous condition and insisted on send-
ing for a doctor. The deceased then asked
some one to go for a doctor. The deceased
remarked after having a spasm that he
wished he could be with his family (whe
were in Sacramento). He then had an-
other spasm. After coming to he re-
marked: “IfIam not under the influ-
ence of strychnine I don’t know what
strychnine is.” The deceased told witness
to wet his lips again with vinegar. He
again went into another spasm, and that
was the last ene. He told witness when he
spoke about strychnine that he did not
know how he could have got it. He was
dead when the doctor came.

Mrs. Anna Kobne (who lived in this city
as Mrs. Barnum prior to her marriage to
Mr. Kohne) testified that she was working
for the deceased about six or seven months.
On the day of the death he called witness
to his room and told her to go down town
and get a $1 worth of strychnine, for the
cats were bothering him so he could not
sleep.  Witness heard deceased before
speaking of getting strychnine to kill
gophers. Witness left the strychnine in
the cupboard. He asked witness what she
did with the sirychnine, and directed her to
bring it to him, as he said it was a danger-
ous thing to have around. Witness took
the strychnine to him. ‘The deceased put
it under his pillow. Witness was satistied
that the deceased did not live happily at
home with his wife. Witness did not get
any medicine for him. The verdict of the
jury was that the deceased came to his
death from causes unknown to the jurors.

-
THE STRYCHNINE SETTLED — A young
man residing in the lower portion of the
city was married last winter, and indulged
in the usual anticipations of living bappily
ever afterwards. Soon, however, there
were bickerings and trouble generally in
the family, and things went from bad to
worse until recently his wife expressed a
determination to commence proceedings
for a divorce. This so demoralized him
that he concluded to shuffle of this mortal
coil and be done with it. As means to the
end he placed three grains of strychninein
a drink of whisky and stirred it up, but,
hesitating a little before he drank it, a con-
siderable portion of the poison settled in
the bottom of the glass. What he took
would have probably killed him but for
the services of a physician and a far-reach-
ing and not-to-be-denied stomach pump,
bwhich were procured as soon as possible
after the suicidal attempt became known.
