Whenever any common car- i
inr shall refuse to obey any iawi'ul order of!the Commission, it ismade the doty «f the
Commission to apply to a United StatesCircuit Court, sitting in equity, allegingtheViolation,and the Coort iballhear and de-
termine the mattet on short notice, and
without the formal prooeedtegs ofordinary
suits, but so as to do justice, and the Courtmay, in proper cases, issue writs of injunc-
tion or other process, mandatory orOtherwise, to restrain further viola-
tion of the orders- of the Commission on the
part of the common carrier offending. For
such purpose the Circuit Courts shall be
deemed always in sesaion. The bill re-
quires that all charges for any service in
transporting passenpexs or freights, or stor-iag goods, by common carriers, shall he
reasonable. It prohibits all rebates anddrawbacks, and all unjust discrimination.
requirina that all persons shall be charged
and treated alike for services rendered un-
Jer substantially similar circumstances and
conditions. Every common carrier subject
to the bill shall, within forty days after it
becomes a law, file with the Commission
copies of all its tarifls of fares and freights,
including its classification and terminal
charges, and shall make them public, so
far at the Commission may deem practica-
ble. No advance on such published rates
shall he made without ten days' public no-
tice.
