Mrs. Y'ung Wing was a lady of
charming manners, and was greatly ad-
mired inthe society in which she moved.

London special nays: 1bare discovered that
the organisation ofthe army of Ulster has
progressed to an extraordinary degree, and
1 have gathered startling particulars which
are iiisecret circulation among the Orange-
men in this city. Tbe leading fact is
that the organization of Eoyalists,
a Protestant body of men, pledged
to resist by force any attempt to
carry out home rulo in Ireland
by the Parnellite body, has developed
enormously, without anybody having the
slightest .suspicion. An army is already
practically enrolled, and all the details have
been arranged with the greatest precision.
Large nnmbles of distinguished noblemen
and members ot Parliament are enrolled
among the officers ol the army, and arms
have been provided. Arrangements have
been made for securing cannon and horses.
Ihave not succeeded in learning who is to
be cominnnder-in-chief, but it willdoubt-
less be one of the officers of the English
army, whose defection is counted upon by
the promoters of the desperate scheme o"f
rebellion.

THE HOME RULE BILL.
(.I.kUioih'~ Tactics to Overcome the

Lord™' Opposition.

Nr.w Vokk. May 30th.—O. W.Smalley's
London cablegram to the Tribune says re-
garding the home rule bill: The situation
is fullof mysteries which must be cleared
up before the division next week if the
(iovernment is to get a majority, for which
itsacrificed so much. No estimates to-day
are worth much, but the confidence of the
Ministerial whips is less than itwas. Glad-
stone has succeeded in diminishing the
majority heretofore believed to be assured
against him, but is very doubtful whether
he has destroyed the power of the Liberal
seceders. There are not ten known and
named seceders from Caine's list of 104.
Liberal members determined to voteajtainst
tbe bill. The highest majority ever esti-
mated against the bill was 40, and it is-not
thought the majority, either way, willex-
ceed 10, unless Chamberlain abstains from
voting.

Most of the London correspondents to-
day devote themselves to the scene in the
House of Commons on Friday night, and
opinions are divided as to whether Glad-
stone gained or lost in the proceedings. As
to the general ouestion of noose rule, Jas.
O'Kelly cables "to the Hcalcl :The practi-
cal dropping of the home-rule bill does not
injure its prospects or delay its passage.
Itis absolutely impossible itshould become
a law this session. By prolonging Parlia-
ment and calling a new session in the au-
tumn the Government will have fifteen
months' run in the next session, inwhich
to beat the opposition in the Lords when
the billis sent to tbe upper House. Glad-
stone can dissolve Parliament in the win-
ter, which time is favorable to a popular
vote. There is no use going on with the
bill this session, because the Lords are cer-
tain to throw it out. The Irish parly, who
understand Parliamentary tactics, arc
pretty well content to get a" second reading
this session and to postpone the final light
to autumn, when the Liberal party will
have dosed up its ranks.

bate on sir Michael Bicks-Beach's motion
ofadjournment, be confessed that tha newhome-rule bill would contain the main
provisions of the measure now before tbe
House, and directly afterward, without a
word (.1 explanation, six Liberals who had
pledged themselves to vote (bra second
reading of the bill notified tbe party matta
gen t.'ial they had rocoiisiifered their
promises and resolved to oppose the bill,
Gladstone's whips are making frenzied at-
tempts to recapture the seceders and pos-
s'bly may lind some means of COST ins]
them yet, but the fact illustrates the diffi-
culties tbe Premier has from day t<> day to

confront and overcome. What the Tories
wanted was to «et from Gladstone a con-
fession that the old bill was dead. Accord-
ingly the late of the second reading looks
less hopeful, and the opposition are ialk-
ing of the possibility of a small majority
against the second readimr.
