THE NATION'S DEAD.

! FLORAL I)ECOR.\TIOX C¥ GEXERAL
GRANT’S TOMB.

Confederates and Federals Contri-
bute—A Memorable Oe-
casion,

[SPRCIAL BY TELEGRAFH TO THE RECORD-UNION. ]

* NEw York, May 31st.—Almost with the

first dawn of daylight people began to as-
semble around General Grant’s tomb, and
by 10 o'clock hundreds of wisitors were on
the blufl’ overlooking the Mudson. Plat-
forms in the form of stages had been built
on each side of the tomb, and at daybreak
the business of arranging the floral decora-
tions on and around the latter began. The
front of the tomb was draped with ivy
sprays so thickly as almost to hide the
brickwork. On each side of the gate were
beautiful wreaths of lilies, red and yellow
roses and ferns. The iron bars of the gate
were entwined with sprays of smilax,
mixed with roses. Over the gate was a
crown of magnificent lilies and other flow-
ers, with a white dove descending on it,
and round the half circle of the arch was
the inscription, * Faithful Unto Death.”
The lettering was composed of white
Christmas roses. Over the keystone
of the arch stood a floral cross of
arms, Easter lilies, roses, and smilax. The
interior of the tomb was a mass of palm
branches, foliage, plants and ferns, maiden-
hair'and others. On each side of the gate-
way were disposed scrolls of white immor-
telles, bearing in purple letters the words
“Fipis” and * Peace,”” and in front of the
entrance was a three-inch gun, composed
of white immortelles, with a carriage of
ivy, a white dove perched on_the muzzle.
The members of the Grand Army who
tock part in the ceremonies at the tomb
went up the Hudson by steamer to One
Huudred and Twenty-ninth street, and
marched thence to the spot, where they ar-
rived about 2 p. a. By thistime Riverside
Park, in the neighborhood, was filled with
a vast throng of people, stretching away
from the central object of interest in every
direction.

During the march to the tomb the North
Atlantic squadron fired minute guns. At
the tomb a battalion of marines and State
Fencibles formed a line to the left, while
the Grand Army Posts advanced to the
place reserved for them in front of the
grand stand. The ceremonies bagan by
the playing of Chopin's funeral march.
This was followed by the Grand Army rit-
ual, read by Commander J. P. Howait.
After the Awphion Musical Society had
sung the hymn, *“ Nearer, My God, to
Thee,” Rev. Dr. Storrs, of Brooklyn, offered
a prayer. When he had finished there fol-
lowed a responsive service from the Grand
Army ritual, in which Chaplain R. B. G.
William, the Amphion Society, Com-
mander Howatt and Post Commander H.
M. Calvert took part. The Amphion So-
ciety sang “ Ye Heroes Who Immortal
Live,” and then General Logan delivered
the address of the day.

THE PROCESSION.

The sky to-day had a threatening ap-
pearance, and this morning there was a
sharp rainfall. This soon passed away,
but the day was a dark and gloomy one,
and all business is suspended in the city.

The procession was one of the most im-
posing and the best-disciplined public
pageant ever seen in the city. Two brig-
ades of the National Guard, which acted
as escort to the Grand Army column, were
warmly applauded for their fine appear-
ance and brilliant marching.

The church bells rang out the opening
salute to-day and flags were displayed at
half-mast on all public and many private
buildings.

By orders from first division head-
quarters, the troops were to assemble on
West Fifty-sixth and contiguous streets at
9 o'clock this morning, the regiments to
parade in full dress uniform, in light
marching order, and to form in close col-
umns of companies, the right in front, the
head of the column resting on Fifth
avenue. The roll-call sounded in the Sev-
enth Regiment armory at 8 A. »., and
twenty minuteslater the regiment marched
out through East Sixty-sixth street, by the
residence where only one year ago General
Grant rolled ap the shade at his window
and, with his skull-cap drawn tightly over
his head, had received the marching sa-
lute. The windows were filled to-day with
throngs of curly-headed children.

LINE OF MARCH.

