Y esterday morning the body of a woman
abont years of age, fuily dressed, but
without a hat, was found by twe boys in
the slough rear the head of Thirtieth street.
They notiticd the Coroner, who had the re-
mains removed to his oflice, where they
were subsequently identified as those of
Mrs. Louise Hicken, wife of John B. Hick-
en, a well-known resident of Roseville.

DECORATION DAY.

Memorial Exercises Yesterday—1he Pro-
cession—Decorating Grayes.

Yesterday, throughout the United States,
the graves of those who fell in the battles
ot the rebellion, and those who died since,
who took part in that memorable struggle,
were visited in every part of the Union
and decorated with flowers. At an early
hour yesterday morning men, women and
children wended their way to the grave-
yards of this city, the abode of the silent
dead, and the little mounds rising above
the remains of loved ones were buried deep
with a wreath of flowers, of which, at this
season of the year, Sacramento hath such
an abundance. The decorations were so
numerous; so appropriate, so expressive of
love and affection, that it awakened
in the minds of all thoughts of the
many tender ties that had been
severed, of the hearts that had
been made sad, of the homes that had been
made desolate and lonely, when the silver
cord had been broken, and the loved one
whose remains were now honored #nd re-
vered crossed the Silent River and entered
that unknown land from whose bourne no
traveler returns. The decorations were not
confined to a few graves, but appeared to
be very general throughout the cemetery.
The graves of soldiers were easily distin-
guished from the others, from the fact that
each was marked with a small flag, the
banner of the Union under which they
fought, that their country might be pre-
served.

THE PROCESSION.

At 10 A. . the procession formed on K,
Ninth and Tenth streets, and marched
down K to Second, to J, to Tenth, to the
City Cemetery, in the following order :
Uniformed police; First Artillery band;
First Artillery Regiment, Colonel Sheehan
commanaing—Companies A, B, E and G ;
General Carey and staff, in carriages; G. A,
R.—Summner, Warren and Fair Oaks Posts;
ladies of Sumner and Fair Oaks Relief
Corps, in carriages; city officials, in car-
riages, and a long line of vehicles.

On arriving at the cemeiery the proces-
sion repaired to the G. A. R. lot, on the
eastern slope, where the ritual ceremonies
were read by the officers of Sumner and
Prayer was offered by
{ Rev. E. R. Dille, and the band played as a
| finale, “Neater, My God, to Thee,” after
which the multitude scattered throyghout
“God’'s Acre,” and the decorating of graves
{ was tended to. The floral pieces placed in
| the G. A. R. lot were those which were ex-
hibited in the church Sunday evening, and
a large number of others of beautiful and
aporopriate designs, the work of the ladies
of Fair Oaks and Sumner Reliet Corps.
Each grave in the plot was decorated with
flowers by thesame fair hands,who also ded-
icated floral mounds to General Grant,
General J. F. Miller, the martyred Presi-
dent Lincoln, and the unknown dead. The
ladies of Sumner Corps also decorated the
grave of their late sister, Mrs. Isaac Moore,
covering it with flowers, placing thereon a
silken banner and a large Maltese cross of
flowers, in which was delicately woven the
words ‘‘Rest, Mary."”

The services over, the procession re-
formed and returned at 12:30 p. M. Services
were held by the various Posts and Corps
on their return to their halls.

General McComb, Warden of the Folsom
State Prison, furnished a large lot of beau-
tiful flowers from the Prison grounds.

There seems to be some kind of a “‘hitch”
between Sumner and Warren Corps on one
side and Fair Oaks on the other. Just
what it is outsiders are unable to find out,
but it was easy for the latter to observe
that during the services at the cemetery
Fair Oaks was utterly and entirely ignored
by the other two corps. The commands
were given by Colonel Kellogg on the “‘con-
secrated ground” in the following style:
“The officers of the two corps will please
assemble, ete.”” Just what is the difference
between the ex-scldiers no one cares, but
such an exhibition of feeling at such a
place, and upon such aa occasion, would
seem to be entirely out of place, and not in
keeping wit!: the lesson sought to be taught.

