SAN FRANCISCO ITEMS.

Charles Crocker will leave New York for
California June 10th.

There are now lying in the harbor many
ships ready to sail, but unable to get crews.

Yung's lot, on Sacramento street, shut in
by Crocker's twenty-foot fence, is offered
for sale. The former owner is dead.

The new school census of this city shows
that there are about 72,000 children of
school age in the city, an increase of about
3,000 over the census of last year.

It has been decided by the Spreckels
brothers, and others interested in the
Oceanic Steamship Company, to empioy
Chinamen to fill the places left vacant by
the striking crew of the steamer Mariposa.

The Railroad Commissioners unani-
mously adopted Commissioner Carpenter’s
order fixing the rates of freight upon the
San Joaquin Valley and Yosemile Railroad
from Berenda to Ravmond. The rates
adopted correspond with those south of the
Berenda junction.

Rev. O. P. Fitzgerald, who was Superin-
tendent of Public Instruction in California
for four years from December, 1867, was
recently defeated for Bishop of the Metho-
dist Church South by Rev. Dr. J. 8. Key,
of Georgia. Three other Bishops were
elected at the same Conference.

Coiner Gorham of the local Mint reports
a coinage of $1,950,000in gold in the month
of May, of which $570,000 was in eagles
and $1,380,000 in half eagles. The coinage
for the same month last year was $1,260,-
000, of which $1,160,000 was in double
eagles and $100,000 in standard dollars.
For some months, only eagles and half
eagles have been coined.

The Death of John B. Stanton.

Cox & Clarke have received a letter from
Judge Holl, who was sent up to their

ranch in Shasta county — the ranch
| partly in Shasta and partly in Lassen—to
| investizate the circumstances connected
with the assassination of John B. Stanton,
their foreman, last Friday evening. It is
learned that on the day of his death Mr.
Stanton and a young man named Sweigert,
who formerly lived on the Cosumnes, but
has beenin Stanton’s employ lately, worked
until late in the evening—about 9 o'clock.
They then cooked and ate their supper, and
Stanton, getting up from the table, moved
toward the window and was looking out,
when the report of a gun was heard. Stan-
’ ton exclaimed, ‘- What was that?” Swei-

gert, glancing at him, said, * It was a gun-
shot, and you are wounded !” The charge,
which subsequently proved to be composed
of buckshot. slugs and small shot, had
struck the unfortunate man on the side of
the face, almost tearing away the jaw, and
yet not disabling to such an extent that he
could not speak. He was assisted to bed,
and his companion said he would go to the
neighbors for help, but Stanton requested
him not to leave him. He sank quite rap-
idly afterwards, and Sweigert hurried to a
neighbor’s and got assistance, but when
they returned Stanton was unconscious. A
doctor was sent for to Fall City, aboutseven
miles disiant, but when the physician ar-
rived the patient had ceased to exist. In
the morning tracks were found which
showed that the murderer rode up to the
corral on horseback, hitched his horse and
made his way to the kitchen window,
where he laid in wait for opportunity to
make a fatal shot, and, after firing, hastened
back to his horse and rode off. Cox &
Clarke have made application to the Gov-
ernor for the offering of the usual reward
($300) for the arrest and conviction of the
murderer, and will give that much in ad-
dition themselves. There is a very strong
clue as to the parties connected with it,
and a good officer should be able to unravel
the mystery in a short time.

Monthly rainfall—On the Washington
Territory «woast, in the mountains and dis-
tricts of mortheastern Californfa, portions
of Colusa, Napa, Santa Cruz and Monterey
counti?s the heavy rainfall has been slightly

tire Pacific States it has been slightly defi-
ciend,

Seasonal rainfall—The few reports near
Pzget Sound and the Willamette walley
show a deficiency of from eight to three
i inches for the season, while along the coast
the excess has been above the average.
Southern Oregon and the entire State of
‘California show a decided excess, being an
average of 37 per cent. for the State. In the
Sacramento valley this excess is 45 to 19
inches, in the San Joaquin valley from 3 to
9inches, In the Napa, Santa Clara and
Salinas valleys the excess has been from 3
to 9 inches. In the southern part of Cah-
fornia the excess has been from 2 to 5
inches.

Frosts—A few very light frosts were re-
ported the morning of the 1st.

North winds—There has been an absence
of the dreaded, drying north wind in the
interior valleys, which has left the good in-
I fluence of the bounteous season’s rainfall
upon the agricultural and fruit products
undisturbed.

General weather characteristics—During
the month no decided cyclonic or anti-
cyclonic conditions have prevailed. For
 fifteen days of the month the area of high
barometer has rested over the north Pa-
cific, and for twelve days on the California
coast ; daring the prevalence of the latter,
between the 3d and 13th, most of the rain
during the month fell over northern and
central California and Oregon and Wash-
ington Territory. No rain fell in the
southern part of the State. The data for
this bulletin is based upon reports from
fourteen Signal Service, forty-three rail-
road, one post surgeon and one voluntary
observers.

Sergeant Barwick reports as follows:
The highest and lowest temperature during
May for Princeton was 92° and 41°; rain-
fall, .35 of an inch; effect of weather on
crops, unexceptionally good—so says David
Bently, the Observer.

The rainfall at Folsom city for May was
.20 of an inch. Hay has been cut, and is
an immense crop. Pium trees in this vicin-
ity are covered with aphis. Grapes are look
ing very fine, and bid fair to be the largest
crop we have ever had—so reporis J. H.
Sturges, the Observer.
