DESCRIPTION OF THE STATES
(EMETERY PLAT.

Brief Sketch of the Lives of Those
who are Buried Therein—Rem-
iniscences of Pioneer Days.

On a little eminence, a short distance
inside, and directly opposite the main en-
trance to the City Cemetery,is what is
known as the State plat. In size it is
about 80 feet square, bricked up, filled in
and inclosed with a neat, strong iron fence.
It is nicelv sodded with grass, and confains
eight graves, five of which are marked with
elegant marble monuments. The grounds
are well kept, and no doubt but the next
Legislature will provide for the erection of
monuments over the graves of those whose
last resting place is now marked only with
a rude piece of redwood board. Below is
given a sketch in brief of the lives of the
men whose services to the State entitled
them to interment in this plat:

HUGH C. MURRAY.

The first to be buried in the State plat
was Hon. Hugh C. Murray, Chief Justice
of the Supreme Court of California, who
died at his residence on L sireet, near
Third, this city, on Friday morning, Sep-

State Fair Matters.

The State Boara of Agriculture met last
evening and awarded the privileges for the
next State Fair as follows; Printing, to
H. 8. Crocker & Co., for $150; selling can-
dies, to Mrs. E. M. Holden, for $198 75;
ice creain, soda-water, cider, root beer and
popcorn, to D 8.Ciphers, of San Francisco,
for $502 50. The entries for the California
Stake, a sweepstakes for all trotting
stallions, to be trotted on the last day of
the Fair, two-mile heats, were opened and
found to name but three horses — Anteo,
Antevoloand Albert W. The matter wasre-
ferred to the Programme (ommittee for
action. The conditions of the race were as
follows : Sweepstakes for all trotting stall-
ions, of $§250 each, $100 to accompany the
nomination, $100 to be paid July 35lst, and
$50 the day previous to the day fixed for
the race; $1,000 added ; the winner to re-
ceive all of the stakes and forfeits, and 25
per cent. of the added money ; the second,
20 per cent., ard the third 25 per cent. of
the added money. Three cr more starters
are required for the added money to be
given. In case there are only two starters,
stakes and forfeits only to be divided, 75
per cent. to the winner and 25 per cent. to
the second. It seems to be uncertain
whether Albert W. will start, and it may
be that if he does not the other horses will
not go, as there will not be any added
money.

tember 18, 1857. He had been suffering
for some time of a disease of his lungs,
and his death was not unexpected. Hugh
C. Murray was born of Scottish parents in
St. Louis, Missouri, on the 22d of April,
1825, and was therefore about 32 years 2nd
5 months of age at the time of his death.
He received his education in Alton, Illi-
nois, where he studied the profession of the
law. Of an ardent and adventurous dis-
position, he sought a position in the army
of his country during the war with Mexico,
and received the appointment of a Lieu-
tenant in the Fourteenth regiment of in-
fantry. The discovery of gold in Cali-
fornia opened a new field to his rest-
less spirit, and he was among the first
to leave the home of his youth
for the shores of California. He
came by the way of Panama, but not hav-
ing secured a through passage. embarked
at that point on the brig Two Friends for
The vessel was old, slow
and her voyvage one of the most adverse
that occurred at that period. In company

| with some of his companions, he left the

vessel at Cape St. Lucas, and walked the
entire distance from that point to San
Francisco, where he arrived in September,
1849, just six months from the time he left
Panama. He immediately commenced
the practice of law, and upon the organiza-
tion of the Superior Court of the city and
county of S8an Francisco, in 1850, he was

