KrvulutiuuaryPlot Unfolded bythe Seat-

tle CJrnnd Jury.
[By telegraph. J

Seattle (\V. T.),June stl>.—The I'nited
States Qrand Jury to-day returned indict-
ments, under the Ku Klux Act, against M.
McMillan. C. H.Metcalf. L. K. Kidd. John
Winaoott, John Dilfel, J. W. IJrooks and
Patrick Cull, all leaders in the anti-Chinese
movement of last February. The report
which accompanied the return of the in-
dictments is a most remarkable document,
and has created a profound sensation. The
following is an extract from it:

On investigating the crimes growing out
of the expulsion of the Chinese people
from Seattle and Puget Sound, we have
hud much evidence, both documentary and
oral, betore us, revealing the existence
throughout this country of a treasonable
organization known as the "BedAmerican
Industrial Workingmen's Association."
Belonging to this organization is a body of
men calling themselves "

Scientific Social-
ists." The headquarters of the Scientific
Socialists on this coast are in San Fran-
cisco. This association, with all its
branches, is essential}- Anarchist in theory
and practice. The main articles ofits creed
are arson, robbery and murder. Its pro-
claimed purpose is the overthrow of our
Uovernnicnt and the erection upon its ru-
ins of a so-called socialistic common-
wealth. The policy pursued by this as-
sociation is to secure control of all
la!«jr organizations, and particuiai iy
the Knights of Labor, to employ
every means to produce discontent
among the people, ami to stir up, on all oc-
casions and at all times, as much striftaad
agitation as possible. More than a year
ago the I'acilic coast was selected as the
most favorable ground on which to start
the movement for the subversion of the
Government.
