Iam not prepared
to vouch for this, but give it as a matter of
current news and pertinent gossip for the
thousands of anxious backers of the Sub-
urban. Now, if Ban Fox is as fast as the
three named, the winner of the race may
be looked for among the fonr.

Speaking of the chances of Ban Fox to
win the Suburban stakes at Coney Island
Thursday, the sporting editor of the Mail
and Expresssays: “ Heis the best 3-vear-
old in America to-day, but I don’t like his
chances for the Suburban.

The Staten Island Bridge Bill.

WasHINGTON, June 7th. —Erastus Wiman
said to-night that the result of the passage
by the House of the Staten Island bridge
bill will be to lessen the terminal charges
in New York harbor 25 per cent. on all
Western and Southern produce; that the
bridge, which the bill authorizes, will be
commenced within sixty days, rendering
available ten miles of water frontin New
York harbor now inaccessible by railway,
and that a revolution impends, in regard to
the shipment and storage of grain, flour,
cotton and provisions, of a very significant
character for the West and South.

Apparently Unfounded Charges.

WasHixGTON, June 7th.—Some time ago
the Federated Trades of San Francisco, at
the instance of McKimley, addressed to the
President serious charges against the con-
duct of the Marine Hospital Service in San
| Francisco. 1t was alleged that patients
were discharged partly cured, and turned
out to die, and that in other respects there
was gross mismanagement. Special Agent
Ayer was directed to investigate, and did
so, tinding absolutely ng foundation for the
charges. The Trades people still claim
that they can substantiate the charges if
-given time, and Mr. Ayer has consented
to give them further opportunity, though
he is satisfied that they cannot make out a
case.

Fined and Released,

WasuiNgToN, June 7th.—Acting Secre-
tary Fairchild to-day received a telegram
from the Collector of Customs at
Key West, Fla., saying that after con-
sulting with the United States District At-
torney, he imposed a fine of $400 each on
the masters of the Spanish schooners Paco
and Isabella, under Section 2773 of the Re-
vised Statutes, which were paid to-day. and
the vessels were released.

New York City Democrats,

PuiLApeELPHIA, June 7th.—The Ledger's
New York correspondent says: There can
be no question but that the death of John
Kelly has done something to soften the as-
perity of the political feeling among the
contending factions of the city Democracy,
leading to the desire on the part of some of
the more prominent men that they should
shake hands over the grave of the Tam-
many chief, and resolve in future that there
shall be but one and not many Democratic
parties in New York. What the factions
are more in need of in order to keep the
party together for the fall campaign is a
leader, and that is now confessedly want-
ing. Governor Hill, though figuring here-
tofore in Baffalo politics only, is anxious
that Tammany should take him into its
confidence and place itself in line with his
policy.

Presidential Preferences of Colored Men-

NEW York, June 7th.—The Sun’s Wash-
ington special says: The Washington Bee,
a weekly newspaper conducted here by
colored men in the interest of their race,
has declared its preference for the Presi-
dential nomination in 1888 to be John
Alexander Logan. Itsays: * Blaine can-
not be elected if nominated. If the party

vants the opposition of these that Blaine
has caused to suffer in the South by the
defeat of the force bill, he had better be
nominated. What our race wantsis a man
at the head of the nation who will carry
out justly and fairly the rights guaranteed
by the Constitution. Such a man is John
A. Logan. The ticket to be put in the
field to win should be Logan for President
and William M. Evarts, of New York, for
Vice-President.”

Shocking Railroad Accident—Six Persons
Killed.

Strong Expressions in the Interest of thg
Laboring Classes,
[By Telegraph.]

NEw York, June 7th.—Rev. Heber New-
ton, in his sermon on the labor problem
yesterday, said: “The State ecan control
transportation in the interests of the people
at large. Exchangze needs to be as free a3
production, and to have no artificial re-
straint imposed upon it in the interests of
the few. Modern transportation, from the
necessity of the case, tends to become a
monopoly. The State should follow the
example set by the several countries of the
old world, and either own our railroads or
superintend their direction in the interests
of the commonwealth. The State should
regulate our foreign immigration. We
have received between 12,000,000 and 13.-
000,600 immigrants in half a century, and
over 4,000,000 in the last decade. This im-
migration has tended largely toward our
great manufacturing centers, which it still
further clogs with a surplus of labor, de-
pressing wages and lowering the demand.
on which production devends, thus leading
to a shrinkage of the profits. Plainly we
need either to restrict our immigration or
to organize a disiribution in the interests
of the nation. There should be stringent
legislation as to the financial ability and
general charaeter of those we ask to be-
come citizens of our great republic, if we
desire that republic to live. Without any
question, it is kigh time that the law ai-
ready passed two years ago by Congress,
prohibiting the importation of cheap for-
eign labor, under contract, should be vig-
orously enforced. It is a monstrous wrong
that unscrupulous capital should be al-
lowed to rake the cheapest labor of the
0Ol1d World for material with which to fizht
our American workingmen.”
