The California and Oregon.

The railroad company is now hiring all
the white men coming along who are will-
ing to work, and will crowd the work with
the greatest energy while the season is
favorable for rapid progress. It is un-
doubtedly the intention of the company to
reach Bailey's before (he winter sets in, so
as to make the distance about 100 miles
between the terminus of each road. From
oresent indications work wiil no doubt be
continued right along to the Oregon bound-
ary, and the right-of-way force may prob-
ably reach Siskiyou before the 4th of July,
to be closely followed by Scobie's force of
stonemasons and helpers,

The trains appear to be delaved occa-
sionally of late, as the construction trains
have precedence of track above Delta, since
the work must be carried on regardless of
regular trains. The road has been accepted
as far as Delta, and must be kept clear for
trains, but above that point, trains for pas-
sengers and freight are only for accommo-
dation. 3
