| this city. It was agreed that should any
i controversy arise that it should be sub-
niitted to a Committee of Arbitration.
Colonel Crocker said this forenoon that the
meeting in Chicago had no significance in
connection with the Transcontinental As-
sociation, and referred only to the question
at issue between the Atlantic and Pacific
and the Southern Pacific Companies.

The extension of the Mexican Interna-
tional Railroad to some point on the Mex-
ican Central road is talked of at the offices
of the Southern Pacific Company as a
future possibility. The right to build is
secured, and when the time comes the
road-building will be easy, as the road will
run over a flat country, The éxtension
would be about one hundred and fifty
miles long. Tt is thought by officials of the
Southern Pacific road that the advantages
of this line, which would shorten the dis-
tance to Kastern and Soutbern points,
would bring it a large share of business.

Lassen County Murder Case.

Eps. Recorp-Uxion : Upon receipt of a
copy of the Sacramento DirnLy Recorp-
Uxiox we find the following: *“ A letter
from Bieber, Lassen county, under date of

May 30th, states that Mrs. Anna Kohne,
formerly of this city, who was housekeeper
for Billings M. Richmond at his ranch in
Lassen connty, when he died, early in May,
presumably from the effects of strychnine,
has been arrested on a charge of murder,
on suspicion that she administered the
poison.”’

The correspondent says that she has re-
mained at the ranch since Mr. Richmond’s
death, and appeared to be in charge of it,
or to assume that she was. She undertook
to sell some stock which other parties
claimed, and this created ill-feeling against
her, which resulted in a warrant being
issued for her arrest.

I wish you to correct the statement pub-
lished as it has no foundation, and is with-
out one word of truth, and is false in every
particular, there being no such charge held
against the accused party. Also, I ask as
a favor of you that you send me the name
in full of the party or parties furnishing
vou with the letter. I will here give you
the facts of the case, and you can rely upon
them as the truth:

On Saturday, May 29th, there was a war-
rant issued from Justice Roney's Court of
Big valley for the arrest of Mrs. A. R.
Kohne, and one R. Gibbins, for grand lar-
ceny. The above-named parties are accused
of driving off and offering for sale about
seventy-five head of cattle which are upon
the Richmond estate and claimed by Mrs,
Kohne. The examination was set for Mon-
day, June 7th. Gibbins was discharged on
motion of counsel for the defendants, as he
was hired by her to assist in driving the
stock, and she was willing to take the re-
sponsibility. It is a question to be decided
in the Court who are the rightful owners of
the stock—Mrs. Kohne or the Richmond
estate.

I will further say that there is some
party or parties in this locality who are
notorious in sending you statements with
little regards as to the truth, and I wish to
stop this, if possible. At the time of Rich-
mond’s death some one reported to you and
accused Stonebreaker of the crime, who
was not and had not been on the place for
seven or eight months at least. Such re-
ports, published in a paper with a large
circulation, are bound to cause trouble, as
there are always parties more or less af-

The Colony System.

Fresno county owes much of its prosper-
ity to its colony system—or the subdivision
of large bodies of land into ten and twenty-
acre tracts. When it was first proposed
the scheme was looked at derisively by old
settlers, and by the farmers of the State
generally. These people used to predict
that anyone who attempted to makea
living on twenty acres of land would starve
to death. “Why,” they said, ‘‘here we
have been farminga quarter section of
land, our neighbors from that amount up
to a section, and we have barely made a
living, and yet you propose to settle a man
and family down on a twenty-acie tract!
It is madness.”

In spite of these malevolent predictions,
however, the colony lots were sold off to
people, who, as a rule, had nothing but
willing hands and a determination to win,
as their capital. These people went to work
in a small way. The cultivation of irri-
gated land was new to them, and they
made many failures, but they persevered.
They had determined to succeed, and they
ultimately did. These little farms planted
in fruit trees, vines and alfalfa, in a short
time yielded them a handsome response,
and success, instead of failure, as predicted,
has been their reward. They have made
money, and put away some of it for a rainy
day ; their property has enhanced in value,
and they have now comfortable homes, en-
vironed with trees and vines.—Expositor,
