natures. The muss seems to have started
away back in the garden, between Adam
and Eve, the snake and the devil. As we
there find the nucleus of our trouble, so
there may wefind some of its cure. "In
the sweat of thy face shalt thou eat bread

is contemporaneous with sin, meaning notonly labor that produces

"
sweat, but

productive labor that produces bread. Try-
ing toavoid this labor law of nature makes
criminals; exacting it is reformatory.
No human principle is more exacting than
that every member of society shall support
himself and those dependent upon him.Ihave no sympathy with "self-sustaining,"
in prison parlance, at the expense of
reformation : but productive labor only is
reformation, while unproductive treadmill
labor is vindictivepunishment, destructive
in all respects. Everyman who enters a
prison and can work inprison was alaborerbefore he was sent to prison, or he was a
drone who lived off of other people. Ifhe
was the latter, he was the consumer of the
products of free labor, and paid nothing
for what he used. When he supports him-
self he relieves free labor of so much tax
as he has laid upon it. That means relief
to free labor. If any convict maintained
himself before he went to prison and is
made to do it in prison, he is no more
competing with free labor than he was
with other free labor before he got into
prison. Shall a man who has assailed so-
ciety be made a guest of society in prison,
and a tax upon other men ?

Alllaws, human and divine State Prison
laws, the unwritten law of society and re-
formation, demand productive labor must
be exacted. This being a world of conflict

FREE CONFEiIEN'CE OX CONVICT
LABOR ANI> REFORM.

Session Again this Morning—Refor-
mation «he Subject— The People

Invited to Attend.

Inaccordance with a circular sent out
by the Governor some days ago, a number
ofcitizens met the Penological Commission
at the State Capitol yrsterday to make
suggestions which, in ttieir judgment,
would aid in the improvement of prison
management in this State, or which, if
enacted into laws, wouldaid deserving dis-
charged prisoners, or tend toward the more
effective prevention of crime. Commis-
sioners Boggs, Hemdricks, Devlia and Sonn-

tag were present, as were also the Governor
and other State officials, managers of the
prisons and citizens interested in this
humanitarian work. The afternoon and
evening were occupied in discussing the I
question of convict labor. The meeting at
U. o'clock last nighl adjourned to 10 a.m.
to-day, when other important questions
will be taken up and considered. The
question is one ofgreat interest, one that is
attracting attention of the best mind* in
the nation and one that cannot fail to in-
terest all who avail themselves of the op-
portunity of hearing the discussion, and, if
they so desire, participating therein.

At the opening ofthe meeting letters ot
regrets at their not being able to be present,
coupled with their suggestions upon the
subject, were read from E. K. Highton,
Arnop Bninbridge, Edward T. Dooley and
Captain Hinman.

On motion of Commissioner Sonutag."
Convict Contract Labor" was taken up

and discussed.
Senator Johnston, ofSacramento, was in

tavor of labor ft>r the prisoner of some
kind thai would result to the benefit of the
laboring classes who support them. They
should pay in some way for their support.
Their labor should be considered necessary
ina double sense :as a punishment and as
a return for the expense incurred in their
maintenance. Itwould deter others from
following their example. Did not think
enforced idleness would work a reforma-
tion in any case. llfwas also in favor of
that kind of labor that would come the
least in contact with free labor.

Senator Routier was not in favor of any
r..nvirt labor thai would come in contact
with free labor. He believed in giving the
convicts trades ifpossible. He thought in-
\u25a0 cad ot the Folsom piisoners producing
material that would enter the markets in
competition with that produced by free
labor, they should be put to work erecting
a 20-foot Btene wall around the :>SO acres or
prison ground, something that would take
them twenty-live years to accomplish.
Macadamize the public highway from Kol-
som to Sacramento, and clear out the bed
of the American so as to make the lattei a
navigable stream to Folsoni. This would
famish employment that would result in
great good to the State, and not interfere
with that which belong- to the free laborer.

Peter Koberts, of San Francisco, repre-
senting the Federated Trades, indorsed the
sentiments of Mr. Routier. He was op-
posed to prison labor of any character that
produced articles for sale on the public
market. He said the proposition was
dean cut. Jt is, Shall the prisons com-
pete with free trade or not ? He said there
was no feeling as to the Commissioners,
but the Federated Trades blame them
for what they term continued violations of
the law. We claim that the present mode
of operating tl.e prisons should cease at
once. It is wrong, and in no sense eco-
nomical. It depresses the wages of labor
anil docs not compensate the State. He
did not think the jute works interfered
with free labor, but all other prison labor
does. He proposed that the prisoners
should be maintained in idleness and
drilled daily

—
marched up and down the

hill for exercise— rather (ban work against
the labor of free men.

