Niiw comes lioth the Law and the Ex-
ectitive Departments, ami while saying
that by bill in equity the Government
may and should interfere, Congress ought
also to pass the penal bill. That itwill
do so there can now be no doubt whatever.

Tin-: report of the committee of the San
Francisco Supervisors on the condition
and managi-mcni of the House ofI'orrec-
tiun i>a remarkable document. The com-
mittee recommend the instant abolishment
of the institution. They say that it is
-imply a means to the giin and ambition
of political bosses, a political machine,
not run in the interests ofthe people, a
source of crime and offense, and altogether
a shame and adisgrace. This is t lie frankest
confession we have ever known^politici&ns
to make, for it must be remembered that
this committee is of the governing l»,!y
that manages this House ofCorrection. It
amounts, therefore, to an admission of in-
competency. But it is true. No reforma-
tory institution of any kmd whatever can
possibly be operated properly, when sub-
ject to politicalcontrol. It is a truism.
that a good Superintendent or Warden
must be given the power of appointing
his subordinates. In the case in hand he
is not permitted to do this, and its a result
the members of the Board of Supervisors
parcel out the offices among their political
friends and Blasters, and these hold them-
selves independent of the Warden, and
thus make his official station farcical.
This is one of the cases wherein divorce of
municipal government from party politics
should be absolute. It ought to extend
also to water, gas, school, asylum, street,
sewer, and the like municipal branches.

The riots in Ireland seem to have had
no immediate cause, or anything of the
appearance of excuse for their outbreak.
They appear to have been the result of
mere fury. The Hotel's had no end to ac-
complish, except to exemplify the hatred
of one religious sect for another. With the
news thus lar at hand it is not possible to

pa-s dearly on the matter. The outbreak
would appear to testify to the impossibility
of reconciling the whole people of Ireland
to any uniform system of government.

That the outbreak will make friends for
the anti-home rale party isnot possible.

Charles A. Wetraore, the Chief Executive
Viticultural Officer of the California State
lioard of Viticulture, and F. I'obndorff,
were present at the meeting of the council
of the Wine and Spirit Traders' Society on
the 10th inst.

The main objects of Mr. Wetmore's pres-
ence in the Kast were stated in our last
issue. These were discussed by Mr. Wet-
more and the council, and it was shown
that the views of the society regarding the
points at issue were practically the same as
bis.

Mr. Wetmore showed some exceedingly
interesting samples of California wines.
None of them were entirely free from the
usual faults of these wines, but they showed
a marked improvement upon the samples
that have hitherto been shown here, and it
was generally agreed by the members of
the council present that the products of
California vineyards willsoon prove them-
selves formidable competitors to some of
the European vintages.

The samples were of young wines that
are as yet produced in only very small
quantities, but Mr. Wetmore informs us
that the State willvery soon be able to
produce a sufficient quantity of these grades
to make a mark upon the" markets of the
world. He does not, however, look to
foreign markets for a large consumption,
but expects to inculcate habits among our
people that will make the demand for
drinkable wines quitelarge enough to carry
off the total production. There is ample
room for this, for if our people drank as
much per capita as is consumed in the
Herau'it, the present annual wine produc-
tion of the country would barely Eunice for
two day's consumption.

Mr. Wetmore informed the Council that
cuttings of vine would produce nearly the
same wine wherever planted, and hence he
expects in the course of a very few years to
produce wines in California wellUp to the
better growths of the Uironde and the
Rbcingau.

His remarks wern very interesting and
instructive, and although we cannot en-
tirely agree with him in allhis views, we
think that the course he is pursuing is the
best that can be taken under the circum-
stances. His etl'orts cannot fail to result in
doing an immense deal of good to the
cause of American wines, and wo assure
him of our hearty support in bis efforts.

The brandies that he showed elicited
the gentlemen present a still more

Unqualified approbation than did the wines.—

YOSEMITEVALLEY.

The Yosfmite ValleyCommissioners held
an important meeting in the valley last j
week. There were present Commtailonen j
Stonenian of Sacramento, Griffiths of Lew
Angeii-s, Madden, Mills and May of San
Francisco. O'Brien of Stockton and Chap-
man of Fresno. Tiie architect and con-
tractor of the new ho^el were invited to be
present and attended (he meeting.

The Commissioners fteefded to complete
as soon as possible the bridge across the
Merced river to connect with the new An-
derson trail on the north aide. The object
of this is to utilize an existing trail by
which Nevada and Vernal bug may \-f
reached. U was also determined to con-
struct itfootpath from the floor of the valley
to a table of rock from which a view can be
obtained of the upper an 1 lower Yoaemite
fails.

The saddle-train privileges, which have
betn for yean granted to Kaufman itKhi-
ney, and' the lieonies of guides were re-
oewi \u25a0!.

The books and accounts were examined
by the Committee on Privileges, Complaints
and Accounts, and were found to bu cor-
rect.

Till:TRAIL PROM GXAOU I'OINT.

It\va^ decided to complete the trail from
Glacier Point, by Tu-lu-la-we-ak, Nevada
and Vernal falls to Snow's Hotel as soon as
possible. This will give a pleasant and
easy trail alonj; the rim of the valiey from
<!lacier l'oint to Vernal and Xeva.la falls,
where there is an easy descent from the
high land into the valley. By this route
the disagreeable descent from Ulacier Point
will be avoided, and there can be easily
seen in one day what now requires two
d.iys of hard work.

The Commissioners examined the pro-
posed sites for the new hotel which is to be
erected. One of the sites recommended
was opposite [ndian Canyon, lac-ins; south :
one opposite Yosemite Fall, facini; south:
one between Fisk's ArtQallery and I.,eidi;;'s
Hotel, and one opposite Bridal VeilFall.

HOTEL SITE SKLKITED.
The site at last selected was in the am phi-

theater in the upper part of the valley, op-
posite Glacier Wall, and within easy walk-
ing distance of Mirror Lake and the cas-
cades of the Merced river.

Work upon the hotel willbe commenced
us soon as possible. Machinery for the saw
and planing millbuiltby the contractors for
the hotel is now be put Dp near Gentry's,
within the limits of the grant. Here the
lumber for the hotel will be got out and
finished. The Commissioners will also
ta^e advantage of this mill to secure a
large amount of lumber for bridge-build-
ing. etc. Already a contract has been given
for I'od.OOO feet, at $22 oO per M, whichis a
saving of just one-hall, the price hifherto
paid lor lumber being £l.!>. The hotel,
when finished, will accommodate com-
fortably 150 people, which means about
o.IKKJper month, as few visitors stay more
than a day or two in the valley. The
building will,therefore, be amply sufficient
for all travel to the Yosemi'te for many
years to come.

The balance-sheet of the Commission
showed an available sum of 00,000, in ad-
dition to the $40,000 for building Ihe hotel.

He was caught in the ait, however,
and dropped the sheet, which was found to
contain the autograph of James A.Gar-
field. This book the Commission has de-
termined to purchase and perpetuate, and
Commissioner Mills was appointed tonego-
tiate for its purchase from the owner.

During the Commission's visit to the
valley they learned that there hud been
found a bed of excellent clay, from which
all the bricks needed in the construction oi
the hotel willbe made.
