The Edmunds Anti-Polygamy Bill.

WasgingroxN, June 10th.—The roport.uf
the House Judiciary Committee ou the Ed-
munds anti-polvgamy bill, which was pre-
sented to the House to-day is a very long
document. After a detailed statement of
the charges made by the committee (al-
ready published), and the reasons therefor,
he report says: Your committee has no
disposition to recommend any measure to
the House which will involve the sancuty
of any religious faith, however wrong
in their opinion it may be; but the
distinction between overt acts resulting
from a belief which the law :nakes crim-
inal, and the right of opinion and of wor-
shiping God according to the dictates of
conscience, was so fully stated in the re-
| port on the constitutional amendmentas to
need no repetition. The committee does
not hesitate to express their dissent from
the twelfth section of the Senate bill, the
effect of which would be that the conduct
of the “‘corporate Church of Jesus Christ
of Latter Day Saints” would be con-
trolled by Trustees of the church in

conjunction with Trustees appointed
by the President. This union of Trustees
of the church and these of the

Government cannot be distinguished from
a union of Church and State and the law
respecting the establishment of religion.
Nor can it be other than a limitation of the
free exercise of religion where a majority
who control in matters of faith and discip-
line are appointed by the President. This
section -would resemble, if it be not in fact,
an establishment of the Mormon Church
by law, to be controlled by the Govern-
ment. The House committee recommends
an entire dissolution of the corporation.
"This is clearly public policy, if it can con-
stitntionally be done. But can Congress
take awayv the charter? it is asked. Sev-
eral reasons make it plain that it can be
done without any strained construction of
authorities, says the report. Both the
charter of the church and the Emigration
Fund Company were null for lack of power.
The acis confirming these charters were
void for the same reason. It is a matter
of grave doubt whether the organic act
authorized the original grant of such char-
4eors as these were. The Emigration Fund
Company Act trenches upon the power
of Congress as to foreign emigration, and
assumes to regulate a matter neither dele-
gated to it, nor within its authority. But
both these laws are unconstitutional, for it
is obvious that they give preference to this
form of relicion over every other. A law
which thus diseriminates in favor of one

right to exercise their religious beliefs ac-
cording to their conscience, and only under
the responsibility of each man to the Su-
preme Being.

The Railroad Dispute.

Curcaco, June 10th.—The Board of Ar-
bitration to settle the serious dispute be-
tween the Atchison, Topeka and Banta Fe
Railroad and the Southern Pacific, met
here to-day.

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Atchison and Atlantic and Pacific
agreed to pay a certain proportion
of through established rates, both
on passenger and freight traffic,

to the Southern Pacific, for the use of the
latter's tracks between the two cities re-
ferred to. When the warfare on California
business broke out, Atchison insisted that
any war rate) made by all of the lines was
an “ established rate.” To this the South-
ern Pacific objected, as forcing it to haul
freight for its most active competitors at
figures that were in some instances less
than the transfer charges across San Fran-
cisco bay. In reply, Atchison claimed that
to abide by the peace tariff’ would be equiva-
lent to allowing the Southern Pacific to
make what rates it pleased, and take
all of the business. Representatives of
the two roads are present to-day, for the
purpose of verbally adding such additional
information to the written argnment as the
arbitrators might require. General Pissen-
ger Agent Goodman and Traflic Manager
Stubbs, of the Southern Pacific, and C. W.
Smith, Traffic Manager and Vice-President
of the Atchison, and some of the legal
lights of the latter company, were among
those in attendance.
