LAST NIGHT'S NEWS.

(SPECIAL DIEPATCHES T0 THE RECORD-UNION.]

DOMESTIC,

Congress this Week.

WasHixseroxn, June 13th.—In the House
of Representatives to-morrow the Commit-
tee on District of Columbia will claim the
floor, under the rules, and consume the
day with legislation of a local character.
Tunesday the consideration of the legisla-
tive appropriation bill will be resumed,
and although little that should cause delay
emains to be acted on, yet it is probable
that the antagonism that bhas been devel-
oped toward the Appropriation Commit-
tee will manifest itself in a few stray
shots. Should the bill be oft the
field before Thursday, there will be a skir-
mish for position between the Labor Com-
mittee, armed with a number of bills
drawn in the interest of workingmen, and
the Naval Committee, with the naval ap-
propriation bill. The members of the
Naval Commitiee think their bill can be
disposzed of in two days; and it is at least
probable, if they succeed in getting it up,
that it will pass before the cqqumencement
of the struggle over the tariff bill. Per-
sonal and political debates, as lively as
those which characterized the proceedings
of the Honse last week, are also expected
this week, an incidental effect of which will
be 1§ secure an increased attendance of
members. The roli-call of Saturday re-
vealed the absence of over 140 members,
but strong efforts are making to secure a
full house when Morrison moves to take
up the tariff bill.

In the Senate the Northern Pacific for-
feiture bill is the unfinished business, and
is to be taken up to morrow. When itis
disposed of, the bill to repeal the Pre-emp-
tion, Timber Culture and Desert Land Acts
will be taken up. Following that, it is
expected that the subsidy debate will take
place upon the report of the disagreement
of the conferees upon the Post Office ap-
propriation bill. TheCommitteeon Appro-
priations expect to report the pensions and
Military Academy bills early in the week,
but may not press them to consideration
at once, and should any time remain not
demanded by the Committee on Appropri-
, the Des Moines bill and the open
ns resolutions will be taken up in
Five of the annual appropria-
tion bilis, namely, District of Columbia,
Postoffice, consular and diplomatie, agri-
caltural and army, have passed both
ses, and await the action of the confer-
ence committees. Three—pensions, mili-
tary academy and river and barbor—are in
the hands of the Senate committees, and
five—legislative, naval, sundry civil, fortifi-
cations and general deficiency—have not
yet been passed by the House. Only one,
the Indian bill, has reached the President.

The President's Frugal Habits,

WasnincroN, June 13th.—The Sunday
Capital says that the President’s salary is
paid him in monthly instalments of $4,-
166 66 on the last day of each month, and
the Treasurer always makes it a peint to
send him notes of the latest isswe. Mr.
Cleveland, as his predecessors have done,
keeps a private bank account with Riggs &
Co. He makes a deposit on the first of
every month, reserving enough from his
salary to pay current expenses, and setting
a good example by putting the rest aside
for a rainy day. His account has showp a
balance as large as $3,500, as he has an in-
come aside from his official salary. While
he has never been a money-getter, and has
earned in his profession all he has eve:
made, Mr. Cleveland has an eco-
nomical disposition, and no luxuri-
ous tastes like his immediate pre-
decessor. Before lie eniered public
life, when he was making from $10,000 to
$15,000 a year by his practice, and could
have lived like a lord, his expenses were
never more than $2500 a year, and he en-
joyed life as much as most men do. His
frugal habits were acquired in youth, for
he was not born with a golden or even a
silver spoon in his mouth, and he has
found his pleasure in bard work. The
President’s Buffalo friends estimate that he
was worth $60,000 to $75,000 when he was
elected, and has already increased that
amount considerably by profitable invest-
ments and by the surplus of his salary.

Senator and Mrs. Stanford.

Wasninaron, June 13th.—Senator and
Mrs. Stanford have been at Saratoga for
the past few days. On their return home-
ward Mrs. Stanford will remain a short
time in Albany, attending to the details of
the erection of the Aged Women’s Hone,
which she liberally endowed, and which
she hopes soon to see in successful opera-
tion.

Matthew Arnold’s Views,

WasmineToy, June 13th.—Matthew Arn-
old, of England, is in Washington, and
was seen to-night by your correspondent.
He taliced freely upon the subject of home
rule 1n Ireland, which is now so important
a factor in English politics. He says he is
in favor of home ruie for Irelaud, but not
in the same gense as Mr. Gladstone. He
thinks the adoption of his plan would be
most disastrous, as it would tend to the es-
tablishing of a Parliament at Dublin, to
make Ireland a separate and distinct na-
tion. Scotland, Canada and other depend-
encies might claim the same right, and it
conld not be denied them. The result
would be the utter destruction of Great
Britain.

Claimant to a Mine Wanted.

