i is the gratification of the inborn desire for

kingship in some spot on earth, l'hysica
comforts only contribute to this end. The
man or woman loves home because it is a

realm where he or ahe tolerates no rival—

the scene of struggles and triumphs ; a
spot where love is the poetry of existence,
a .1 domestic felicity the reward of a bov-
ereign ruling by right, and with the single
desire to make bis or bur realm the com-
pletest in all that contributes to
intellectual pleasures, which never
can be fully satiafi d. And upon
however homely a plane it may be mani-
fest, it still is the sum and end of hu-
man endeavor. It may he that it does not
extend beyond the delight the parent feels
in watching the unfolding Sower of off-
spring. It may limit itself to the suffusing
of the senses with surroundings of beauty.
11 may find its working field in the research
to which a well-supplied library is a con-
stant invitation. Itmay be active only in
the conquering of the suil : but whatever
its direction, it constitutes the ambition of
the num. and is only broader in scheme
and effortwhen it goes beyond the con-
iines of home and exerts itself for the bet-
terment wf neighbor, friend, stranger or
the world of men. Even where avarice
appears to be the controlling influence, and
the love ot money apparently absorbs all
else, still there ia beyond, behind and un-
derlying it the ultimate hope and desire to
make these acquisitio' s contribute most
largely to the lealm wherein the home-
master is king and high priest. And this,
we hold, is true, if even the case is taken
i::!,i account ofthe nun or woman with no
home, !>ut whose kingom is limited to the
mere-single place of existence, and that .1

narrow room and the property of another.
When, therefore, the stranger who has read
the world to some purpose enters a city,
village or mere settlement, he will find it

THE CHARACTKB OF.THE PEOPLE

Of the place by the impress they huve
made upon their home surroundings. He
will readily analyze the purposes, intellect-
ual capacity and development, and the
physical achievements of a people, by a
study of their architecture, and the orderly
or disorderly administration apparent, lie
willread their culture in their very door-
yards, and record their moral character af-
ter a study of the family groups in the
evening's cool. He will judge unerringly
by their home lifeoftheir ambitions, their
content and their methods of attaining
ends. He does not need to visit the busi-
ness mart, or dwell upon the wharves of
commerce, to fathom the aims and suc-
cesses of their life. He will rather seek
the retired ways where the inner life is
manifested upon the outer walls of dwell-
ing places. He will there determine, by
characters of unerring certainty, to jusi
what extent the inlluences prevail that are
the motors of human exertion to attain
lofty ideals.

SACRAMENTO'S HOMES

Are submitted to this test and judgment by
every thoughtful and reflecting stranger
who visits the place. Are we prepared to
stand by the result of such judgment, for
that we*shall be so judged let us assure
ourselves. The Eastern visitor who rides
through our streets, and for a few hours
mingles with our people, is a dullard who
does not form a correct estimate of our
tastes and ambitions and who does not
correctly weich and measure our culture,
intellectual capacity, and the sum of our
exertion to live satisfyingly. Would we
declare these to be unvarying rules? As
to communities, aggregations of ho-aes,
yes; as to individuals and individual
homes, no. For it is true that there are
false exteriors, as there are false lives and
masks worn which human vision may not
penetrate. But we do say that the sum
and motive of the civilization of a people
is unerringly manifest by their exterior
methods of living, and the trend of the
sum ofhuman endeavor in communities is
written upon the walls and llagstonea.
And Sacramento, we judge, has not broad
reason to fear the reading of hers. To con-
vey to the stranger our idea ofthe char-
acter of this population would be but to
give him the testimony of one witness, and
that one he would esteem prejudiced. But
if we tell him of the city itself, and its
homes, he willbe able, on the basis ofthe
verity of the statement, to form his own
estimate and to verify it or modify it when
opportunity shall enable him to judge for
himself ot this city of but about thirty
years age.

