operations, and fishermen can scarcely ob-
tain enough to supply the demand of the
local retail trade.

Of her
Yosalind, so much debated, he de-
clares that no previous artist in
our stage annals hgs indicated what this
one makes the vital and dominant fact,
that underneath her mischief, her pretty
swagger, her nimble satire and her silver
playfulness, Rosalind is an aftectionate
and passionate woman, as deep-hearted as
Juliet, though different in temperament
and mentality; as fond and clinging as
Viola anl as constant as Imogen.”
