A Plea for French.

Governor Stoneman has fixed to-day as
the time for hearing arguments upon a pe-
tition for the commutation of the sentence
of Uzza Fiench—who is sentenced to be
hanged on the 29th inst.—to life imprison-
ment.

Narrow Escape.

Saturday afterncon a truckman who had
been delivering some articles to the steamer
Seizer, at her landing near the foot of K
street, was crossing the railroad track, be-
tween K and I. streets, to drive off the
dock, when a switch engine, pushing half-
a-dozen cars ahead of it, came along.
