DOMESTIC NEWS.

The American Turf.

New York, June 22d.—The Mail and
Express' sporting editor says : Sheepshead
Bay will furnish a great day of racing
Thursday. The stakes are the Emporium
and June stakes, the first for three-year-old
colts, fillies and geldings, the second for
two-year-olds. The Emporium is the rich-
est stake offered at the spring meeting. The
added money alone is $5,000. The second
horse receives $1,000 of the added money,
and 20 per cent. of the stakes. The third
horse will receive $500 of the added money
and 10 per cent. of the stakes. The condi-
tions of the race virtually preclude any
winning horse from starting, and bar out
Dry Monopole, The Bard, Ban Box, Walter
B., Inspector B., Biggonette and other good
ones who have won this year. 1 expect to
see Dwyer Bros. win with Winifred or
Ferona, whichever they may start, and I
expect to see a struggle for place between
Con Cregan and Amalgam. The June
stakes will be over the distance of three-
quarters of a mile for two-year-olds. If
the track is good a large field will face the
starter. Should Tremont start alone for
the Dwyers he should win. I expect to see
the Dwyers win with Louisa.

SPORTING MEN EXCITED.

NEw Yorxk, June 22d.—The Brooklyn
Eagl; publishes an extract which says in
effect that betting on the race tracks will
positively be stopped, as warrants have
been issued for most of the book-makers at
Srighton Beach and Sheepshead Bay. The
Grand Jury of Queens county found indict-
ments against the managers and officers of
the Coney Island Jockey Club, of which
Leonard Jerome is President, and against
all pool-sellers and book-makers who car-
ried on business at Brighton and Sheeps-
head. The news has caused a tremendous
sensation in sporting circles. Rumors are
afloat that an extensive raid is to be made
on all the pool-roomsin New York and
Brooklyn and that the movement is the
result of a deal between New York and
Brooklyn politicians for patronage.

MONMOUTH PARK FOT CLOSED.

New York, June 22d.—The Monmouth
Park gates have not been closed, as reported
Sunday. Mr. Withers was at the park
Sunday and reports that everything isin a

flourishing condition. * When we close
our gates,” said Mr.Withers, * we will send
ouf an official notice to that effect.” The

decision of the Courts®against the book-
makers has doubtless disturbed the mana-
gers of the Association, and whatever they
do in their coming meeting will undoubt-
edly be done by the advice of counsel, but
it is not at all likely they will give up the
coming meeting.
AT SHEEPSHEAD BAY.

SuEepsHEAD Bay, June 22d.—For the
spring stakes only four came to the post—
Brillianteen, Tremont, Electricity and Liz-
zie Krepps. On account of the interference
of the authorities, there was no betting till
the horses were at the post. When the
boards went up in the betting ring there
was little or no betting on Tremont, and
for place the Brown party “ plunged” on
Lizzie Krepps—a slashing, fine and speedy
filly, a half-sister to Troubadour, who had
been tried three-quarters in 1:15 with
weights up. The closing price against her
was two to one. The race was no contest,
Tremont getting first away, Lizzie Krepps
second, Brillianteen third. They ran in
this way to the end, Tremont winning in a
canter by eight lengths, Lizzie Krepps sec-
ond, walking in six lengths ahead of
Brillianteen. The time was slow—1:164.
For the stud stakes the Dwyers started
two—Inspector B. and Buffalo, the latter
to make the running for MecLaughlin’s
mount. Mr. Kelsoe’s The Bard also
started, and Mr. Haggin's Ban Fox. The
last named was a tremendous favorite, odds
of three to one being laid on him. Mr.
Haggin thought that he would win sure,
but some of the track people said that he
was a little sore after his race on Saturday,
and consequently he had not been worked.

