Anotlior Murder in El Dorado County.

PLACXBTIUiB, June 2il. — The District
Attorney and Deputy Sheriff returned this
afternoon from Grizzly Flat, where they
were called Sunday night to investigate
the death of John Buioli, a miner in the
Mount Pleasant mine, who was poisoned
by a fellow-workman Saturday. Buioli
started to eat his dinner from a pail Sat-
urday noon, but noticing a peculiar taste
stopped, and died in agony in a few mo-
ments. An investigation disclosed over a
teaspoonful of strychnine in the bucket.
A po:>t mortem showed that death resulted
from strychnine. Parties are suspected of
committing the deed, but no arrests have
been made yet. Buioli secured a contract
for work in the mine, and refused to em-
ploy a fellow-countryman. Tiiis is the
supposed cause of the deed. This i.s the
third murder in this county within two
months.

on the wagon home to Pilarcitos. When
on the San Andreas dam, Castino wanted
to drive the team, but Sime reiused to let
him. He then said he would get off the
wagon. Sime stopped to let him off, and
when he got on the ground he turned and
tired two shots at .Sime. one took effect
in the breast, striking the rib, passed
around the body and lodged in the muscle
of the back. The wound is not necessarily
fatal. The oflicers of San Mateo county are
scouring the hills for the wOUld-be mur-
derer. Mr. Fifield says it was a precon-
certed plan to kill Sime; thatCastino had
been waiting two hours on the road before
he got on the wagon.

largest in many months. The principal
loan was $160,000, by the San Francisco
Savings Union on the 50-vara on the north-
west corner of Jones and Sutler, and Ala-
meda property, time and terms being with-
held. A large boarding-house is to be
erected on the Sutter street property. The
Hibernia Bank made a loan of $!K),000 on
Geary and Dupont for two years at 0 per
cent. This property is now being covered
with a brick building. One of the loans
of the German Bank was for $30,000 tor
one year at 0. The Pacific Loan Associa-
ion put out $10,000 in one loan at 7.
There is a quiet demand for money en
commercial paper at G(d,!i, though most of
the loans of this character are at 7. Ex-
change is in fair demand. Some grain
bills have been sold at current rates. Fine
silver and Mexican dollars are dull and
nominal. Purchasers of tea are calling for
free remittances to Japan and China.

A Ked ISIuIVRascal.
RjSD Bluff, June 22d.—Louis Jlavcr-

smith, the man who figures so prominently
n deserting his bride in Philadelphia, is
uidoubtedly Louis Meyer, who left here
last February, leaving debts to the amount
of several hundred dollars, some of which
he borowed immediately before his depart-
ure. He kept a beer saloon here for sev-
eral years. In business matters he was
well thought uf. His wife was in San
Francisco when he left, and it was thought
he went to see her. At their marriage a
year ago she gave him $1,000 of her hard-
earned money, and subsequently borrowed
a small amount from her sister, who re-
sides in San Francisco. He took all his
wife's clothing and everything that was
portable, and has never been heard from
since, leaving his wife penniless. It is
known here that Meyer was not his real
name, and it was said that he had been in
the Penitentiary. His wife still lives here
and keeps a boarding-house. She could
notcpaas English at the time he married
her.

Foster, of Alameda, and Sheriff Hatch, of
San Mateo, last night arrested August
Schiffer, formerly of Joliet, Illinois, upon
a requisition warrant from the Governor of
that State, charging him with the embezzle-
ment of $13,000. Schiffer was arrested as
he was about boarding the south-bound
train. He made a desperate resistance, but
was overpowered and manacled. The of-
ficers and prisoner left for Oakland on this
morning's train. Schiffer, the officers say,
fraudulently obtained §7,500 on a mortgage,
and swindled a widow in Joliet out of
S $2,501) life insurance on her husband.
While acting ac school trustee lie a\>o ap-
propriated funds to the amount of $5,000.
Schiffer denies the charges, but seemed
downcast and despondent. The prisoner
formerly conducted a tea and coffee busi-
ness at Alameda. and the officers have
been looking for him for nearly a year.

on the edge, capsizing the boat. The
woman clvug to the boat and was rescued.
The body of Dunham was found about an
hour later.

Well-KueiKi Mining Engineer Dead.

B. B. Minor, a well-known mining en-
gineer of San Francisco, died in this city,
where he had been ill for a few days past
svith a sudden attack of congestion of the
brain, which subtequentlv produced pa-
ralysis.

They have but a few
poor weapons and little amunition, while
the hostilns nave the best the United States
can furnish. A Sonora Mexican can hardly
be got to go far enough to point out the
trail. The Society of Arizoua Pioneers
have appointed a committee to prepare
resolutions expressing the views of the
people on the Indian question, and fixa
any for general mass-meetings in the Ter-
ritory.

Sawmill Destroyed by lire.
Virginia, June 23d.—The sawmill on

the shore of Lake Tahoe. owned by the
Virginia and Gold HillWater Company,
was destroyed by fire this morning. News
of the burning of the mill was telephoned
to Superintendent Overton, who left for the
scene. The mill's (.\u25a0uttini; capacity was
50,000 feet of lumber in twenty-four hours.
The loss to the company through its de-
struction and the amount of lumber con-
sumed is not known, but it willnot fall
short of &X>,ooo. It was uninsured. The
lire is supposed to have originated from
sparks from the smokestack of the engine.
