MILLIONS OF PIGEONS.

The Great Nesting Grounds in Forest and
Warren Counties, Pennsylvanis,,

A Bradford (Pa.) correspondent ¢f the
New York Times says: Millions of wild
jigeons are nesting in the woods on the
Lur\lers of Forest and Warrep counties, in
what is known as the Spring greek region.
The country thereabout is almost an un-
broken wilderness, a few bark-peelers, log-
cutters and oil-well * wild-catters " forming
the entire popmlation. The vast heech
woods that cover much of the area afford
the food that attracts the pigeons o the
locality, every fruitful beechnut year being

the birds ir. greater or less numbers. It is
claimed by professiomal pigeon metters,
who make it a business to keep posted en
the movements of wild pigeons arid to fol-
low them wherever they may fix tkeir
roosting and mnesting places, that all
of the common wild pigeoans in this
country form one great colomy, ané that
the conditions of the feeding grounds in
one locality are sometimes found to be so
fayorable that the entire bady of ipigeons’
nest in that one locality. in which case
they cover an area of weoaods notless than
ten miles square. It is generally arranged
by the birds, however, o nest. in two or
three colonies in different rmrs of the
country. The last time the Pennsylvania
| beech woods were pepalated by the main
: body of visiting birds was in 1880, when
they filled five miles square'of the woods
in Forest county. Tke roost this spring in
those woods is muchsmall2r iz dimensions.
In 1880 birds begar to arrive in the woods
as early as Februery, and ‘for two weeks
there was a ceasdless influx. The snow
was still deep in the woodsand the pigeons
swept down upen it by che million, and by
using their wings, uncovered the buried
beechnuts. Urfold theasands perished’
from starvation and cold during the first
two weeks ef the roost.

Another lerge division of the main
colony sought feeding grounds that year
in Indian Termritory,and another in the,
Michigan weads, butthe roost in Pennszl-
vania wasse much' larger than the othess,!
and so easy of access and conveniert to
market, that the professional netters came
from all parts of the country to Forest
county. Theroostbroke up in the latter
part of April, and in that time more than
$200,000 was received by netters and kunt-
ers for pigeons 'and squabs Kkilled and
netted in -the woods. The main body of
the wild pigeon-colony of North America
nested in Foresteounty in 1867, 1868, 1871,
1878 and1880. It is this year in Missouri.

The appearance of the pigeons in ‘the

along Palate creek, has been quickly fel-
lowed by hundreds of hunters and netters,
both professional and amateur. The farneer,
the bark-peeler, the villager, the oil scout,
and the wild-catter, are now out in force,
and, in -spite of the strict law forbidding
the capturing of wild pigeons during-the
nesting season, are making away with the
birds and their young by the thousend
every day. Besides the barrelfuls of pig-
eons and -sguabs that are daily shipped
away from: every available railway station,
myriads of the birds are killed and left to
rot in the woods.

The -hen lays one egg generally, but
sometimes two. While she is on the nest
the tom -carries her the choicest foed he
can find, and takes bis place on the egg
every atterneen for an hour or two avhile
the hen takes an airing. There may be
fifty nests:in one tree. The egg is thirteen
days in hatching. The young bird-s fed
by its parents for thirteen days. The food
is sometimres carried twenty miles orimore
by the oid birds. By some mysterious
rocess it ie changed in their crops to a sort
of whey. This the young bird sucks from
the crop by inserting its beak in the open
mouth of ‘the old bird. This food is called
“pigeon milk.” When the squab is 12 days
old it.is as round and fat as a butter
ball, and-is left to itself by its parents. The
weoods are constantly full of these cemical-
loeking birds during nesting time. They
cannot fly for two or three days, and  dur-
ing.that interval they tumble and stagger
about like tipsy men. By and by they find
their wings. These helpless squabs are
virtually “ scooped up” by the thousand
and sent to market. They are worth $3 a
dosen. A pair of pigeons hatck three
broods before the roost breaks up. Then
the mass of ‘birds separate and go ‘to all
parts of the country in isolated flocks that
are-seen from late in the spring umntil fall.
In November they gather together again
an€ seek 2 common home for the winter.

