Growing Timber for Profit.

The State Geologist of New Jersey, in his
annual report for 1885, just published under
the head of forestry, furnishes some highly
significant statistics and suggestions. He
says that it has long been recognized by
real experts in forestry that the art could
not be successfully introduced here until
the planting and cultivation of timber
could be made profitable commercially.
To abstain from wasteful cutting of timber,
and to enforce measures for the prevention
of forest fires, is not forestry ; it is but the
beginning of an approach to that scientific
handling of forest resources which com-
bines planting, protection and continuous,
regulated cutting, so as to make the forest
a perennial source of revenue, without de-
stroying the productive capacity of the
land, or exterminating valuable species
of timber through ignorant culture.
The time appears to have arrived in sev-
eral parts of the country, and notably in
New Jersey, when experiments in forestry
can be undertaken for commercial purposes.
Professor Smock’s recommendation of the
cultivation of locust timber on the 250,000
acres of waste land of the cretaceous forma-
tion in New Jersey is a case in point. That
such culture will be fairly profitable, upon
the maturity of the timber, is now beyond
doubt. The one element that remains to
be secured, in order to give the industry a
sure footing, is such a general recognition
of its security as will result in a progressive
annual increase in the market value of
growing timber, so that a man embarking
in such an enterprise need not feel that,
unless he waits and spends for twenty-five
or thirty years, his investment will be prac-
tically worthless. At present, as a general
rule, it may be said that land covered with
timber nearly or quite ready to cut has an
increased value, but that there is no pro-

yortionate market value for timber only
Lalf grown.
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Spiders Crazy Over Music.

While a gentleman was watching some
spiders it occurred to him to try what effect
a tuning fork would have on the insects.

How Bohemian Glass is Colored.

The ornamentation of the glass is done
partly in connection with the exposure in
the furnace, and partly in the finishing-
shops, where the work is completed by
cutting, polishing, tarnishing, etching,
painting, and mounting in metal. The
glass-houses have at their command a very
complete color-scale for transparent,
opaaue, and clouded glasses. But it must
not be supposed that a crucible is placed
in the furnace for each color, from which
glass colored for each ormament is to be
made. The colors are worked out by
means of what are called pastes,
which are kept on hand in sticks
or cakes. From pieces of these
pastes previously warmed till they
are soft, suitable quantities are cut off, laid
upon the foundation of white or colored
glass, then spread out By drawing or blow-
ing. By this means only is an economical
use of such costly material as gold and sil-
ver compositions possible. Some of the
glasses thus treated—gold,copper, and silver
glasses—remain still little, or not at all,
colored after the melting, shaping and
quick cooling, and do not take on taeir
bright Lhues until they are reheated. This
is the case with the new yellow-silver
glass, which continues uncolored after
the intermelting of the silver salt
until it is exposed in the furnace
again. Very fine effects are produced
by blending or overrunning of tLe paste-
colors provided proper attention is given to
the laws of harmony. A blue-glass cup is,
for example, overlaid with silver glass at
its upper edge, and this is drawn down in
gradually thinner tones till it fades away at
the foot of the vase. Gold and copper ruby-
colors and thus combined with green
glasses, etc. Another brilliant effect is pro-
duced when a still hot bulb of glass is
rolled in finely pulverized aventurine glass,
and after this is melted, and previous tothe
shaping of the vessel, is overlaid with a
coating of either colored or colorless glass,
