THE EKNIGHTS OF LABOR.
Close of the Session of the General Ex-
ecutive Board.

[By Telegraph.]

New York, July 3d.—The General Execu-
tive Board of the Knights of Labor finished
their labors Liere to-day, and the members
left for home. Afterward Powderly said:
“It is the intention of the Board to address
a letter to Superintendent Mwiray and re-
quest him teo furnish intormation about the
action of Captain McCollough. We have
learned that Cooper Union Hall bas been
frequently rented to secret societies without
the presence of policemen. We wish (o
know, therefore, whether Captain McCol- |
lough received an order from a higher
authority to have policemen present. I see
by the papers that Captain McCollough
classes the Knights of Labor with anarchists
and communists. I have never at any time
expressed, nor will there be found in any of
my public speeches orletters or in the work
of the Order anything that could be con-
strued as savoring of the doctrine of either
anarchists or communists. I consider his
interference in our meeting and the remark
of Captain McCollough a direct insult, first
to the workingmen of New York and sec-
ond to the workingmen of the United
States. This makes the matter of national
importance, and this must be righted at
once.

made the following reply —but which is
not addressed, as will be seen, to the Union
Iron Works Company :

San Francisco, July 2, 1886.

To the Wageworkers of San .]v'ranci.\-cu—
FRIENDS AND FELLOW-CITIZENS : The work-
men at the Union Iron Works are again
in trouble. After twenty-five vears of the
Government's so-called protection, the me-
chanics of our land have been convinced
that they have been systematically robbed
by manufacturers and employers, who
(through free immigration and their im-
portation of contract laborers from all parts
of the earth) have forced down the price of
labor in Fastern States until there seems to
be no limit to its degradation, and thereby
have pocketed the entire profits of thetariff,
which was intended to benefit all alike.
As a consequence of this knowledge and
sad experience, the wageworkers of our
land are now making an effort to protect
themselves by orgamization, which, wher-
ever tried, has proved to be the best and
only true protection that labor can obtain.
The workmen of San Francisco, realizing
the fact that what has been done by manu-
facturers in Massachusetts and Pennsyl-
vania will also be done here if some effort
is not made to put a check upon their
greed, have formed themselves into Trades
Unions for mutual aid and protection.
Many of these new societies, being com-
posed of men who are inexperienced, have
made mistakes, which they will no doubt
profit by in the future, It is not necessary
tor us to worry you with a lengthy account
of the causes which have led up to the
present troubles at the Union Iron Works.
You have been made acquainted with the
subject through the daily press, and by
some it has been highly colored in favor of
the firm and against the workman. In
substance it is as follows :

Some time ago a certain person came to
this coast from abroad, and was admitted
to membership in the Shipwrights’ Union.
Instead of beingz grateful to its members,
and contributing his mite to the peace and
prosperity of those who had made him
welcome, he at once set to work to give
them trouble. The first offense, it is stated,

was totake sub-contraets, a system that a |

few years ago had reduced the cabinet-
makers of this city to such a condition that

| many of them could not make more tha:

$6 per week, and they had to furnish thei

own tools. His society called him to ac

count for it, and he employed a lawyer !
the case into Court, causing ihe
society considerable loss of time and
money. Still they did not suspend him.
On another occasion he promised some of

| the shipwrights who were at work at night

on some important job that the Union
Iron Works Company would pay them
their usual prices for night work, and when
they were paid for their labor they did not
receive the amount agreed upon. In this
the men did not blame the compa but
their brother members, who had charge of
the work. On still another ocecasion, it is
stated that after working faithfully on a
contract for the Union Iron Works Com-
pany, he had not made mechanic's wages,

| and that one of the firm had presented him

with $25 to reimburse him for his loss.
This eircumstance he related in the Ship-
vrights’ Union. This man, with a few
others, seeing, as they thought, an oppor-
tunity to better their condition, temporarily
at least, if they would break away from
the restraint of the Union to which they
belonged, sent in their resignations; and
with a few handy men, have formed a so-
ciety of their own and are doing the work
formerly done by boilermakers. They also
work ten hours per day inslead of nine,
which is the standard of the Shipwrights’
Union. All this they claim to have done
in the interest of iron shipbuilding on this
coast.

