Chief of Police Dillman has issued the

feltowinK rules and regulations, which he

s.a^ willbe strictly enforced :
Bach and every officer shall report

promptly at the Station House at ail roll-
(•alls and not by telephone.

Officers on duty must not leave their
beats without the knowledge of the Chief,
unless in pursuit of criminals.

The officer in charge of the Station
House shall be responsible to tbe Chief for
the cleanliness and good order of tbe
prison, and for the safe keeping of pnsoa-
er- and allow nooflicer while on duty, no

cooks or trusties to loiter about the Station
House nor allow the cooks or trusties to
handle the keys, or enter the prison with-
out being accompanied by the oflicer in°

Kv?rv officer of the force is hereby or-
dered to diligently hunt down and prose-

cute all vagrants, and to strictly enforce
all the ordinances for tbe promotion of the

morals and £ood order of the city, and the

curfew and all minor ordinauces.
Officers who make arrests are directed to

be prompt in attendance at the next ses-
sion of tbe Police Court, and to see that
the necessary affidavits are made, and
subpenas issued for the witnesses prior to

the opening of the Court.
Officers shall report all suspicious per-

sons, and places where idlers tipplers,

Officer Sullivan repeated his testimony at
the Coroner's inquest Acquainted with
both the parties ;assisted in removing the
body from the sidewalk to the drug Bt ire :
went with officer Kent to make the am I;
defendant gave up the pistol ; shew knowl-
edged doing the shooting, and expressed no
regrets ; gave her reasons for committing
the deed, etc.; said he had ruined her, was
unwilling to marry her, added insult to in-
jury and she had snot him. She said,

wain him to marry me iffur only ten min-
utes ;Idon't want him to support me; I
would work my fingers off bafore Iwould
accept support fromhim."

Martin Wetsel, another witness at the
inquest, who saw the shuoting, in addition
to his former testimony, said: While ac-
companying her home she kept arging him
to walk faster, saying that she was afraid
Klein's folks would kill her. i-Uie also
remarked: "Icame from a good family.
He disgraced and rained mo. and was at-
tempting to disgrace ray family." Defend-
ant also told him that she, had been ruined ,
by Klein and was about to become a
mother. Witness said to her. "Would
not he marry you?" "No," she replied;
"herefused, and wa> seeking t" di -
me and my family."

Dr. C.L.Simmons was swornas amedical
expert, tie bo i. with Dr. Briegs, rnadoan
examination of defendant and found her
condition to be that which shs claimed.
Be also soid that inher condition the city
prison was a very improper place for her
tobe kept. The" general surroundings of
the jail, the impure air and associations,
were not favorable to one in such a delicate
condition.

Chief of Police Dillman paid he had
several interviews withthe defendant since
her imprisonment Bhe admitted the
shooting, related circumstances and nets
committed by defendant, which, in her
opinion, was sufficient justification for the
act He produced the pistol in the Court
whichdefendant had given to officer Kent
at the time the arrest was made, and with
which, she claimed at that time, the fatal
shot was tired. Tha pistol was otl'ered in
evidence.

The prosecution here announced that
they rested their onse.

The defense offered no testimony, and
the case was submitted 'without argument.

The Court held the defendant to answer
to the charge to the Superior Court, and
lixed her bail at (20,000, remarking that in |
his opinion no jury could be found who
would find her guilty of murder in the
first degree.

Abond was soon given ci required, with
John Wiezel. M. Miller, D. Diersen and
Mrs. M.C.Menke aa sureties, and defend-
ant was taken to her home in a carriage.

Ifthe assist-
ance promised from the counties along the
line is pledged, work wil!ix;commeqeedat
once, and ti;e road no doubt vyillbe built
tothe head ofCapay valley iiii.s fell, and
bynext fall to the redwood timberinMen-
docino. The line incorporated is from
Woodland through Capay valley. Cache
creek canyon to Lower Lake, and through
Lake county to the headwaters of liie. Noyo
liter,at whichnoint it intersects the Port
Brag:; Railroad in coarse of construction,
twelve miles of which will be completed
and cars running over it early in the fall.
When the roads meet at the Xoyo river
a consolidation will be effected, and
the whole run as a through road
frem Fort liragg on the ocean, to
Woodland, whence railroads radiate in
every direction. Itwouldseem as though
nature had purposely made this line
for a direct thoroughfare. The country
that thi-* road willopen is very large, anil
its products varied and susceptible of an
unlimited degree of development. The
Mendocino redwood belt is said to be more
extensive than any other district in the
W ild, and the construction of this road
willincrease the manufacturing of lumber
alon;; the whole iine, giving occupation to

thousands of hands, and what now is but
a vast solitude wii' become endowed with
life, and the hum of machinery willbe
heard on every hand. This willopen up a
sure market for the hay, grain, vegetables
and fruit of Lake county, and at the same
time cheapen lumber in the great center
and valleys of the State from csi to $10 i>er
thousand. The large army of health and
pleasure seekers, who now Hock by thou-
sands tothe springs and health resorts of
Lake county, will be greatly augmented
when they shall become so easy ol access.

The incorporation of thi*new enterprise
was effected in Sacramento yesterday. The
following names appear as Directors of the
Sacramento valley, take and Mendocino
Railroad Company, vis: J. K. Watson, L.
1.. Lewis and E. V.. Alsip, of Sacramento;
H. L.Norton, of Mendocino; A.Levy, ot
Lake; and Hon. D.N.Hershey and G.D.
Piske, ol Yolo. it is expected that Mendo-
cino willcontribute $150,000, Lake $100,600
:wA Yolo county (100,000, including the
right of way. Arrangements have, been
made by which all the money necessary
a is b« raised by 1; mding the road as soon
as iho subscription!! reach the amounts
above expressed. Those \v!i \u25a0 are taking
interest in the road are now confident that
there willbe no further drawback. Alar;;e
amount of the money has already been
pledged, and the ri^ht of way in many in-
stances promised.

The Woodland Mailof yesterday, speak-
ing upon the subject, further says concern-
ing the two now roads referred to, that the
Fort Bragg Railway will be about thirty
miles long, Of which twelve miles are al-
ready under construction, the [ion and ties
being on the grotmd, and thai four and a
half miles are now in operation. The line
to be built from Woodland to make con-
nection willbe about l-o miles in length.