It was after 9 o'clock before the general
word was given for the order to march.
Then the Ninih Regiment wheeled into
Fifth avenue. and the parade began. At
the Windsor Hotel a delay oceurred. The
chiefs were in the hotel discussing the news
that Governor Hill had at the last moment
declined to participate in the review on the
ground of unaveidable engagements, and
it was not known that the President would
arrive. At the end of an hour intetligence
was received that the President was ap-
proaching from the foot of East Twenty-
third street. The Old Guard was sent to
receive him, and the procession started,
conveying with it General Sheridan, who
was loudly cheered as he left the hotel.
T'he line of march was through Fifth ave-
nue, to Forty-second street, to Madison
avenue, to Thirty-sixth street and to Fifih
avénue. On Maison avenue the President,
escorted by the Old Guard, was placed on
the right of the line. The reviewing stand
was reached at 11 A. ». Then the march
past began.

Long before the hour fixed for the morv-
ing of the column, every point of vantage
about Madison Sguare had its occupants.
Every window in the Fifth-avenue Hotel,
the Hoffman House and the Albemarle
Hotel was occupied by ladies. The gentle-
men's parlor on the second floor of the
Fifth-avenue Hotel was occupied by Mrs,
Vilas and her party of lady friends, among
whom were Mrs. and Miss Folsom. Mr.
Folsom was on the grand stand near the
spot assigned for the President.

REVIEWED BY THE PRESIDENT.

At precisely 11 o'clock Captain Monat,
with bis platoon of mounted police, passed
the stand. Next came the Old Guard and
the veterans of Kimball Post, G. A. R.,who
acted as the President’s special body guard.
They deployved in front of the reviewing
stand as Postmaster-General Vilas and Gen-
eral McMahon ascended the stand from a
carriage. Mayor Grace and President
Mooney, of the Board of Aldermen, had
already arrived, and, assisted by Police
Commissioner Voorhees, showed President
Cleveland to the place of honor reserved
for him. From the next carriage came
General Sheridan, Colonel M. V. Sheridan
and General Blunt; then General Scho-
field, General Whinple and Admiral Jouett
and his staff. To the left of the President
stood Mayer Grace, then General Sheridan,
and next to him President Mooney, Secre-
tary Whitney and others. The first regi-
ment of the military escort which passed
was the Eleventh, and the colors were low-
ered 1n salute, to which the President
doffed his hat. Gilmore's band came next,
his 100 pieces playving Mendelssohn’s
** Wedding March.” The vociferous cheers
of the multitude added to the eompliment.

The President acknowledged the com-
pliment by raising his hat. The cheers
were continued until the strains of the
band became lost in the distance.

At Washington square the procession
disbanded, and the different posts of the
G. A. R. marched to the various cemeteries
andd decorated the graves of the soldier
Jead.

Castie Garden is closed to-day for the
first time on Decoration Day since 1876.
All the vessels that arrived with immi-
grants after 5 p. M. yesterday were obliged
to keep them on board. They will not be
received at the garden until to-morrow.

ANOTHER DESCRIPTION OF THE FLORALL
TRIBUTES. |

NEw York, May 31st.—Not even on the
August day when the body of the great
soldier was laid to rest was the tomb of
General Grant bedecked with such a wealth
of flowers, immortelles and ev as
surround it to-day. North and West, East
and South have done their utmost to make
the display a worthy one, and Confederate
and Federal veterans have vied with each
in sending tokens of remembrance

and affection for the dead leader. The
slope leading to the river is crowded witha
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) by the District militia and lecal Posts of

waving field of loweliness. Spreadingin a ’
fan shape behind the tomb and tapping a |
little spot of rising ground are successive
rows of floral emblems, palms, ferns and a
small forest of other evergreens tastefully
arranged. The central figureis a very beau-
tiful floral tribute which arrived yesterday
from U.S. Grant Post of b.~ City, Mich.
It consists of a wire fountan cight feet
high and six feet wide. On it is worked
in immortelles, maiden-hair ferns, pampas
plumes, calendulas and Mareschal Neil
roses, the Michigan coat of arms sur-
mounted by a floral eagle. On each side
are floral ladders, the rounds of which
bear, worked in flowers, the words * Shi-
loh,” *“ Vicksburg,” * Orchard Knob,”
* Lookout Mountain,” and other scenes of
Grant's victories. The whole is surmounted
by a floral arch of roses, under which
stands the word * Appomaitox,” while un-
derneath it is a white dove resting upon
the word * Peace.” Near by is a quaint
and striking centribution, jurst received
from Robert E. Lee Camp of Confederate
Veterans, of Richmond. The words ** Let
Us Have Peace " appearin blue letters on a
gray ground, on the outside of the hollow
pillar, in which is an elegant Virginia
cedar, surrounded with bright flowers.