Among the graves decorated with the
American colors, was one near the north-
eastern corner of the cemetery, which at-
tracted no little attention. The lotis a ne-
glected one, inasmuch as it is not bricked
up, sown to grass or covered with growing
plants. The grave is marked simply with
a plain dark granite slab, the back and
sides rough, the face polished, upon which
is chiseled in plain letters, all of one size,
the following: “Col. Wm. S. Hamilton,
son of General Alex. Hamilton. Was born
N. Y. Aug. 4th, 1797. He was an early set-
ler of Wisconsin, coming to Californmia in
1849. He died here Oct. 9th, 1850. In size
and features he much resembled his illus-
trious father. A friend erected this stone.”

No accident of any kind happened during
the day, and there was no interference of
the street-car travel, the management of the
procession avoiding the formation of block-
ades. Altogether the management was a
decided success, and reflected much credit
upon those who participated.

-

An Improvement.

When the Museumn Association estab-
lished the School of Design in the beautiful
assembly hall of the E. B. Crocker Art
Gallery it deprived itself of a lecture and

assembly room. Since January it has held
its meetings in the library room. It has
just fitted up a new lecture room, in which
and adjoining rooms it will place its
museum exhibits. The new hall is upon
the ground floor of the Art Gallery. By
the use of drapery on two sides a room has
been partitioned off about 50 by 50 feet.
The drapery is a rich maroon in color and
the two other walls have been tinted to
exactly match the hangings. On the south
side, in an octagonal recess 12 feet deep, is
a two terraced stage, opening at the rear
upon a space to be used as a laboratory.
On the west side of the stage is also an en-
trance to this reservation from the audi-
torium. Along the east side is a reserva-
tion 12 feet wide the whole length of the
floor, some 70 feet. Thus around the
lecture-room, on two sides, there is a broad
space for storage, packing-room, etc. The
lecture-room is entered from a vestibule 25
by 20 feet, which will also be used for
Museum exhibits. To the west of this,
and opening also into the hall, is an office.
The new lecture-hall is lighted by day from
four windows on the west, and by night

lights. The sea‘ing capacity is 300. The
acoustic properties are excellent. To-day
the finishing touches will be given by hang-
ing a number of fine pictures in the panels
of the walls and the placing of globes on
either side of the stage, In all respects the
new room is an excellent one, and admir-
ably adapted for lecture and assembly pur-
poses. To-morrow evening it will be dedi-
cated to its uses by a meeting of the Asso-
ciation, when Hon. R. T. Devlin, Secretary
of the State Penological Commission, will
present for consideration the interesting
subject of *‘ Paroling Conviets,” a system
just adopted in Ohio, and that is possessed
of great interest for society.

The Coroner’s inquest held at Dixon
yesterday in the case of A. James, who was
killed by a train near Batavia Sunday even-
ing, returned a verdict exonerating the
train men, and fixing the blame of the
accident upen the deceased, whose conduct
in getting drunk and lying down with his
head upon a tie led to his death.

The Sacramento river has at last com-
menced to fall in earnest, and, for the first
time in many weeks, it was yesterday be-
low the 21-foot mark, registering 20 feet 9
inches. As there is now very little snow
on the hills, the river can only be kept at a
high stage by the vast quantity of water
which has to be drained from the over-
flowed country.

Early yesterday afternoon C. T. Wheeler
left his horse unhitched, in the alley in the
vicinity of Ninth and H streets for a few
minutes, the horse contentedly nibbling
grass. A small boy came along, however,
stated “ shoo to the horse, and the animal
not being accustomed to that kind of a re-
mark ran away, damaging the buggy con-
siderably, and at last accounts he was still
running with the shafts and front wheels.

The item in yesterday’s Recorp-UNION,
referring to the recent assassination of John
B. Stanton, in Shasta county, spoke of him
as a Russian, while the fact is that he was
born in Connecticut, and came to Califor-
nia in 1849, from Russia, Herkimer county,
New York. Mrs. Stanton always resided
in Connecticut. Mr, Stanton had two
brothers, who, if still living, are presumed
to be residing in the State of New York, or
somewhere in the East.

German class, en-
rolled 240 : daily attendance, 216; French
class, enrolled, 42; daily attendance, 38.

In San Francisco, I received when I
had constant work, §1 2 per week, with which
to furnish clothing, food and room. Many days
there was no work; some days a few ho
work. Several times I have gone to my labor
mo without food:; and have been com-
pelled 1o sell articles of clothing, or a book to
meet room rent. Since the birth of my child
God*only knows how we have lived. Inthe