{ elected an associate with Judges Smith and

Morse. In 1851, upon the resignation of
Judge Beonett, he was appointed by Gov-
ernor McDougal as one ot the Associate
Justices of the Supreme Court. His term
of office expired in 1853, when he received
the nomination of the Democratic party
for the same position, and was elected by
the people. Upon the resignation of Judge
Lyons that year, he became Chief Justice
of the Court. The term for which he was
elected expired in 1855, when he was nom-
inated for the term of six years by the Amer-
ican party and elected by a small majority,
and acted in the capacity of Supreme Judge
until his untimely death. Asa man Judge
Murray was noted for his extremely posi-
tive character. No cne in the State pos-
sessed more warm and devotedly attached
friends, and probably no one more bitter
enemies. He sought no disguise of his
likes or dislikes, and was consequently
subjected to the severest criticism, as much
so perhaps as any man who has occupied
so exalted a position. The violence of as-
sault hal, on the other hand, the effect of
drawing to him more closely his friends.
As a jurist he occupied an unequivocal
position. No one—not even his most bit-
ter enemy—has ever questioned his capa-
city. He had a peculiarly legal mind,
sufficient to grasp all the points of a case
with wonderful scope. His legal knowl-
edge seemed to be almost intuition. From
chaos he drew forth order, and resolved
the most intricate propositions into clear
and concise forms. His decisions were
always terse and pungent, clear from cir-
cumlocution and directly vo the point.
The last judicial act of his life—the deci-
sion in the case of Welch vs. Sullivan—
was his most elaborate one, and serves bet-
ter than any commentary to diplay the
strong positive character of the Judge and
the man.

The District Court, Judge Botts presid-
ing, adjourned out of respect to Judge
Murray’s memory.

James H. Hardy, a member of the bar,
in addressing the Court upon this occasion
paid a high eulogium to the deceased. He
said the State has lost a treasure, the pro-
fession one of its brightest ornaments, and
the Supreme Bench a Judge wbose place
we can hardly dare to hope will be filled
with the same integrity and ability. He
has been cut off’ in the midst of a brilliant
and useful life. Though comparatively
young, he had made for himself a reputa-
tion as a jurist which stands higher than
any in the State, and which can vie, with-
out any disparagement, with any in the
nation. or in the world. Ata meeting of
the Sacramento Bar, Jos. W. Winans de-
livered an address upon the life and char-
acter of the deceased, an oratorical effort
seldom surpassed, closing with the follow-
ing: ‘ Nor can it be denied by those who
loved him least, that in the brilliance of
his intellect, the vehemence of his invec-
tive, the force of his reason, and the
soundness of his judgment, he was
unsurpassed, almost unrivaled by any of
the pioneers of California. 8o long as this
commonwealth endures, his decisions as a
body will continue to be maodels of clear-
ness and propriety, and while the equita-
ble principles by which they are every-
where pervaded—the emanations of a mind
singularly talented and just, will give to
them a lasting influence upon the public—
the remembrance of hissocial qualities will
endear his memory to multitudes of those
who now survive him.”

The State has erected a marble monu-
ment over his grave, 20 feet in hight, upon
which is the following inscription : “ Hugh
C. Murray, Chief Justice of the Supreme
Court of the State of California. Born, St.
Louis, Mo., April 22, 1825; died, Septem-
ber 18, 1857. Aectis wrum implet non seginbus

annis.”
WILLIAM I. FERGUSON.

On September 14, 1858, William I.
Ferguson, State Senator of Sacramento
county, died in San Francisco, from the
effects of a wound he had received in a
deul fought with George Pen Johnston, on
the 21st of the month preceding. Both
parties to the duel were prominent men,
and the part that each had taken in the
exciting political events of the three pre-
ceding years had made them wilely known.
Ferguson was a remarkable man, then in
the prime of life and the full flush of his
splendid talents. The son of a carpenter,
born in Pennsylvaina, he remo_ved to
Springfield, Illinois, where he studied law
under Colonel E. D. Baker, and rosetoa
Jevel at the bar with such associates as
Lincoln, Douglas, Baker and Logan. From
Illinois he removed to Texas and finally
to Sacramento, where he took and
maintained his position among the bright-
est men at the bar, excelling especially in
the department of criminal practice. Pos-
sessed of great ambition, a brilliant genius,
one of the most eloquent and fascinating
orators California has ever held in citizen-
ship, he entered politics, and soon became
one of the most conspicuous charaecters in

ublic life. He was elected to the State
gennte on the Know-Nothing ticket. He
renounced Know-Nothingism on the floor
of the Senate, and at the time of his death
was a Douglas Democrat. The duel grew
out of a jocular remark made by Ferguson
about some lady friends of Johnston’s,