Several other speeches were made on
both s'des of the question.

ETXHIira aESSIOIf.
Mr.Hendricks read a report to the I'eno-

logical Commission, at the evening session,
upon the subject under consideration, and
stated that in his recent trip to the East he
visited a great number of prisons.

The entire subject of crime and its treat-
ment seems to be naturally divisible in
its consideration, under three general
heads : First. Preventive

—
Saving from

Incarceration. Second. Incarceration —
dur-

ing ('\u25a0intitii'uiL-!it. Third. AfterStatre. Car-
ing for ex-convicts.

We are devoting ourselves exclusively to
the incarceration branch, entirely neglect-
ing others of perhaps greater importance.

Ifprevention is better than cure, and an
ounce of the former worth more than a
pound of the latter, then we are wrong in
our practice, even though our system cured
the morally sick. Is it right in the State to
look quietly on while the circumstances of
birth and environments are drawing young
victims into the vortex of crime, anil then
punish them for being there? Public sen-
timent invariably says no, where it has the
opportunity and the occasion of expression.
Witness the spread and growth of child-
saving institutions.

Noreform movement was ever received
with more public favor, or spread with
more rapidity through the world, than
"child-saving" in its now varied forms.
Commencing in 1781 with the Sunday-
school, intended originally for the vagrant
and the vicious, itgrew and spread untilnow
no church is without its improved Sunday-
school, and no city of any prominence in
the civilised world is without its "child
saving," offshoot of the original Sunday-
school. These schools, or iiomes, or aids,
are generally private, and the objection
might be urged that they are dependent for
pecuniary success on precarious private
charity. The natural home is nature's
cradle; the provided home is next best.
AHchild homes purpose only to care for
the child until it isprovided a family home
inplace of its lacking orunsuitable natural
home. What shall be done with the child
between leaving the natural and entering
the provided home. It must either be
cared for in a home kept up by private
charity or one supported by the Btate,
either uncared for or found in county poor-
houses or elsewhere. Ofall institutions for
the care of dependent children, that of the
Michigan .State School is the most desira-
ble, in my judgment, to model after. Here
all the dependent children of the State are
eared for. They are kept but about eleven
months, on the average, costing only $140
per annum per capita, and in the aggregate
iinly about $3.">,000 per annum. Two ideas
arc prominently carried out here, one
avoiding the tainting of character, and the
other cultivating self-reliance in the chil-
dren.

The incarceration period, while less im-
portant, perhaps, in results, is more diffi-
cult to understand and more complicated
and varied in ni.inner of administration.

While Ifound among penologists iv the
East a very great unanimity of sentiment
on the important questions underlying the
entire subject, yet 1 found the systems of
practically carrying om a.-, varied almost as
there are prisons in number; nearly all
advocating the same result while traveling
dilferent roads to reach it. When Icom-
menced the study of the subject, ruy first
impression was' punishment, with inci-
dental reformation, and my first ambition
was to account for crime. Xow the oppo-
site with regard X: the former is my firm
belief—reformation where possible and
isolation where not, and all punishment
incidental, just the same punishment in
character that a physical patient suffers in
taking bitter medicine, or having a de-
formed limb pressed into shape.

The old Mosaic doctrine of an eye for an
eye and a tooth for a tooth, although still
entertained by many, should have passed
away with theadvent of Him who reproved
those who sought to condemn the lewd
woman. l«v saying,

"
Let him who is with-

out sin cast the lirst stone." and who re-
formed and pardoned the thief upon the
cross.

For some cause only to be guessed at, sin
and crime ar<*made attractive to the human
family. "We are prone to sin as the
sparks are to llyupward.

"
We are created

free agents, with good and evil both placed
before us. One only pays while the other
annuls. As we only deserve credit for
that which we resist, perhaps nature bus
arranged an opportunity ft>r our exercising

the purifying virtueof self-denial.
While "we by nature all incline to sin and

crime, yet the »:ton- nature has given us a
reproving conscience, ever active reproving
wrong:under its influence the many re-

pent of offenses ;repentance is reforma-
tion, and they are saved togood citizenship
without the world having the knowledge
on which to base uncharitable cruelty, or
the law getting hold of toconfirm incrime.
The blanket of secrecy has saved many to
good citizenship. Detection makes many

confirmed criminals.
The fact that crime is increasing all