WasHiNeroN, June 13th.—There is at
the State Department a bundle of un-
claimed papers and letters, which include
the title to a gold mine. They were sent
here by the United States Consul at Cartha-
gena, United States of Colombia, and were
found among the effects of Colonel Nelson
B. Gilbert, deceased. The gold mine, to
which these papers would seem to give
title, is called the Caucaca mine. There
were 4,000 shares of stock in the mine, of
which Gilbert had 2,000 and H. B. Merriam
1,000. The State Department wants a
claimant.

The Crop Outlook.

Cureaco, June 13th.—The following crop
summary will appear in this week's
Farmers' Review : The great fear of the
dronght which has been threatening the
spring-wheat sections still continues to be-
come a serious menace to the growing
orain. Dry. hot winds have prevailed in
Dakota and Minnesota, adding to the al-
ready serious outlook in many portions of
that State and Territory. The eflects of
the drought have begun to be seriously felt
in Wisconsin, Iowa and Nebraska, and
very few of the reports received down to
Saturday night but dwelt upon this fact.
Many fields of oats are reported to be turn-
ing vellow, and the injury to that cereal
threatens now to be more severe than even
to wheat itself. Reports from Indiana
indicate that the yield of winter wheat will
fall slightly below the average. In some
of the counties wheat has gone back dur-
ing the past three or four weeks. The gen-
eral prospect in Ohio continues good, and
that State has the promise of a full aver-
age yield. In Kansas and Michigan the
prospect has not changed. The official re-
port, indicating that Kansas will not pro-
duce to exceed 11,000,000 bushels, only con-
firms the reports of widespread injury in-
fiicted on the crops early in the season.
Harvesting is progressing in Missouri,
Kentucky.and Tennessee, and the general
t%x;or of the reports continues very favor-
able.

Lucky Mrs. Vining.

St. Lovis, June 13th.—Mrs. Samuel L.

You will now, gentlemen, understand how

As a ques-
tion of the first necessities of social order it
forces itself into the van. The late Cabinet,
though right in giving it that place, were, aswe
thought, wrong in their manner of tieating it.
It was our absolute duty, on taking the Govern-
ment, if we did not adept their method, to pro-
pose another. Thus, gentiemen, it is that this
great and simple issue has come upon yvou, and
demands your decision. Will you govern Ire-
land by coercion, or will you let Ireland man-
age her own affairs? To debate in this address
this and that detail of the lately defeated bill
would only be to disguise this issue, and
would be as futile as to discuss the
halting, stumbling, ever-shifung and ever-ad-
vancing projects of an intermediate class,
which proceeded from the seceding Liberals.
There are two clear, ;)osmvc and inteliigble
plans before the world. There is the plan of
the Government, and there is the plan of Lord
Salisbury. Our plan is that Ireland should,
under well-considered couditions, transact her
own affairs. His plan is to ask Parliament to
renew the repressive laws, and enforce them
resolutely for twenty years, by the end of which
time, he assures us, Ireland will be fit to accept
any government in the way of local govern-
ment, on the repeal of the coerciou laws, you
may wish ‘to give her. I leave this Tory
project to speak for itself in its unadorned
simplicity, and 1 turn to the proposed policy of
the Government. Our opponents, gentlemen,
whether Tories or seceders, have assumed the
name of Unionists. I deny them the title to it.
In intention, indeed, we are all Unionists alike;
but the union they refuse to modify in its pres-
ent shape, & paper union, obtained by foree and
fraud, and never sanctioned or accepted by the
Irish nation. They are not Unionists, but paper |
unionists. A true union isto be tested by the
sentiments of human beings united. * Tried by
this criterion,we have less union between Great
Britain and Ireland now than we had under

the settlement of 1782, Enfranchised Ire-
land, gentlemen, asks through her lawful