THE CITY IS LOCATED

At the conlluence of the Sacramento and
American rivers, upon bottom lands of
some miles in extent, behind which rise
table lands to the north and northeast, the
first terrace of the foothills of the Sierras.
Southward there are reaches of valley and
low land, until the vision is checked by the
distant ranges of the coast hills. To the
west it is aa endless stretch of valley. The
American being a torrential stream, and
pouring into the Sacramento with sudden-
ness, has in the past subjected the city to
floods, against which an indomitable peo-
ple during many successive years have
builded great barriers that encircle the
place with a wall of defense against all
possible assaults of the waters. The city is
thus artificially land locked. Its streets are
laid out at right angles to each other, and
are really avenues, the narrowest being
eighty feet, and the broadest in excess ot
one hundred in width. These highways
are dead levels, except where approaches to
the business streets lead up to a level a
dozen feet above the common plane.
The streets are from A to V, count-
ing from north to south, and
from Front to Thirty-first street, count-
ing from west to east. The blocks are 300
feet by o'M in exterior bounds, and each is
cut by a 20-foot alley, affording access to
the rear ofall full lots which are uniformly
80 by 100 feet. The roadways on the upper
grade, and in a few instances upon the
lower grade, are paved, macadamized or
graveled. Those not so treated are each
spring rounded up. smoothed, and made fit
for.driving. The walk-ways are all broad,
and in the majority of cases are but two-
thirds or half paved or planked toward the
curb, the remaining space being seeded to
grass, and forming a charming border and
barrier to the sidewalk. All the streets,
some more densely than others, are planted
with

SHADE TREES.

Which vary from walnut, locust and mul-
berry to poplar, elm and other ornamental
trees. These are all of mature growth, and
afford a delightful shade to the drive and
walk ways. In some cases this umbrageous
shelter is so generous as to all but meet
overhead from either side of the avenues.
In the business center of the city is a spa-
cious park, well shaded, provided with a
fountain, a music pavilion, and ample
promenades. It indexes about two acres.
In the midst of the residence section of the
more southerly side Is Capitol Park, with
an area ol about twenty acres. Ipon the
westerly portion stands

THE STATE CAPITOL.

A structure modeled after the same classic
style of architecture that characterizes the
Capitol building at Washington. Its dome
rises to a hight "of 220 feet above the streets.
The building stands upon the plane of the
upper of two terraces, and its base is thus
some fifteen feet above the street level, giv-
ing fitting dignity to the approaches. The
upper park is laid out in drive ways and
promenades, and the grounds are rich in
tloral wealth and tropic plants, rare shade
trees and flowering shrubs. The westerly
half is admirably kept in a blue gras9 and
clover turf, the easterly half being still in
progress of improvement. Upon the out-
skirts of this latter section are located the
Agricultural Pavilion and Industrial Hall
of the State, a cruciform wooden structure

of pleasing proportions, and 400 feet in
length in the (our directions, by a uniform
wing breadth of 100 feet. In this same
quarter also is the State Printing Office and
State Armory, in a handsome modern
structure originally intended for a Gov-
ernor's mansion. The aichitecture of

floor areas on street levels, expediting the
i*i:.<!iing of goods and transhipment.
Thus the lownesss of our business struct-
ures is an actual gain, and enables v* to
fill and ship orders with greater facility
than ifstorage was upon many Soots. But
not all the business houses are low in stat-
ure; there are here and there tine buildings
of four stories, and society, public and
other structures of likebight. Our archi-
tecture adapts itself to the convenience of
the people and the

IU-.MANR- OF THK CLIMATE.
Ifthis disposition in buildings were carried
even further and the extended or balcony
shelter made mure common, even our resi-
dence buildings would, in many cases, be
mote in keeping with semi-tropic conditions
< >ii the north ofthe city the great works of
the Central I'nciiie Railroad Company are
situate, employing over twelve hundred
men. Nearby is the line large depot build-
inn of the same corporation, and fronting
tba chief wholesale business street is the
very extensive freight house of the same
company. Along this line, too, are the
wharves for shipping, the Sacramento river
being the only one ot the two rivers that is
navigable. It follows the entire west front-
age ofthe city and immediately upon the
margin of Front street. The American
traverses the entire north frontage, but is
removed from the city by about one mile.
The business streets proper are from I to X
inclusive, and Front to Thirteenth inclu-
sive. All the remainder of the city, out-
side the factories here and there, is given
up to the homes of the people, and it is to
these that the stranger should give chief
attention, Ju the main they are

COTTAGES.