The race was a gallant one from start to
finish. When the flag fell Ban Fox was
the first away, Inspector B. second, The
Bard tiird, Buffalo fourth. The last named
at once shot to the front and sét a strong

ace. Coming by the stand he led by a
ength, with Ban Fox second, a length in
front of The Bard, Inspector B. traihng.
Along the turn Buffalo increased his lead
to two lengths, andgnearing the three-
quarters to two lengths and a half, Ban
¥ox still lying second, Inspector B. having
worked into third place. Along the back
stretch Buffalo began to tire, and Ban Fox
cut his lead down to a length and a half.
At the same time The Bard went up to Ban
Fox's neck. Nearing the three-quarter
pole Buffalo fell back beaten, and now Ban
Fox and The Bard drew away at a heart-
rending pace, running as one team. Swing-
ing into the stretch, McLaughlin brougt‘n
up Inspector B. The fight was a terrific
one up to the seven-furlong pole, when In-
spector B, drew away, and won by two
lengths. The Bard and Ban Fox fought it
out to the bitter end under whip and spur,
and the former, lasting the longer, got sec-
ond place by a short neck. Time, 2:233.
The time was very fast, the first half’ mile
being 1un in 50 seconds.
ANOTHER ACCOUNT.

New Yosk, June 22d.—The day at
Sheepshead Bay was wet and gloomy, and
the track heavy; vet the attendance was
very fair and the races all that could be de-
sired. In the fourth race Astoria ran
against a wire fence on the back stretch,
breaking through, threw her rider (Meaton)
heavily on his head, and then rolled over
him. When examined by the doctors,
Meaton was found to be suftering from con-
cussion of the brain, with probable internal
injuries. Hisrecovery is a matter of doubt.
Just before the first race, Anthony Com-
stock and the Sheriff of Kings county made
their appearance on the betting ground,
and immediately, all the betting boards
were pulled down. Sheriff Farley
said he had several warrants for
John Doe and Richard Roe, and under
then David Johnson, Jos. Cotton, Her-
mann Trant, Arthur Hackett, Henry Ste-
decker and J. E. McDonald gave them-
selves up and went to Brooklyn, where
they gave bail in $2,000 each for their ap-
pearance, when wanted, to answer the
charge of  selling  pools. After
Farley and his posse left, up
went the signs, and betting went on as
usual. The first race. Welter stakes, one
and three-sixteenth miles, Markham won
by balf a length, Referee second, Lennox
third. Time, 2:04}. The second race,
Spring stakes, for two-year-olds, three-
quarters of a mile, Tremont won by four
lengths, Lizzie Krepps second, Brillianteen
third. Time, 1:16}. The third race, Stud
stakes, for three-year-olds, one and three-
eighths miles, Inspector B. won by four
lengths, The Bard second, Ban Fox third.
Time, 2:233. The fourth race, for two-year-
olds, three-quarters of a mile, on the turf,
Jennie June won by two lengths, Mec-
Laughlin second, Hannibal third. Time,
1:193. The fifth race, handicap, one and
three-eighths miles, for all ages, Favor won,
Tecumseh second, Windsail third. Time,
92:95. The sixih race, one mile, on the turf,
War Eagle won by a length, Duke of
Westmoreland second, Banana third.
Time, 1:44%.

REPORTED CUTTING OF FREIGHTS,

Nrw YoRk, June 22d.—There were re-
newed reports in railroads circles yesterday
that * Grangers” were cutting freight rates.
They were based, it is supposed, on the
story that either the Pennsylvania or St.
Paul had cut rates to obtain a seven-carload
shipment to Minneapolis. About seventy-
five cases, or seven eazloads of foreign plas-
ter of paris goods, consigned to the Minne-
apolis Exposition, arrived here last week.
They were shipped yesterday morning over
the Pennsylvania and St. Paul roads.
There was very lively bidding for the ship-
ment, but the St. Paul and Pennsylvania
officials say there was no rate cutting.

United States Senate.

‘WAsHINGTON, June 22d.—Maxey, from
the Committee on Nicaragua claims, re-
ported a resolution requesting the Presi-
dent to bring tp the attention of the Nicar-
aguan Government the claims of citizens of
the United States against that Government.
The resolution was agreed to.

Hawley called up his motion toreconsider
the bill prohibiting members of Congress
from accepting employment from railroads
that receive aid from the United States.

The motion was debated until 2 o’clock
and then went over until to-morrow. The
Senate then took up the bill repealing the
pre-emption and timber-culture laws.