Then it does not so mmuch
matter how the {empcrament is; diy-
ing #o.much in the open air, the smok-
ing of others has iittle effect on them,
and dhese is less danger from infec-
tion. Itis to keep off the flies that men
smoke a{ the seaside and on the hills.
Their own weather-beaten countenances
‘can stand the flies; but these little demons
would met.only spoil tée summer for sus-
ceptible wives and sisters and children, bnt.
would disfigure them .as well.. That is
what a muancannot endere. You may have!
seen picnies on the river or among the
fields, with all the men<smoking and the'
ladies standing quite near them. With
many men,&moking is an. excuse for stay-
ing at home. A man loeks foolish of an |
evening doing nothing, yet he is too tired |
to do mauich, £ cigar suppiies the amount
of labor hereguires, and he does not mind
the troukie of . smoking it se. long as it en-
ables him to.stey at home sithout loss of
dignity andilook admiringly, and yet un-
demonstratively, at his wife. Should a
man with a.small income be az epicure, or
naturally «f .an irascible temper, it will
add greatly to ilz> happiness ¢ his home
if he cor.pals himself to smoks. And at
present, when:{imes are so hard.2s to affect
every one mare or less, a ciganis a cLeap
tand excellemt .substitute for .cxpensive
emusement.—St. Janes Gazette.

EARLY STEAMBOATS.

HOW THE SACRAMENTO WAS NAY, .|
IGATED IN PIONLER DAY,

Names of Some of the Vessals and
Owners—Prico of Freights
—Other Incidernts.

—

No portion of the pioneer history of our
State is more interssting than that of the
early navigation of the Sacramento river.
To hear the pioregr dilate upon the beau-
ties of the scemery along its high, bluff and
well-wooded banks, and listen to his de-
scription of the beauty, clearness and purity
of its watews—as pure as snow, so clear that
the smsllest pebble was discernible atits
rocky bottom—one can handly imagine
that the sluggish, shallow and muddy
stream that flows by our city is the beauti-
ful river under consideration—as it ap-
peared before hydraulic mining so nearly
completely wrought its rain.
THE FIRST SATLING VESSEL

That made the voyage from San Francisco
to where Sacramento city now stands was

the schooner Isabella, chartered by Captein
John A. Satter, about the 5th of August,
1839, and ewing to the numerous intricate
outlets of the Sacramento river he was
eight days in discovering its main cheunel,
and when about ten miles below the pres-
ent siteof Sacramento two hundred armed

gress. ¢ i

These, however, he succeeded in concili-
ating, snd was‘then allowed to p« eeed op
his vevaze, accompanied by twoe of the ne-
tives. ‘Other -sail vessels followed at dif-
ferent times in the wake of the pioneer
scheoner Isabella, but as the olzject of ‘this
article is more particularly intended to de-
scribe the steam navigation, no more -sail
vessels will be mentioned.

MIE FIRST STEAMBOAT

That ever plowed the waters of the ‘Racra-
mento from San Francisco was the Si#ka, a
Mussian-bailt stern-wheel vessel, about
sixty feet in length by seventeen in breadth,
owned 'by Captain Leidesdorff, and she
reached what was then known asSutter’s
Embarcadero, now Sacramento eity, in the
summer of 1847.

Thezext wasa stern-wheel steam scow
named the Lady Washington, bult at Sut-
ter’s:Embarcadero in September, 1349, and
was owned by Simmons, Huichirson & Co.
and-Smith, Bensley & Co. It was run upon
the upper rivers, and was the pieneer steam
vessel above the moutk of the American
river.