After calling the attention of the Federa-
tion to the trouble, and that body having
failed to effect a scttlement, the boilermak-
ers refused to work with these men, and
struck work about one month ago. The
other trades in the Federation, after mak-
ing an effort to arrange a settlement of the
trouble. which resulted in a failure, or-
dered their men out also. A few days after
the men were out, it was thought that if a
Committee on Arbitration was appointed
there might be a settlement of the trouble
that would satisfy both parties. The sug-
gestion was acted upon and the committee
was appointed and instrucied to send a
communication to the managers of the
Unicn Iron Works, notifying them that
they were willing to abitrate the matter in
dispute. The answer to our eommunica-
tion came on last Tuesday and was pub-
lished in the evening and morning papers,
At present the case stands in this condi-
tion: The Federation, knowing that the
present strike is unpopular, and knowing
that apy fair minded man would be most
likely to decide some important point
against it, yet, for the sake of a settlement,
it was willing to present ifs case in the best
form that a committee of five humble me-
chanics could present it, and submit to the
decisicn of any fair-minded man that might
be agreed upon. Under existing circum-
stances those who knew how the case
stood felt sure that it was practically a sur-
rendering of many important peints, which
they did not hope to have decided in their
favor, and yet Mr. Dickie, on behalf of the
firm, has spurned the offer in whole and
in part, and huried his reply broadcast to
the world through the press.

We now appeal to the same public opin-
ion and through the same medium—the
press—which, with few exceptions, has
treated us well. Many of our best and
most experienced mem' ers are-willing to
admit that the boilermakers acted un-
wisely in striking without the authority of
the Federation, and that later the Federa-
tion itself did not act with becoming wis-
dom and prudence. However thismay be,
the reply of Mr. Dickie should, and it has
silenced all comment on the wisdom of our
past action. This firm thinks more of
these few rebellious workmen that bave
left their former societies and set up shop
for themselves than it does for all the other
men in its employ that are faithful to their
pledges and true to their society. We
never knew the firm in question tosacrifice
so much for a principle before. Verily, our
world is growing better. By the way, fel-
low-workmen, if our memory serves us
right, some years ago a number of the
States in the American Union believing
that they had the constitutional right to
secede, set up a Government of their own.
Many of our good people then called the se
ceders rebels, and plunged the nation into
a four vears’ war for the preservation of
the Union. We expect to scttle this little
difficulty in less than half the time and

ropose that it will nog- cost one drop of
slood. We will also remind the Union
Iron Works Company that a certain
neighboring nation, at the time of the late
unpleasantness above referred to, had to
pay something like $15,000,000 for its sym-
pathy with secession.

The question of the hour is: Shali the
unions of this city be crushed out of exist-
ence and every vestige of protection to
labor cease? The reply of this firm does
not even give the assurance that if the
men are willing to retarnin a body they
would be re-employed. Such a surrender
as they propose cannot be thought of even
for a moment. * Things ill begun make
strong themselves by iils.” Our Arbitra-
tion Commi‘tee has been discharged, anda
Committee on Conference appcinted in-
stead. Each Union in the iron Trades
Federation is requested to levy an assess-
ment on members that are at work, and ap-
point a committee to distribute the money
so collected among those of their members
affected by the strike, and also those that
might through want of bread be induced
to go to work in the shops. All the unions
represented in the general Federation of
Trades are also here%y called upon to levy
small weekly assessments, and turn the
money over fo our Finance Commitiee,
taking a receipt for the same. Our Finance
Committee will in turn divide the money
so collected sguaﬂy among the various
unions afected by this sirike for distribu-
tion among the men that are out. Remem-
ber that if we are crushed your turn will
come next. We consider that any man or
set of men that will go to work in these
workshops until this trouble is settled are
utterly void of manly principle, and we
call upon all good citizens to stay away
from the works. If you are in need of
bread make it known to yvour fellow-work-
ers, and you will not be aliowed to suffer.
And now to our own men that are out on
strike: We charge you above all things to
keep the violate no iaw of the land
and time will bring all things right.