Inside the tomb is a large floral shield,
sent by U. 8. Grant Post, of Philadelphia,
with the arms of Pennsylvania in immor-
telles and grasses of many colors.

Wreaths of delicate flowers cover the
front of the structure, and twined in the
bars of the iron gate are sprigs of ivy from
a plant originally taken from the tomb of
Martin Luther, and presented by Mrs. Dr.
Newman.

The carload of flowers sent by California
stood yesterday on the railway track at
One Hundred and Twenty-sixth street, but
was not unloaded.

At the arsenal at Central Park there are
still three trucks of flowers and evergreens
from Florida and South Carolina.

From the Confederate veterans of Vir-
ginia comes a laurel tree from the field of
the battle of the Wilderness.

IN THE EVENING,

New York, May 31st.—On the stage at
the Academy of Music this evéning were
seated President Cleveland, Secretaries
Whitney, Endicott, Lamar and Vilas, Gen-
eral Logan and others. Mayor Grace intro-
duced the orator of the evening, General
Vilas, who paid a glowing tribute to the
dead heroes. He dwelt at length upon
three Generals who bave died since last
Memorial Day—Grant, McClellan and Han-
cock.

GENERAL THOMAS FRANCIS MEAGHER.

New York, Jnne 1st—A. M.—A memorial
demonstration in honor of General Thomas
Francis Meagher was held at Chickering
Hall lastsevening, under the auspices of
the Irish-American Union. A life-size por-
trait of the gallant commander of the Irish
Brigade was unveiled by Mrs. Meagher
amid the applause of the audience. The
flag won at Fredericksburg and two of the
flags of the Irish Brigade will be placed in
the Council chamber of Waterford city,
General Meagher's native place.

A MEMORABLE DAY.

New York, June 1st—a. Mm.—Yesterday
was a memorable Decoration Day in this
city. Several things combined to make it
so. First, the President and Cabinet were
here to review the parade; next, the Presi-
dent's bride-elect was here, and curiosity
and excitement had been raised to the
highest pitch by newspaper rivalry. But
the greatest of all were the ceremonies of
decoration at Grant’s tomb. The beauty
of the situation of the tomb was enhanced
a thousand fold by the marvelous floral
display. No such mass of flowers had
ever been seen here on any occasion,
and none attracted greater attention
than California’s contribution. The first
to catch the eye of the spectators
was a magnificent floral horse, in full mili-
tary trappings, from Oakland. The rider
was damaged in transportation, but the
horse, equipments and saddle were perfect.
The two largest and most magnificent of-
ferings were those of California, collec-
tively, and that of Bay City, Michigan—an
immense coat of arms of that State. The
exercises at the tomb were attended by an
immense number of people. Orator Logan
was well received. It is a fact worthy of
note, that wherever Logan appeared yester-
day he was received with great enthusiasm,
not even second to that marking the re-
ception of Cleveland.

AT THE NATIONAL CAPITOL.

Wasninaron, May 31st.—The day opened
with an overcast sky, and toward noon a
steady rain began to fall. Business was
suspended to a great extent. The Arling-
ton Congressional Cemetery and Soldiers’
Home were the points where the formal
services were held. The veterans turned
out in force, and proceeded, with many
bands, flying colors, and an abundance of
flowers, to the cemeteries. Several bat-
teries of United States artillery, led the Ar-
lington procession, and they were followed

the Grand Army of the Republic, the col-
ored Posts, with their large membership,
forming a noticeable feature of the parade.
A large delegation from the veterans’ corps !
also proceeded to Alexandria, Va., where
they were met by the Alexandria Light In-
fantry, and escorted to the National Ceme-
tery, at that place, where flowers were l
strewn upon the soldiers’ graves. A large
wreath of roses and other flowers was sent
from the White House to-day to Mount
Vernon, to decorate the tomb of Washing-
ton.

PracerviLne, May 3lst.—The G. A: R. |
observed Decoration Day in grand style, |
There were extended servicesin the church,
and hundreds were unable to gain admis-
sion. The streets passed through was a
sea of flags. Twenty-five veterans were
escorted to the cemetery bp the Knights of
Pythias, Native Sons of the G. W., and 40
little girls bearing flowers in every design
in profusion. making mounds of flowers
over the graves of the heroes.