with others in the Bank Exchange saloon
in San Francisco. Johnston demanded
an apology. Ferguson refused to make it.
Johnston challenged, Ferguson aoceptet'l,
and the duel took place on Angels
Island, in the Bay of San Fran
Neither were injared until the fourth fire,
when Furgeson fell, wounded in the thigh.
While Furgeson was lying on the round,
Johnston expressed a wish to give him his
hand before quitting the ground. Forgeson
faintly replied that he was in the hands of
his seconds. Upon their assenting, John-
ston advanced and, grasping the hand of
his prostrate opponent, said vnrmlg,
“ Uncle Furg, 'm sorry for you.,” * That's
all right,” whispered Furgeson, whereupon
Johnston remarked, * That's enough said
between gentlemen,” and left the grounds
with his friends. The surgeons advised
from the first that his wound was
. the thigh bone being badly shat-
tered ; that with amputation of the limb
thers were fair chances of his recovery,

on September 14th, the amputation of the
leg was attempted, he died under the
operation. His death created a profound
.c,:;;j; on this coast, for he was recognized
i as a man of rer~orkable talents and yrom-
ise. His remains were brotight to BSacra-
mento by a committee of lawyers detailed
for that purpose. Two of that committee
were destined to meet upon the dueling
field afterward, viz: David C. Broderick
and David 8. Terry. The remains lay in
state in the Senate Chamber of the State
Capitol. Shortly before his death Fergu-
son remarked to his friends, * My friend
Baker has known me best in life; ask
him, if he will, to speak of me
when I am dead.” In compliance
with that request, Colonel E. D. Baker,
who afterwards fell in the battie at Ball's
Bluff, pronounced an oration over the re-
mains of his unfortunate young friend and
pupil, in the presence of a great assemblage.
The oration was followed by an impressive
sermon by Rev. J. A. Benton. Fergusen's
remains lie in the southwestern corner of
the State plot, over which is erected a
marble shaft, upwards of twenty feet in
hight. On one side is chiseled a bust of
the deceased. On the other side the follow-
ing inscription: ** W. I. Ferguson, native
of Washington county, Pa. Died Septem-
ber 14, 1838, aged 33 years, 4 months, 5
days. State Senator, Sacramento county.”
JOEN C. BELL.

in the northwest corner of the State plat
lie the remains of John C. Bell, a member
of the Assembly from FEl Dorado county,
who was shot at and stabbed in the Ser-
geant-at-Arm'’s room of the State Capitol,
about 1 o'clock ». M., on the 19th of April,
1860, by Dr. W. H. Stone, of Georgetown,
El Dorado county. Stone interrupted a
conversation between Assemblyman Wil-
kins and Bell, calling the latter a liar.
Bell struck Stone in the face with his fist,
when the latter shot at Bell, and then, in
the fight that ensued, stabbed him- four
times. When the men were separated,
Stone had a derringer in one band and a
dirk kunife in the other. Bell lived until
the 15th, when he died in great agony. Dr.
Stone, a wealthy man, was afterward
cleared in Court, and died a few years since
at San Jose. Hon. John Conness, of El
Dorado county, afterward United States
Senator, pronounced an eulogium on the
death of his associate, which has ever been
regarded as the ablest effort of Conness’
life. His grave is surmounted with a tall
marble shaft, upon which the following is
inscribed : *‘ Joba €. Bell, member of the
Assembly, from El Dorado county; died
April 15, 1860 ; aged 29 years.”

THOMAS CAMPBELL.

In the southwestern corner of the State
plot is a bandsome marble monument over
20 feet in hight, whose only inscription is
that of “Campbell.”” It was erected by an
Act of the Legislature to the memory of
Thomas Campbell, a member of the As-
sembly from Calaveras county, who died
in San Francisco on the 30th day of De-
cember, 1862, at the early age of 25 years.
He had served with distinction one term
in the Assembly, and had just been re-
elected a few weeks prior to his
death. Eulogies were pronounced upon
his death by Assemblymen Warwick,
Barclay, Fitch, Wright and Ames. He
was one of liberty’s most eloguent cham-
pions, whose honesty was never questioned
and whose character was without a blem-
ish or stain. In hiscloging remarks, Thos.
Fitch said : “But he is dead. The morning
of his life flushed high with the promise
of an effulgent day, suddenly put on his
sable robes, and mantled together in their
dark folds the promise and the prophesy.
Alas for the young life so high with hope,
so early gone hence! Alas for the myste-
rious workings of fate! Myriads of souls
to-day bewail the messenger of death,
while youth and talent go reluctantly to
the grave.” Many a gallant ship goes down
with bher burden of priceless treasure,
while “the rotten hulk lies rocking in the
sunlight of the beach.” The winter winds
will sing among the fir trees of his home a
dirge for their lost son, the Sierras put on
their priestly robes as before, and spring
will come again ; but we shall long remem-
ber how bright a star went out at twilight
and how great a hope was riven by one
blow of the hand Divine.”