representatives for a yevival of her domes-
tic legislature, not on the face of it an
innovating but a restorative proposal. She urges
with truth that the centralization of Parliament
has been a division of the people, but she recog-
nizes the fact that the union, lawlessly as it was
obtained, cannot and will not be repealed. Sheis
content to receive her legislature in a form di-
vested of the prerogatives which might have im-
paired ber imperial interests, and better
adapted than the settlement of 1752 to secure to
her the regular control of her own affairs. She
has pot repelled, but has welcomed, the stipula-
tions for the protection of the minority. Tosuch
provisions we have given, and shall give, care-
ful heed: but I trust Scotland will con-
demn the attempts so singularly made
to im{)orl into the controversy the venom-
ous element of religious bigotry. Let her
take warning by the deplorable riots in Belfast
and other places in the north. Among the ben- |
efits, gentlemen, I anticipate from your accept-
ance of our policy are these : The consolidation
of the united Empire and a great addition to its
strength; the stoppage of the heavy, constant
and demoralizing waste of public treasure; the
abatement and gradual extinction of ignoble
feuds in Irerand, and that development of her
resources which experience shows to be the
natural consequence of a free and orderly gov-
ernment; the redemption of the honor of Great
Britain from the stigma fastened upon her al-
most from time immemorial in respect to
Ircland by the judgment of the whole ecivil-
ized world; and, lastly, the restoration of
Parliament to its dignity and efliciency,
and the regular progress of the businesg of the
country. Well, gentlemen, the first question I
now put to you is, How shall Ireland be gov-
erned ? There is another question behind it, and
involved in it : How are kngland and Scotland
to be governed? You know how, for the last
six yedrs especially, the affairs of England and
Scotland have been impeded, and your Im-
perlal Parliament discredited aud disabled. All
this happened while the Nationalists were but
a small minority of the Irish members, without
the support from so much as a handful of mem-
bers not Irish. Now they approach ninety, and
are entitled to say, ‘‘We are speaking
the views of the Irish nation.” It is impossible
to deal with this subject by half measures.
They are strong in their numbers, strong in
British support, wh.ch brought 313 members to
vote for their country, strongest of all in their
sense of being right. But, gentlemen, we have
done our part; the rest remains for you, the
electors of the country. May you be enabled to
see through and cast away all delusions, refuse
the evil and choose the good. 1 have the honor
to be, gentlemen, your faithful and gratetul
servant, Wi, E. GLADSTONE.

THE RAILROAD DISPUTE.
Decision of the HBoard of Arbitraticn at
Chicago.

| By Telegraph.)

CHICAGO, June 13th.—The three arbitra-
tors—E. B. Thomas, Hugzh Riddle and E.
P. Vining—who, for the past few days,
have been hearing both sides in the contro-
versy between the Atlantic and Pacific and
the Southern Pacific Railway Companies,
growing out of the transcontinental war,
rendered their decision this afternoon. The
Atlantie and Pacific Company’s line termi-
nates at Mojave, and for the past two years
there has been a contract between that com-
any and the Southern Pacific Company,
{)y which the Atlantic and Pacific Company
was allowed to do business with San Fran-
cisco by using the Southern Pacific line
from Mojave to that city. A dispute arose
after the disruption of the transcontinental
pool in February over the division of the
earnings between the two companies. The
contract governing this business was made
in 1884, and provided that the Southern
Pacific Company should have for its share
of the Atlantic and Pacific through freight
passenger rates it ge pro rata of
such throungh ratc ¢ established
from time to time > through

lines competing for through trafiic.”
When the Transcontinental pool broke
and Pacific Company
claimed the right to meet any rate which
its competito and thac the
Southern Pac y was obliged un-
der the contract to t s mileage prorata
of any low rate th ade to meet
the competition o This elaim
the Sounthern refused to allow,
claiming that the 4 lished rates

the

contemplated by contract was
the one established by the Trans-
continental Association. Acting on

this construction of the contract, the South-
ern Pacific compelled the patrons and cus
tomers of the Atlantic and Pacific throug!
line to pay the old-established rates,
thereby forcing the Atlantic and Pacific to
pav back to these the people the difference
between the cut and the old-established
rate.

The Board of Arbitrators in their deci-
sion sustained the position of the Atlantic
and Pacific, holding as follows: ** Such
through rate as may be established from
time to time for any through traffic,”
means, and was intended mean, such rate
as may have been given, accepted or per-
mitted to the members of any other
through line, it being the decision of the
arbitrators that the Atlantic and Pacific
Company has the right to make any rate
that may be given, accepted or permitted
by the members of any ot their through
lines, and that such rates are to be divided
between the Southern PacificCompany and
the Atlantic and Pacific Company, upon
the Kansas City and San Francisco mile-
age, as provided in the contract.

The decision makes it necessary to have
an accounting between the two companies
to ascertain the amount to be paid the
Southern Pacific by the Atlantic and Pa-
cific on its through business since the dis-
ruption of the pool. T'he Atlantic and Pa-
cific Company was backed in the dispute
by the Atchison, Topeka and Santa Fe and
the St. Louis and San Francisco companies,
who are joint owners of the line. The ar-
bitration attracted unusual attention
among railroad men, because it was be-
lieved a settlement of this question would
aid in the final adjustment of the trans-

Among the prominent officers of the dif-
ferent companies present at the arbitration
were General Tratfic Manager Stubbs, Gen-
eral Passenger Agent Goodwin, Assistant
General Solicitor Haymond of the Southern
Pacific line. The Atlantic and Pacific was
represented by General Manager Robinson,
General Freight and Passenger Agent Bis-
sell, and Solicitor Hazledon and Judge
Henry A. Waldo, of Mexico. From the
St. Louis and San  Francisco there were
John O. Day and C. W. Smith. George R.
Peck, General Solicitor, and George W.
McCreary, General Counsel, represented
the Atchison Topeka and Santa Fe.