Practically there are no hovels. It is a
striking lact that miserably poor homes are
so few as not to be worthy of any consider-
ation. The great mass of the people art-
well housed. The cottege is very rare in-
deed that has not ample grounds surround-
ing it. and these admirably kept, lich in
nVral endowment, and with grassy lawns
ofgreater or less extent, that delight and
rc.--t the eye and awaken expressions of
warm praise from all visitors. There are

PKBXKRTIODG HOMES
That rise superior to the cottage and fall
short of the mansion. These are all in
lur_;e indosores, with grounds in the high-
est state, of cultivation. There are
scores of structures that are of the
dignity of mansions, and isiv houses
tost will rank in architecture and grounds
with the best to be found. On all
sides, be it in cottage or mansion grounds,
there is an overwhelming testimony to the
Bne taste of the people forwell-kept lawns,
beautiful flower gardens and refreshing
shade. One may drive over the most
charming roadways in the world in Sacra-
mento, within city limits, and within the
residence sections for about twenty-two
miles, between almost continuous lines of
well-kept residence grounds. In these
grounds he will discover growing with
almost hot-house richness and promise,
orange trees, the lemon, lime, pomegranate,
olive,palm, date, and other semi-tropical
trees and all semi-tropical plants, as well
as all the fruit-beanng trees known to the
temperate zone, and all manner of nut-
bearing trees of both tropic and temperate
belts. On all sides the visitor will find
surrounding the homes of the people of
Sacramento, whether the occupant is owner
of the roof tree or only occupant, evidences
of the culture and good taste of the people
in ornamental and

LANDSCAPE GARDENING.
No one can be deceived as to the character
of a people who manifest such care as to
the appearance of their grounds. If the
visitor chooses the early evening—the twi-
light hour for his examination—he will
tind very nearly the entire home popula-
tion upon these grounds, or the exterior
approaches oftheir residences, or else driv-
ing upon the city streets. He willbe forcibly
impressed with two facts, that the people
all have an air ofease, restfulness and con-
tent; that the uniform personal appearance
is that of scrupulous nealue». He will
note with pleasure that the great niass of
the people love outdoor exercise and in-
dulge in driving to a remarkable degree.
It is, indeed, the chief recreation. For
miles upon miles in these delightful shaded
streets of a spring and summer evening,
the visitor will encounter carriages, phae-
tons, dog-carts, buggies, hacks, cabs,
broughams, and all manner ot elegant
vehicles, drawn by sleek, well-kept, and
steady as well as speedy horses, and bear-
ing ladies alone, husbands and wives,
sweethearts and lovers, families with their
children, or children crowding the seats
alone. And all along the line it is a con-
stant succession of recognitions by bow,
find liftingof the hat, or friendly smile and
merry greeting. In fact, as a gentleman of
New Bedford, recently visiting here, re-
marked : " 1 have been in many cities of
our country ; this i3about the youngest I
have visited ; I rover saw one where the
population so overflows upon the highways
as here, or a illy that could more appro-
priately, and with greater credit, thus turn

INTO THE OPEN AIR,
And make the public streets the place of
social greeting and reunion, nor yet a pop-
ulation that appeared upon the promenade
;> better advantage ; it is all neatness,com-
fort, cleanliness, even elegance without os-
tentotion, and richness without gaudiness
or profuse display. Nor have I ever been
among a r.eople where there appears to be
such equality of social position, or where
there was such uniform and cordial recog-
nition of all by all. And that this should
be in a city of such few years surprises
me." And in this exclamation of a keen
observer there is a world of truth, text and
sermon. It testifies to a high state of civi-
lization among this people in a manner
that could be proven so well in no other
way. As the visitor drives or wulka about
the city he will observe that the public
structures are in keeping with the general
character of the manner of living he has
noticed. He rinds numerous large, well-
built, and several elegsnt school build-
ings ; numerous handsome churches of
pretentious architecture ; county buildings
of substantial character and architectural
attractiveness; a line of street railway, by
two routes, quite making the circuit of the. :ty : gas-lights throughout all the streets.
and these supplemented by numerous elec-
tric lights. He will also observe that in