Blair had moved an amendment prohib-
iting the acquisition in one ownership of
more that 640 acres of desert lands.

To this Ingalls offered an amendment
apolying the limitation to all public lands.

The latter proposition, which was the
pending question to-day, was voted down.

Blair’s amendment was then voted down
—ayes 3, nays 42,

Without final action on the bill, the
Senate adjourned.

House of Representatives.

WasHinGToN, June 22d.—On motion of
Scott of Pennsylvania, the Senate bill
passed, granting the right of way to rail-
road companies through the Indian reser-
vation in northern Montana.

Morrison called up the proposed change
of rules, making it in order to amend the
general pension bill by adding a provision
Jor the imposition of a tax to meet the ex-
penditures required by the bill.

After a long debate, Reed moved as a
substitute to lay the resolution on the
table.

The ayes and noes were ordered, and re-
sulted in the defeat of Reed's subslitute —
ayes 126, noes 139.

Before a vote could be taken on the orig-
inal motion, Reed moved an adjournment,
and the Republicans, by dilatory tactics,
managed to consume the time up to 5
o'clock, when under the standing order the
House adjourned amid an outburst of ap-
plause and derisive laugbter from the Re-
publicans.

€ The Samoan Islands.

WasniNgToN, June 22d.—Information
has been received at the State Department,
which indicates the permanent re-establish-
ment of the American protectorate over
the Samoan Islands, and an amicable set-
tlement of the difficulties between the
United States, British and German Consuls.
At the instance of the American Consul a
meeting was held, and after a lengthy dis-
cussion the German Consul agreed to write
o letter to Malletoa. whom the United
States Government has held to be tnengne-
ful sovereign, acknowledging him King,
and agreed also to advise Tamases, chief of
the insurgents, to disband and submit to
the authority of Malletoa. The flying of
the Imperal flag over the disputed terri-
tory of Mullinoa had a significance of au-
thority which the German Consul claimed.
He also sought to exercise authority over
the municipality of Apia, to the exclusion
of other Consuls. It was intimated to him
by Mr. Greenebaum, the American Consul,
that as the Samoan Islands were provision-
ally under the protection of the United
States, it would be much more satisfactory
if the Imperial flag was lowered at Mulli-
noa. The next day Mr. Greenebaum re-
ceived a letter from him, stating that the
German flag would be lowered and not
raised again, and that the claim of exclu-
sive German control over Apia would be
renounced. The flag was hauled down and
the former conditions restored. It may be
added that the State Department here did
not approve the action of Consui Greene-
baum in placing the Samoan flag over that
of the United States.

Senator Stanford and the Desert Lands

WasuiNcToN, June 224.—The Senate had
under consideration for a short time to-day
the desert lands bill. The amendment
limiting to 640 acres the amount that can
be taken up by one person was rejected.
Senator Stanford said the effect of such a
proposition would be to prevent the recla-
mation of lands, as a person holding only
a small tract could npot afford to take the
necessary measures to make it productive.
The result would be that the cattlemen
would get and hold possession of these
lands. The bill was laid over without
final action.

Congressman Morrow and the Chinese
Qnuestion.

W asuINGTON, June 22d.—When the item
in the sundry civil bill is reached appro-
priating $5,500 for carrying into effect the
stipulations of the treaty between the
United Statzsand China, Morrow will move
an amendment to increase it to $10,000.
He says the sum named in the bill is
wholly inadequate, and by its smallness
will defeat the purpose for which it is
made. Morrow has a promise of recogni-
tion when the matter comes up, and will
make a speech touching on many points
of the Chinese question.

The Case of Collector Beecher.

WasEINGTON, June 22d.—Daniel Kepler
and H. D. Temple, of Washington Terri-
tory, appeared before the Senate Commit-
tee on Commerce, to oppose the confirma-
tion of H. A. Beecher, sor of the great
preacher, to be Collector of Customs for the
district of Puget Sound. Kepler is the
man who sent by the hands of Captain
Beecher a sum of money to be turned into
money orders and mailed to parties in the
East. Temple is the man to whom Capt.
Beecher says he gave the money for the
purpose indicated. The money orders were
never received by Kepler's correspondents,
and an investigation developed an issue of
veracity between Temple and Beecher.
Temple stoutly denied before the commit-
tee that Beecher handed him the money.
Captain Beecher and George Jones, of the
New York Times, were in attendance, The
committee will continue the hearing to-
mMOITow.