The next was a side-wheel steamer that
was sent out an board ships from New
York, put together in this city, named the,
Sacramento, and was run betsween this city’
and ;' New York of the Pacific (a city of
great pretensions that was lecated near the
mouth of the San Joaquin), and there con-
nected with a
LINE OF SCHOONERS FROMSAN
‘This vessel was owned and commanded
by Captain John Van Pelt.

A small craft called the Mint was jthe
next steamhoat, and ran on this reute
through from San Francisco to Sacra-
mento.

The large propeller McKim, of about
400 tons bun{en, was the next in rotation,
and made her trip frem New Orlcans
through the straits of Magellan to San
Francisco in 1849, and took her first trip up
the Sacramento in the latter part of October
of that vear.

By far the most beautiful, mest com-
modious, most comfortable, and at the
same time

THE MOST SUCCESSEUL STEAMBOAT
That ever ran on the Sacramento river was
the Senator, of 500 tomns burden. She
made the voyage around Cape Horn, anc
arrived here on the 27th of October, 1549,
and her first trip up to Sacramento City on
the 5th of the month following. Her rates
of fare were $25 per passenger up, and $30 ;
meals, 32 each ; stateroom, $10; freight per
ton, $40 to $50. During the first year on
this route her net protits exceeded $60,000
per month ; and for many years aftewards
was very profitable to her owners. The
number of her passengers in those days
would average 300 per day, and her freight
from 200 to 300 tons.

The next was a sternwheel steamboat
called the Lawrence, 108 feet in length by
18 feet in width. She wasbrought out by
a New Bedford company, and put up at
New York of the Pacific; and when fin-
ished was sent to Stockton, about the latter
part of November, 1840, and was the first
steamboat that ever sailed for or arrived at
that city. In December following, the
Lawrence was brought te this city, where
she was sold to parties who sent her up
the Feather river to Marysville in com-
mand of Captain Chadwick, and she was
the first steamboat that ever ascended that
river.

The Linda, a stern-wheel steamer, was
the next, owned by a company of which
Mark Brummagem was one of the princi-
pal members. She ran

BETWEEN SACRAMENTO AND MARYSVILLE.

Freight on the Lawrence and Linda was
from 8 to 10 cents a pound ;.drinks, 50 cents
each.

The first steamboat that ever ascended
the Sacramentc river as tar as Tehama was
the Jack Hayes, commanded by Captain
Mosley, in May, 1850. She was first named
.the Commodore Jones, but, -being length-
ened and otherwise changed, she lost her
identity and her name at the same time.

The Gold Hunter, commanded by Cap-
tain Brenham, afterwards the United
States surveying schooner, was put on
about this time, but soon withdrew.

The Captain Sutter, a small .stern-wheel
boat, although only the second boat to
Stockton, was the first to amake regular
trips from that city to San Francisco. She
was put up by Captain James Blair, of the
United-States Navy, and was more success-
ful ir proportion to her gize than the Sen-
ator, on the other route, and .cleared not
less than $200,000 for her owners the first
year.

At that early date, that the Lawrence made
a trip from Sacramento city to Lassens and
received 30 cents per pound for freight on
her entire cargo.

4 DEFUNCT CITE.

As New York of the Pacific has been
necessarily referred to several times in
this article, a little description will not
be out of place.of this defunct tosa, which,
like Boston and Hoboken, lives only in his-
#ory or the memory of the Pioneers. E.
«Gould Buffum, in a book published by
him in 1850, entitled * Six Months £n the
Gald Mines,” thus speaks of the then
prosmising-to-be commercial mnuetropolis:
* At the junction of the river San Joaguin
and fhe Bay of Saisun lies New York of
the Pacific.. The’town is seated on a
broad and well-watered plain, covered
with many groves of magnificent oaks, ex-
tending from the waters ef the Bay and
the river San Joaquin to the hills some
three miles distant. So gradualisthes i
that it seems a perfect level, viewed from