Avrury, May 3ist.—Decoration Day was
duly observed here. The exercises con-
sisted of a procession to the cemetery,
headed by a brass band, followed by Bel-
mont Post, G. A. R., young ladies as a dec-
orating committee, Native Sons, school
children and citizens.

COMMUTATIONS FOR CRIME.
An Appeal for Justice to the Publie, In-
stead of Bolstering Criminals.

Eps. REcorp-Uxiox : In this day of par-
dons and petitions for Executive clemency,
is it not about time to cali a balt, and see
whither we are drifting? We understand
a petition is, or has been, circulatinz in
this county asking his Excellency Gov-
ernor Stoneman to commute the sentence
of one French to imprisonment for life.
We also understand that the Judge before
whom he was tried, the prosecuting attor-
neys, as well asa portion of the jury, have

signed said petition.

We premise that the Judge was impar-
tial in Lis rulings, the attorneys true to the
cause of the people, the jury faithful to
their obligations and true to the evidence
brought before them. We lav no blame at
the door of his friends in the presenting of
said petition. "If granted, it will only be a
slight salve to ameliorate the disgrace that
otherwise might accrue. We honor them
in doing all in their power to give the pris-
oner all the benefit that was or coul"l be
derived from a proper presentation of the
case before the Court and a jury of his
peers. This has been done, a verdict ren-
dered, an appeal taken, and the judgment
of the lower Court sustained. The Judge,
the attorneys and the jury are ofiicers of
the peonie, and occupy their respective po-
sitions for the enforcement of the law of
the land in meeting out justice for all eciti-

I zens of the commonwealth.

We ask, are they willing to bring odium
upon themselves and the official positions
they filled through the sufirage of the peo-
ple, by indorsing a petition to the Gov-
ernor asking his executive clemency in
this case? Is justice done? Is the law
answered? What are the ameliorating
circumstances? If committed to life im-
prisoninent, one man's power from his
position, must balance the weight of twelve,
and the peers of any other twelve men in
the State.

Yes, life is sweet. It was sweet to the
murdered man, and his life was sweet to
to his wife and children, but this sweetness
did not stay the cool, red hand of deliber-
ate murder. Grant this petition and what
follows? Ina few years another petition
will follow asking for his pardon. Nine
chances out of ten it will be granted.

We ask of you, Governor Stoneman, to
see that justice be done, not to the pris-
oner; that has already been ordered, but
to the offended law, whose giant arm is the
protection of the strong and the weak, to
the people of this county, and to the citi-
zens of this State.

If justice be not done, the time is not
distant when the people will take the law
into their own hands, as was lately done
near Plymouth. and ouar California climate
will be an admirable one for those who
commit lawless deeds to migrate from.
More than two years, in this case,
has justice been delayed. Some one,
perhaps innocent parties, in the near
future will answer to the “law’s delay.”
An outraged people will not forever stand
with folded hands and bated breath, but,
like a prairie fire, will sweep this scum of
civilization from our midst. Let the laws
be vindicated and the transgressor know
that punishment will follow swift and sure,
and the moral atmosphere will be fragrant
with peace and happiness, and life and
property become seeure as the birthright of
all.

Tre MarsLe MinL.—Isreal Luce, of
Sacramento, who owns the marble quarry
in Inyo, was in Reno, and is figuring on
water power for a mill to saw up his rock.
If he succeeds in getting started, he will in
the end have works here for working marble
into monuments and figures. His marble
is not the common kind, but is known as
dolomite, and is supposed by scientists to
have been formed by voleanic vapors. It
is of excellent quality, and he has a moun-
tain of it. He believes if the C. & C. is
built down to the Atlantic and Pacific that
he will have the monopoly of the whole
Mississippi valley, as he can lay down the
rock in New .Orleans cheaper than Ver-
mont or Italian marble can be got there.
He can saw out caps and sills cheaper than
a man can cut granite or sandstone. He i3
divided in his inclination between the
water power on Owens river and one at
Reno. His material will lose one-fifth in
waste and thus save freight, but he has to
box all of his square pieces, and will haveto
ship lumber down from this country if he
goes to Owens river, so there will not be
much in favor of either place. He will
put up four gang saws and one rip saw and
rubbing bed now, but his works will grow
to the extent of the business, which may
be immense some day.—Inyo Independent.