J. W. MANDEVILLE.

Hon. J. W. Mandeville, Controller of
State, died at hisresidence, corner of Eighth
and O streets, in this city, on the morning
of February 4, 1876, of paralysis, and lies
buried in the State plat. He was born in
Coventry, Chenango county, New York, in
1824, and consequently was 52 years of
age. He was in youth surrounded by cir-
cumstances which developed traits of char-
acter that made him through life self-reli-
ant. He was a graduate of the State Nor-
mal school of New York, and for some
years followed the profession of teaching.
In 1849 he came to California with the ad-
vance guard of that mighty throng which
swept into this section on the discovery of
golcf being made known at the East. He
first located at San Jose, and engaged in
teaching school. In 1850 he entered upon
the arduous duties of a pioneer miner at
Sonora, in Tuolumne county, which place
was ever afterwards his home. He was
elected to the Assembly on the Democratic
ticket in 1852. From that time he con-
tinued in active political life with little in-
termission. He was re-elected to the
Assembly in 1853 ; was made State Senator
in 1854 foratwo-years’ term,and re-elected
in 1856. His legislative career was marked
with boldness, activity, keen perceptive
faculties, and sterling integrity. He was
elected State Controller in 1857, but receiv-
ing the appointment of United States Sur-
veyor-Generil for California from President
Buchanan, he accepted the latter, and did
not qualify tor the former. In 1867 he was
again elected to the Senate from Tuolumne
for four years. Afterwards he served as
State Commissioner of Immigration. In
1875 he was elected State Coutroller, an
oftice which he held at the time of his
death.
DR. T. M. LOGAN.
A beautiful marble slab, on the western
horder of the State plat, marss the last
resting-place of Dr. T. M. Logan, The in-
scription reads as follows: ™ T. M. Logan,
native of Charleston, S. C. Died February
13, 1876, aged 68 years and 13 days. Mark
the perfect man and behold the upright,
for the end of that man is peace.” He
was a pioneer physician and enthusiatic
scientist. He located in Sacramento in
1849. Even in those early days, when
everything in theState wasina chaotic con-
dition, and few people cared to do anytihing
that was not to be rewarded promptly with
gold, the doctor began keeping the records
of the thermometer and barometer, rain-
fall, health statistics, etc., which he care-
fully continued until within a few weeks
of his death, all of which have been pub-
lished and extensively copied, not only in
the United States, but throughout Euarope.
At the time of his death he occupied the
chair of Professor of Hygiene in the medi-
cal department of the State University ;
was Secretary of the State Board of
Health, of which he was yirtually the
originator.
JOHN E. BAKER.

Hon. John Ellge Baker, member of the
Assembly from this county, died May 2,
1881, during the session of the Legislature.
His home was near Emmaton, and be was
elected at the fall election in 1880. He was
a native of London, England, came to Cali-
fornia when but five years of age, and at
the time of his death his age was 38 years
and 1 month. When the war of the re-
bellion broke out he went East and joined
the Union forces, served throughout the
war, and was with Sherman in his famous
march to the sea. At the close of the war
he returned to Sacramento. The funeral
services were conducted in the Assembly
Chamber by the Chaplain, Rev. Dr. Deal.

GOVERNOR WM. IRWIN.

The last interment made in the State plot
was that of the remains of ex-Governor
Wm. Irwin, who died in San Francisco on
the 15th of March last. His public services,
death and burial are of such recent date,
and so familiar to all, that they will not be
referred to in this article, save to say that
he was one of God’s noblemen.