EVERY PART OF THE CITY
Streets and alleys are sprinkled, anil that
this is not individual enterprise, but com-
munity accomplishment, and that one sec-
tion enjoys the benefit as much as another.
He willnotice that the city maintains a
free library (by tax levied uniform with

| other levying of taxes), and that it is en-
shrined in a building in keeping with the
character of the capital city of California.
He willfind, also, one of the handsomest
structures in the Union, in beautifully kept
grounds, its interior finished and adorned
as are few, that is owned by the city, being
the gift of Sacramento's Lady Bountiful,
Mrs. E. B. Crocker. And therein is a noble
collection of paintings, given to the city by
the same generous lover of her home town.
In this structure is maintained also a School
of Design, and therein also ia being slowly
gathered a Museum of Natural History.
He will tind upon the borders of the city

I elegant gardens and nurseries, and a
Iconservatory of -inusnal beauty, built also
by Mrs. Crocker. Ifhe happens in thecity

loh concert evening—twice a week in the
Isummer—he will find thousands of the
I people gathered upon one of the public
I parks, to listen to the strains of bands
I which play by provision of public contri-
I bution forth* pleasure ofthe citizens.

I pride and glory ; and, if ever occasion
I shall require, they willgo forth to do deeds
1 that shall equal in daring those of their
j forefathers. What American heart may
not feel proud on this day? In the Ota
World unstable dynasties are tottering to
their fall, and tiie light of empires grows
faint, but peace and prosperity attend as
handmaidens upon our favored land. We
rejoice that on the day we celebrate was
given us a document that made us a free
people; from thirteen States we have grown
to thirty-eight, with several Territories
knocking at the door, asking to he admit-
ted into the,sisterhood—the grandest, freest
nation in the worid ; a people, the most in-
telligent, happy and prosperous. It is
meet and proper that Sacramento, the
capital city of the proudest and
most promising State in the Union, should
celebrate our natal day in a manner ex-
pressive of the loyalty and patriotism of
her people. That she will do so is aii as-
sured fact. The Committee of Arrange-
ments, a body of loyal and representative
citizens, backed by the City Trustees, who
have generously placed $2,60u at their dis-
posal, has made and perfected arrange-
ments that insure a demonstration which,
for completeness ofdetail and grandeur of
display, will eclipse anything of a sinrlar
character that has heretofore been at-
tempted in this city, and equal to the best
that has ever been made in the State.

Last evening the committee met at the
(iapital Hotel to hear reports from the va-
rious sub-committees. As usual, nearly
every member was present, and the reports
were received, discussed and disposed of in
a manner indicative of the deep interest
each member-takes in making the celebra-
tion in every way a pronounced success.
In their elforts to introduce many attract
ive features, the committee finds thai the
sum placed at their disposal by tin- Trusters
will not pay the expenses ; but this does
Dot call a halt. The purse strings of the
individual members of the committee are
loose, as are those ofour ever-ready-to-con-
tribute community, and the celebration, ai
outlined, willbe carried out on the same
scale aa it would have been done had the
Trustees been twice as liberal in their con-
tribution.

Colonel Sheehan reported from the Com-
mittee on National Salutes, that Battery I>
would lire thirteen guns at sunrise, thirty-
eight at noon, cue for each State in ths
Union, and thirteen at sunset.

The Committee on Literary Exercises
asked for further time, saying that they
bad all arrangements made, but had nut
yet decided upon an orator. They would
be ready to report at the next meeting.
Their request was granted.

Mr. McGuire, Chairman ofthe Commit-
tee on Decorations, said they were getting
along swimmingly ; all their arrangements
were completed, the decorator was busily
engaged upon the allegorical cars that had
been decided upon, and they would be su-
perior to anything that heretofore had ap-
peared in line. William McLaughlin had
tendered his two four-horse teams, with
two drivers to each, charging nothing for
the animals, and only $2 50 apiece for the
men, the amount he had to pay them.