Morrison Mad.

WasHINGTON, June 22d.—Morrison an-
nounced in the House to-day that he wonld
not call up his tarift bill, as he was confi-
dent it would be defeated. Subsequently,
in private conversation, he said: “Iam
heartily disgusted with California, The
Democratic party has been catering to the
Pacific slope for years, We have passed
bills allowing them to kill a few more
Chinese, and we havs catered to California
with the hope of making more Democratic
votes, and what is the result? We bave
been returned just one Demeocrat in Con-
gress, and he is a Mexican.”

The San Francisco Land Office.

WasHINGTON, June 22d.—It is expected
that the President will soon appoint a Reg-
ister of the Land Office at San Francisco.
The candidates named are Selden Hetzel,
A. C, Bradferd and E. O. C. Hastings.
There are no surface indications pointing
to the one who will be chosen. Neither
Senator Hearst nor Representative Henley
show any active interest in the matter.

A Decided Snub for Henley.

‘WasHINGTON, June 22d.—Ex-State Sena-
tor Pierce Ryan was appointed to-day Reg-

ister of the Land Officé at Humboldt.1
Ryan is the first of the Democratic politi-
cians who were read out of the party at the
Stockton Convention who has™ received
recognition from the President. Henley
was opposed to Ryan bitterly, and some
surprise is expressed at his failure to de-
feat him,

Silver and Trade.

NeEw Yorxg, June 22d.—The Manchester
Guardian of the 12th inst, has the follow-
ing : A Council of the Manchester branch
of the Bimetallic League have issued their
f 2 pamphlet with

manifesto in the form of
the title ** Silver Question and Trade.” The
pamphlet is a succinctly written state-
ment of the currency problem as it bears
upon the cotton industry. The Council
calls attention to the fact that prior to 1873
the metallic standards of different countries
had practically one relation, moneys being
convertible with only slight variations, and
that the closing of the Dutch and Latin
markets to silver in 1874, after the German
demonetization of that metal, coincided
with the beginning of an almost un-
interrupted period of bad trade and
losses in industry, and of the continued
fall of prices which had been almost iden-
tical with the fall in the value of silver
as measured in gold. If the mere read-
justment of commodities to the altered
values only was required, it is argued the
effects would be similarly felt in all the na-
tions, and however severe might be the
crisis the end could be seen. The Council
urges that they are not alarmists; that
wages cannot be continually reduced; that
coal and the iron industries have already
been nearly ruined in the process of read-
justment, and that as regards fixed expenses
any process of readjustment must be ex-
tremely slow. Finally, the Council state
they are sure of the facts on which they
base their appeal for a full Parliamcentary
inquiry into the desirability or otherwise
of again welding together the two metals,
thereby simplifying and promoting the
world's commerce.
Mrs. Hearst’s Sound Sense.

New Yorxk, June 22d.—Under the head-
ing of “ A Wise Mother,” the Graphic says,
editorially : The only son and heir of Sen-
ator'and Mrs. Hearst will shortly graduate
from Harvard College with an estate of
$20,000,000 or more awaiting him in the
future. His mother has decided to make
him begin work as a Police Court reporter
on his father’s paper. She is resolved that
he must learn to depend upon himself,
and expeects him to work as industriously
as if he had nat a yenny. A tryly sagacious
Mother io this, and & Femdar yaathor than
if she had mapped out for her boy a career
ot inglorions ease and pampered luxury.
Mr. and Mrs. Hearst could not select a bet-
ter graduate course for their son than he
will find in the systematized routine of a
newspaper oftice, where he will begin at the
lowest round. A lady less sensible than
Mrs. Hearst might be tempted to install her
son as nominal editor. Her good sense is a
legacy more valuable than her vast wealth.
Canada’s Position Not to be Sustained.

Orrawa, June 22d.—The latest revelation
in the fishery question shows that the Im-
perial Government has intimated by cable,
through Sir Charles Tupper, that under no
circumstances must the present position of
Canada on the fisheries question be main-
tained. The British Government has ex-
pressed itself as determined not only not
to back Canada up, but to take such meas-
ures that will stop all such proceedings in
the future. It is this cablegram, received
by Sir John Macdonald, which has brought
about the concession which the Dominion
Government proposes now to make.
Throughout there has evidently been a
piece of maladministration on the part of
the Dominion Government, it not knowing
where it stood.

Genuine Cause for Rejoicing.

Troy, June 22d.—Yesterday brought a
settlement of two of the greatest labor
troubles Troy has ever known. At noon a
committee of members who have been on

a strike for over four months for an in-
crease of 17 cents on the dollar above
Board prices, waited on the stove manu-
facturers and said their offer of Board prices
had been accepted and the men were ready
to go to work. The manufacturers will
start up the foundries at once, and 1,500
men will be put to work on Monday.
Hardly had the news of the starting

up of the foundries been received,
before it was intimated that the
collar and laundry lockout would

be settled. At 4 p. M. word was sent out
from the Knights of Labor headquarters,
ordering all members of the Order em-
ployed in the collar shops and laundries
to return to work by morning. This action
was taken after considerable correspondence
between the Shirt and Collar Manufactur-
ers’ Association and John W. Hays, sent
here as a member of the National Execu-
tive Board of the Knights of Labor, to
settle the two difficulties. There is great
rejoicing over the scttlement, and 1,500
people will resume work.
Death of a German Chemist.

New Yorg, June 22d.—Charles Froebel,
late Professor of Analytical Chemistry in
the New York College of Pharmacy, died
suddenly on Saturday, aged 50. He was
buried yesterday in the Lutheran Ceme-
tery. His father is Julius Froebel, a
nephew of Frederick Froebel, the famous
originator of the kindergarten system, and
is now the German Consul in Algiers. In
his early days Julius Froebel took an active

art in the propagation of democratic ideas
in Prussia, and in 1849 came to this coun-
iry with his son Charles, and for a time
edited newspapers in New York and San
Francisco.

FOREIGN NEWS.

The English Political Situation.
New Yorx, June 224.—T. P. O'Connor
sends a cablegram from London to the Star:
“ Parnell is in great demand in all parts of
the country, but he intends to confine bim-
self to the large towns in the manufactur-
ing and mining districts, where the Irish
are the major element and the constituen-
cies are represented by mutineer Liberals
who have resolved to come forward for re-
election. Manchester, Liverpool, Leeds,
Sheflield and Glasgow are among the places
where he will speak.

Loxpox, June 22d.—Henry Labouchere
and Charles Bradlaugh have issued a joint
election address to the electors of North-
ampton, their Parliamentary constituency.
The Question of ¥Fxpelling the Princes.
Paris, June 22d.—In the debate on the
expulsion bill in the Senate to-day, Pre-
mier De Freycinet said that his govern
ment would not tolerate another govern-
ment in France, and would take full re-
spongibility for the expulsion of the
Princes. He referred to the charge that the
Government was yielding to irreconcila-
bles. He declared that order was being
maintained throughout France. In clos-
ing, he deprecated the confiscation of the
property of the Princes, insisted that the
common law would not apply to the
Princes, and the necessity of a republicam
union was of supreme interest to the Re-
public. Finally a secret ballot was taken,
and the bill, as it came from the Chamber
of Deputies, was adopted by a vote of 141
to 107. The announcement of the resmlt
was received with great applause by the
members of the Senate.

MinerarL Wax Sneepers.—On the Trans-
caspian Railroad in Russia, now approach-
ing Mery, it is claimed that about $800rrer
mile is being saved by the use of ozokerite,
or mineral wax, for ties. When puri-
fied, melted and mixed with lime-
stone and gravel, the ozokerite, which
is abundant in the vicinity of the rail-
road, produces a very good aspbalt.
This is pressed into shape in boxes, and
gives ties which retain their form and
hardness even in the hottest weather,
